It is just to the Haptista lo say that
they originated the latest attempt Lo bring
about a union. This they did In their
annual convention held In 18% in the city
of Fort Worth, Tex. They fssued an In-
vitntlon to the various denominations of
Christians to arrange for conference
of representative gcholars to git in judg-
ment upon the differences which now
separate God's children into pects, and to
suggest Rome common seriptural ground
upon which all might come together, This
fraternal challenge stood unnoticed untll
pur Southern Haptist Convention met In
May Inst at Dallus, Tex. There a most
fraternal and courteous communication
was presented from the Disciples, plea-
santly re-echolng our wish for union,
and proposing a tentative basis of union,
In responge to this dignified and conservis
tive paper, the Baptists appointed a com-
mittee to send a sultable communication
1o the Natlonal Convention of Disciples,
which recently held its annual meeting
in Richmond. Being a member of l'h'ls
sominittee, the only member from Vir-
ginia, 1 had the honor of presenting that
report; and it is simple justice to the
Disciples' Convention to say that 1 was
corlinlly recalved and heard with n re-
gpect well worthy of those whom I repre-
grnted, The main effort in our report
was to induce the Disciples to appoint &
committes to act with a similar commit-
tee from the Baptlsts, whose business
ehall be 1o bring about a scholarly con-
ference among all the Christlan denomi-
nations of the world with a view to the
removal of the difficulties  which  mnow
stand In the way of the unlon of all Chris-

tluna. ‘The Disciples cordinlly agreed to
erente the sald committee, and the Bap-
tiste  will unquestionably do the same

thing at the'r next meeting. Thia puts
two depominations Into line as working
for the un!fication of all Christians in one
bady, without any denominational lines
dividing them, This Is the present status
of the matter.

It may very properly be asked by what
procenses are we to seek to forwanl the

movement in favor of Christlan union. To
this several brief answers may be glven.

1. We should strive honestly to make
rectarlanism odlous, As long as the peo-
ple are taught that denominationalism is
& part of the Gowpel economy, and that
the rivalriea of the sects are the best
spurs to Christlan activity, we nead not
hope for unton. If we dignify these dMvis-
wona, and think of the several denomina-
tions as the diferent branches of an
army, each essentlal to the vietorlous
movement of the whole, we do just
that much toward putting Christian unlon
farther Into the future. If we will bring
the Christlan world to ses the evils of
sectartanism, and to regard these divis-
lons as wounds upon the body of Christ,
then we will have taken the first step
toward Christian unlon.

2, Wea must cultivate interdenomina-
tional charity.

Thus far the spell of sectarlanism has
prevented, or at least interfered with, our
gedlng the good In denomdnations who
differ in doctrine from us. We are not
ealled on or allowed to endorse the un-
seriptural doctrines of any, but we are
called on the recognize and honor the
falth and plety of those who may be In
error on gome polnts, You are not to
be charitable taward my errors, but you
must be charitable towards me. It s
by seeing the good in each other we get
closer to each other, and are Letter pres
pared to lead one another out of dark-
nesa Into lght, As long as the different
denominational hosts stand off and treat
each other with haughty reserve and
seowl at each other's wrongs, there ean
be no unlon, HBut If we will be cordial,
trustful, and helpful, then we will pres-
ently get close enough to Join In pulling
down the separiating bars,

Let me add, that go far as we can
without wilfully compromising the truth
of God, we must co-operate with other
denominations, Some have the thought
that we must unite before we can work
together; but It |s equally true that we
must lewrn to work together before we
can ever unite. If there be any common
ground on which we can meet for com-
mon  serviee, let us occupy It, and that
will give u: the best standpoint from
which to sgtudy our differences and to
plan for union.

3. We must labor to bring the Chriz=-
tinn world to understand that the only
possible basis for union Is the authority
of the Word of God.

DECIDE Dy Gon's WORD,

To say that the only differences now
exlating among Chpistinns are these of
method and diseipline Is a grave misstate-
ment. That there nre AIfferences among
God's chlldren on thess suhjects Is clear
enough; but even these are the ontgrowth
of doctrinal disagreements. Ilesldes these
Mvergencen and separations have to do
with the Eible itseif, 18 functions, Its exes
gests, Its fundamental principles. When

aer, to whip ad Impulsive crowd Into &
momentary craze for unlon, but let soms
sharp-tongued critlc begin to assall the
‘avorite dogmns of those who are present,
ind the foaming tide of enthuslasm will
‘nde ns the morning cloud.

PLANS THAT WILL NOT WORK.

It may be well to name some of the
‘alee bases on which It Is proposed to es=
ablish Christian unlon,

Une plan 1s to rub out denominational
lines, and allow all Chrisllans to come
In, bringlng with them all of their pecu-
War doctrines and thelr methods of work,
That would be an eccleslastingl union
without doctrine harmony., ThatSsgould
be taking back Into the new organlzation
all the differences which at first caused
the separations. 1t would simply transfer
the doctrinal conflicts from the present
arena into the bosom of the new church,
It would be unlon without unity, It would
make us one In name, but many in bellef
and activity, It would take a housse now
divided, and make It a house filled with
Intestine wrangles and etrifes, We need
not hope that a church ¢an be constructed
put of the present numberiess sects which
will be so varled In doctrines, so unlike
In plans of gervice, and yet harmonious
and effective, Tne dream {8 too chimerical
to command our respect, Union will not
come that way.

Another scheme i» for all sects to throw
overboard their distinctlve doctrines, and
compromise themselves into ecclesinstical
harmony. If we can get all Christian peo-
ple to gather at the gate of some vast
cump, unload all of their distingulshing
views, and agree not to belleve anything
thrt no one else can belleve, and not to
Insist on what they belleve, them we
can have a' universal union of Chris
tlans. This proposition Involves the re-
jection of all creeds now existing, and

no mitter how long we have held them,
and are willing to adopt whatever Is true,
though we may not have held It before,
simply beecauss It Is the teaching of the
lor), we will e on the highway to
unlon,

We are to come to the unity of the
falth, 1t fo & journey and many get lost
on the road, and It will take a long
time to met there, but we are coming.
Blowly we move, but we are moving, and
after n while we will all march into the
game camp and be forever one,

EFFECTS OF POLITICS ON BUSINESS.

| The General Covditlon of Dusluess Tm-

proved Desplte the Eloction Excitement

The Bnow-Church Company’s weekly re-
view of trude says:

Polltical excltement in many of the
Statea cnuses a natural slackening In
gome kinds of business. Dut on the whole
buslnesa indications are rather more fa-
vorable than they were n week ago. Quite
a number of mills have gone Into opera-
tion, and the demand for products, If not
equal to that of prosperous years, Is bet-
ter than It has been most of the time this
year. The prices of farm produets do not
fmprove muech, and there are still some
strikes to redist reductlon of wages, 8o
that the purchaglng power of the people
cannot have materlally Increased, but
there 18 n more hopeful spirit which
prompts greater activity.  On the other
hand the record of the past transactions
is somewhat less favorable than of late,
Payments through the principal clearing-
houses throughout the country show a de-
crease compared with last year, and &
decrease compared with the same week
in 1892, the decrease for four wevks being
20.8 per cent.

Cotton has sold at 5,81 cents for middling
uplands, and the large recelpts at such
low prices indicate clearly that the crop
will at least be clore to the lurgest, If not
the largest, ever produced, The anticl-
pated settlement of dificultles at Fall
River has not been realized, and at prose
ent a good many spindles and looms ure
jdle, But strikes are temporary; a more
lasting {nfluence {8 the large accumulation
of cotton In the world's -markets, the
stock of Ameriea In sight now exceeding
2000000 bales, It I8 Interesting that in
#plte of the low price of the prineipal
southern crop manufacturers and whole-
gale dealers report rather more lmprove-
ment In trade with the South than with
any other sectlon. The wheat market Is
a quarter lower, and nothing appears to
Justify any important change.

Corn Is higher, and It Is noteworthy that
at the same time pork 18 75 cents lower;
lard, 35 cents per 100 pounds, and hogs 40
cents lower. The contrast Indicates how
little the provision market depends at
present on natural relations on supply and
demand,

Industrial accounts are on the whole
more encouraging. The boot and shoe in-
dustry leads in improvement.

While the fall trade Is near an end,
most of the eastern makers of cheap goods
are crowded with orders coverlng from
one to three months In advance, but con.
cerns making goods of better grades have
as a rule Mitle business ahead, The lea-
ther trade is smaller, and for the first

me in many weeks recelpts of union

rop slightly exeeeded sales, The demnnd
for Indin-rubber 18 fairly good, new para-
fine belng ® to Tl cents. In iron and
steel the West shows weakness, while
enstern markets show more encourage-
ment. Nothing of consequence Is doing In
ralls, the deliveries for the year to Octo-
ber 18t belng only 510,000 tons, much below
ordinary requircments for renewals alone.
In structural work some moderate con-
trnets are reported, but bar iron Is ex-
tremely dull, and it is stated that the
low prices reported last week—85 cents for
ifron and f1 for steel—have been shaded In

Therefore, I, Charles T. O'Ferrall, Gov-
ernor of the Comunonwealth of Virginla,
