The amount of these taxes s about
0,00, and the actlon of the company s
based upon the polnt that the city, In
granting the company s franchise, ex-
presuly stipulated that its property within
the corporation should be exempt from
local taxation,

The Bupreme Court declded pome months
ngo that such exemptions wers unconstls
tutlonul, and the city asseaned the com-
pany for tfaxes as stated above, It Is
understood that the Manchester Rallway
and Improvement Company will fight the
matter through the courts.
