LOXDON, December 2.~The Japanese
Government has made no responss 1o
the fresh suggestions from the DBritish
Jovernment that che terms upon which
Japan s willing to treat for peace with
China ought to be communicated to the
Powers, On the trary, the Jap
have persisted in maintaining a policy of
reticence. The British Minister at Toklo
has been unable to get the slightest scrap
of officlal Information upon the subject of
the conditions for which Japan will con-
tend, and the Japanese Embassy in Jon-
don s equally secretive, The latter, 1t I8
trus, has some knowledge of the situation,
but it is partly of a negative and partly

of & positive character.

The embazsy s free, however, in ais-
erediting the recent cablegrams  altri-
buting to Japan the design of forcing an
alliance with China against the European
Powers, The leading principle of the
peace negotlations between the two East-
eorn empires, us far as Japan |s concerned,
will bo a total abstention from any de-
mand which would give China an excuse
to ask for European intervention.

Japan, therefore, «will not stipulate for
any territorial or commercial scquisitions
in which the other Powers are interested.
Formosa will be taken by Japan as part
of a pledge for the WAT Indemnity, and
certain Chinese ports that are not wreaty
ports will be held as & pledge for the _N;
mainder of the indemnity, together wit
such & lien upon the Chinese customs
revenue as wiill not pn*iludlc;olthll reves

s, whether morigaged or -
mlln regard ‘to Korea, it I probable that
Japan will eontrol that country.

ARMENIA.

As the great body of the members of
the Liberal party are resolved that there
ghill be some practical {ntervention in
Armenia, and have relied upon the gov-
ernment to carry ont their plans, there
{s great surprise among them at finding
that the forelgn commigeion of Inquiry
which 1s golng to Armenia 18 composed
only of dragomans, Russia's delegate,
M. Malor, has been & dragoman attached
to the Russiun Embassy at Constantl-
nople; M. Vibert, the Trench delegate, s
an interpreter in the employ of the
French consulate at the Turkish capital,
and England's delegate, Mr. Bhapley, s
u viesconsul to Turkey. The personnel
of the commission, as thus dﬂu:rlh-ed-:
givea no security, says the “‘Speaker,
that there will be a satlsfactory inquiry,

Iy slnca the Ameriean delegate
has been refused permission to muke an
independent Investigation.

“Thers Is llttle hope,” continues the
“Speaker,”" “'of getting gt the truth, even
if the Aragomans should be allowed, as
they will not be, to take an active part
in the investigation. England ought to
come to some agreement with Russia
without delay, to the end of taking action
together, with or without the co-opern-
tion of the Fowers, and they should act
at once. A word from England would
lead to a revolution in Crete and hiac>-
donia, and even In Cunstanunople

The “Epeaker” glves expression to the
popular feeling on the subjeot, which has
boen Intensifisd by the ringing speech
dellvered to the Armenlan deputation by
Mr. Gladstone at Hawarden to-day.

PARLIAMENTARY,

Lord Rosabery has summoned a meeting
of the Cabinet on January 4th, and has
accompanied his summons with a request
that tha ministers maks arrangem#nis to
remaln in London thereafter. The Con-
pervatlve whips have aiready intimated
to the Tory members of the House of
Commons who ars now abroad that they
should not fail to be present at the open-
ing of the next sessjon. The loaders on
both sldes recognize the fact that the
ptress of tha sesslon will at that tims be
groatsst. If the government survives the
debate on the address In reply to the
speech from the throns, they may tide
over the sesslon, but otherwise they will
be in constant danger of falling.

» Fortune for Him—Mr, Goff's
Tarowell.

NEW YORK, December 20.—The Lexow
Commlittee concluded its hearings to-day
and adjourned subject to the call of the
chalrman, The day was full of sznsations,
and the climnx was reached when Super-
intendent Byrnes announcsd that he had
tendered his resignation from the police
force, The announcement came et the
concluslon of a serles of questions by
Mr, Goff as to disagreement between Mr,
Byrnes and the Police Board, Mr., Goff
asked: “Have there been ary occasiona
in which any of the police commlssioners
futerfered with you regarding your ordets
to the captalns In the election of 18527"

“There was a serlous difference of opin-

lon."”

The witness sald that President Martin
came to a meeting of the captains and
made a speech to the men regarding thelr
eleetion duties, 1 did not like what he
sald, as 1 thought I had explained myself
sufliclently. He spoke In regard to the
Federanl offices.”

“If Mr, Martin sald you Invited him
to the meeting, would he say what was
true?"'

“He would say what was true,”

“Can you tell us why the pollce re-
malned passive In the elections of 18837

“] belleve something of the Kind was
Yrought before the board, but I don't
know what was done.”

ORDER WITHOUT CLUBS.

“"You found you ecould enforce order
without the use of clubs?’

Mr. Goft then asked the Superintendent
how it was that the five special officers
he had sent to the Eleventh Precinct
to get evidence agalnst disorderly houses
did mot report a gingle house, while the
agents of Dr, Parkhurst secursd evidenese
which convicted five keepers of disorderly
houses. e asked the Superintendent if
that did not show Inetliclency on his part.

“Yes, In that case,” he replied,

“Untll leglslative remedles come to the
Pollce Deépurtment, its present coodition
iz deplorable?”

It is, sir."

BYRNES'S RESIGNATION.

Superintendent Byrnes then made his
startling  statement. "1 feel assured,”
sald he, “that the commissioners wanted
to get rid of me, and 1 wanted to retirve,
but I refralned, from a scnse of duty
to the citlzens of New York, The views
of the commissioners do not ngree with
mine, Whatever the incoming Mayor and
other authoritles want to do, 1 will not
interfere with them. 1 have been thirty-
two years In the department, and am
willlng to retire.”

The Superintendent then handed Mr
Goft a letter which he had gent to Mayor-
elect Btrong on December 15, 1834, It ran
as follows

“Diear Bir: 1 appreclate as fully as any
man caf the tremendous responsibliities
that will come upen you when You ns-
sume the dutles of Mayor and undermke
the reform of the varlous departments
of the city government. 1 desire not 1o
be an embarrassment In anything You
propose to do with the Follce Depart-
ment. On the contrary, I wish to ald
you in any way that I can. I assume
you are now consldering what actlon you
are golng to tuke at the outset of your
adminlstration, and what leglsiation Wil
be required to make such actlon practi-
cable, 1, therefore, now place in your
hands my request to be retired from the
puat of Superintendent, to be used by
you or not eny time after the first ot
January, as you see 0t

“let me further say that you may be
entirely free to command my servioes,
advice, and Information at any time in
regard to the affairs of the Police 1re-
partment, with which 1 have been so long
connected.

“Your vbedlent servant,

WPHOMAS BYRNES."

The reading of the letter caused a sen-
gation In court.

The blg Superintendent sat back in his
chulr smilingly as Mr. Goff read his let-
ter of resignation.

Then thera was another long discussion
as to the police foree, the Buperintendent
giving it as his opinfon that It was nec-
gaary to reorganize it. This closed the
stor¥ of the Superintendent, and the
hearing of the Lexow Committee was
practically at an end.

BYRNES'S FORTUNE.

Preceding his sensational climax, Mr.
Byroes underwent a searching examina-
tion as to how much he is worth and
how he ncquired his fortune. He ad-
mitted that he I8 now worth in real
estate and personsl property $550,000, all,
excepting & few thousand dollurs, ac-
quired In slock speculat'ons conducted
by his frlends. Juy Gould had made
$250,000 for him, and since Jay Qould’s
death his son George had added $,00
to Byrnes's wealth, He started from a
smaull beginning, and from his savings
and a small Inheritance, Vanderbllt had
investod $2.000 for DByrnes and returned
$4,000,

Eyrnes hoad galned Jay Gould's good
will by ridding Mm of & writer of threat-
ening letters. Gould tendered Byrnes a
gift of money, which was  declined,
Shortly afterwards Gould offered to buy
stocks and hold them for Byrnes, and
Bymes gave Gould §10,000 to  Invest
Thenceforward Byrnes's wealth grew
constantly, as long as he did not himself
meddle in the business. He snld that
when he undertook to dabble In stocks
upon his own judgment he lost money,
He Is at present o large holder of shares,

The Goulds, however, weére not the only
people  who had befriended him, but
Byrnes declined to name any others,

The Lake View Examiner says: Bome
one attempted to get where he could
gon and hear better by Jjumplng upon &
bench In the middle of the hall, and In
dolng so his head struck a lamp hanging
from the celling, causing the oll to run
out, the fluld Immediately catihing tire.
While trying to take the lamp down, It
was tipped so that the oll ran ¢ut cn
the floor, and from that time on the
gcene was terrible to behold, Some men
sald: “Shut the door and keep qulet, and
It can be put out,” while others =creamed
and yelled, The lamp was finally tuken
down, but it fell to the {loor, where It
lay unmolested, as It could not te touched,
on account of the Intense heat 1t gave out
The people were compeiled to go through
flamea in order to reach tue goor, and
fruntieally rushed to thelr doom. Five of
the injured are likely to dle.

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FLORIDA CROPS DESTROYED.

Oranges Frozen Solld—Vegeiables Rulned.
Tineapples Gone—Loas, 82,000,000,
JACKSONVILLE, FLA., December 29—
Dispatches to the Times-Unlon Indlcate
that the eold wave has been very de-
structive to the orange and vegdtable
crops. No section of the State escaped,
Oranges on the trees are frozen solid, and
it is said that there Is now not a sourd
box of oranges In the Btate. DPeas, to-
matoes, and other vegetables are ralned.
Dispatches from the cast coast say that
the pineapple crop I8 ruined. It is estl-
mated that thers were 2,500,000 boxes of
orunges on the trées, and that 200000 of
them are a total logs. Young or 1ge
groves are reported rulned. OMd trees
may pull through. The total loss will
lkely reach $2,00,000, The freeze s more
disastrous than the memorable one of
1886, The average temperature early this
morning over Florida was about 20 de-
Brecs.
