Annexation of Canada.

United States Senator Gallinger, of
New Hampshire, i= charged or cradited
with thinking that the time has come
for Uncle Sam to open his mouth and
3¢t the ripe cherry, Canada, fall Into It
Alang car Canadlan border and else-
where In the Dominlon there are many
persous who concur in Senator Gallinger's
viewn, As to many of our nelghbors,
however, they have so high an opinion
of their own merits that with them it ia
not en. much a question waether the
United States can be induced to annex
Canada or not, but whether they will
agree to become part and parcel of our
Unilon. Senator Gallinger understands the
Canadian character, for ho tells our
naorthern neighbors that he is vwilling to
d0 much for them If they will only
consent to come under the flag of the
sumerican Unlon.

Senator Gallinger suggesta nothing new
on this pubject, which 1s as familiar
in Canada as In this country, He does
not propose to do aught that would be
offensive to the people elther of Canada
or of the United States,

It is a wvast territory which It is pro-
posed to annex to ours. The territorial
area of the United States I8 3.602.960
square miles. The territorial arca of Can-
nda 1= 2218166 square miles. DBut what
a contrast between the two countries.
The one bleak, inhospitable, having win-
ter weather mors than half the year,
and the other having every varlety of
£00d climuate which the world possesses.
WWe have yet to be convinced that it would
be to the Interest of the people of thia

country to annex Canada, If the people
of New Engiand are handly ever
in sympathy with the people of

the other Btates of the Union, and
thege latter are Inclined to regard them
#2 out of place, how much worse would
it mot be with the people of Canada
edded to those of New Engiand, We
should not ilke to entrust legislation for
Florida, California, Virginin, Loulsians,
or any other of the present States of the
American Unlon to such members of
Congress as Canada would send to Wash-
ington, though she has “many and great
natural resources.’” These will never be
developed whilst Canada remalns as ghe s,
Her fertiie soil, valuable mines, and na-
turn]! manufacturing facilities for the
prezent will remein as they are. Publle
sentiment in the United Btatessis not
ripe for annexation; nor is the publie
sentiment of Canada. We may repeat the
quotation that Mr. Webster made in the
case of Mexlco, or ruther Texas—
namely: “We have Sparta. Let us im-
prove it."”" Yes, the United States is

“The land of every land the pride’™

Let us add po inhospitable regions to it,

A Valuable Privilege.

We quoted last week expressions of
opinion which had been made by two
or more members of the House of Repre-
gentatives 23 to the value of the privie
lege of lssuing circulating notes, These
gentlamen seemed to mean that the gov-
ernment ought, In the Interest of the
people, to profit by that valuable privi-
lege, Inasmuch as there was no way in
which the masses of the people themselves
could devise any beneiit therefrom,

In Canada, the banking eystem of
which country I8 regurded by many ex-
perts as one of the best in the world, if
not the very best, the banks lesuing cur-
rency wure practically lmited to the
amount of thelr pald-up caplital,

Under the old State-bank system, which
was I operation in Virginia prior to the
war between the States, banks were per-
mitted to issue $00,000 of circulating
notes upon $100,000 of specle lying in their
vaults. That was to allow the banks to
draw Interest upon $20000 of nominal
capital.

Perhaps Congress may devise a scheme
of 1ssuing currency better than the one
now In force, The people who demand
that the Natlonal Government shall lssue
all the currency of the country havd
caught a gllmpse of the doctrine et forth
by the two congresemen above referred
to, They are not satisfied to allow the
waluable privilege of lssuing circulating
potes to be parcelled out to men who are
unwilling to pay eny prics whatever for
the same.

Whilst speaking of the Canadian bank-
fng system, we will remind our readers
pnee more that the eurrency of that coun-
try Is decidedly and undoubtedly an elas-
tie currency. The banks have the com-

right to retire currency and cancey
it when It Is not needed, and Lo relssue
gurrency up to the full extent of taeir
pepital when It Is needed.

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The Battle of SBharpsbure.

The Nation and several other northern
Journals have criticised and contradicted
the statement made in General Fitz Lee's
beok that the bloody battle of Bharpsburg
was fought by 35,000 Confederates, They
say that the ofMelal reports In the War
Records office in 'Washington show that
the Confederates had between 57,000 and
80,000 men. Fitz Lee wrote to the Natlon
that he had his information from the lips
of Lee himself, and was also sustained
by documentary evidence, but the Naton
would not be convinced; It rested (ts care
upon the Confederate reports made some
time after the battle and published among
the Confederate archives,

Now comes Colonel Walter H. Taylor, who
wis Leée's adjutant-general, and who, in a
two-column letter to the Norfolk Land-
mark, clearly establishes the fact that
Fitz Les |s right and the Natlon wrong.
All who know Coelonel Taylor know that
he 1s an exact, plain-spoken, consclentious
wan; & man who would not misrepresent
for any purpose. The Colonel undertakes
to “ascertain the number of Confederats
troops actually engaged In the battle of
Sharpsburg,” and to do so he reviews the
operations of Lee's army for several weeks
preceding the battle in question. He shows
that great numbers of stragglers from our
army were bivouacked on the south slde
of the Potomac, and that these are in-
c¢luded In the reports of the general ofMi-
cers whoss reports the Natlon relles on
t> eontradiet Fitz Lee. Ileavy marching
and severs engagrments preceding the bat-
tle of Sharpaburg had reduced the fighting
strength of all of Lee's forces, and many
of those troops which eould be spartd from
Harper's Ferry did not reach the fleld un-
tll  the afternoon (Beptember 17, 1842,
Having examined and comm'nted on the
reports of all our division commanders,
Colonr]l Taylor says:

General A, P, HHI'S command consisted
of the brigades of Branch, Gregg, Archer,
Pender, and Brockenborough. He states
the strength of the first three at 2,000,
The other two were smaller, but allowing
the average, =say 700, for each, and we

General 1. G, Walker, who commanded
his own and Ransom’s brigades, does not
repart his strength, General Ransom puts

With the exception of the brigade last
mentiontd and the two brigades of A, P.
Hill's Division, which are estimated, the
following recapitulation Is  established
upon indisputable and contemporaneous
authority, being nothing less than the tes-
timony of the commanding officers, as
shown by thelr officlal reports made fm-
mediately after the battle:
