Neplies to Mis Inguirles Not Very
Enconraging.

With a view to smoothing over the
differences existing in the First Regiment
and restoring harmony In the organiza-
tion Colonel Jones lssued invitations to
a number of hia oMcers to meet him at
the Armory last night.

There were present Colonel Jones, Major
Derbyshire, Captains Anderson, C, Gray
Bosaleux, Sheppard, and Cyrus Bossleux,
and Lieutenants Davis, Paynter, Jeter,
Mills, and Btringer. Mr. Raymond Brown
was on hand to make a stenographie re-
port of the proceedings,

The meoting was a very formal one, and
Insted but & short while.

WHY THEY WERE SUMMONED,

Colonel Jones stated that he bad sum-
moned the officers in order to ascertain
it they were willing 1o follow the ndvice
of the Governor contalned in the follow-
ing paragraph of his declsion, announced
in transmitung the report of the recent
court of inquiry:

“Let the officers and men get together
at once, and discard all petty Jealousies
(f they extst), cultivate fraternnl feellnig,
and true brotherhood, promote harmony,
and work with might and main to re-
storn the prestige of the First Hegiment,
and bring it back to its high place in the
volunteer organizations of the Common-
weslth.'”

The order of General Phillips In refer-
ence to the restorntion of harmony was
then read, after which the Colonel asked
each ofMicer presont If he was willing that
he (Jones) should write to the Governor,
in transmitting the proceedings of the
meeting, and say that they would restore
the feellngs of brotherly love and hur-
mony, do their duty, and build up the
rogiment.

While this was belng sald Captaln C.
Gray Bossleux and Lientenants Jeter,
Davis, and Mills 1ald thelr reslgnations
on the table before Colonel Jones, He
had net seen them when the question
was nsked. Captain Anderson and Lieu-
tenant Payuter had proviously sent in
their resignations, In reply to the ques-
tion, all six of these gentlemen simply
nted  that  they had resigned. The
others, with the exception of Lisuténant
Siringer, replied that they were willing
for such a letter to be written, and
would ablde by It

WANT A CHANGE MADE.

Addressing Mmself prinetpally to 1he
officers whose resignations had been ten-
dered, bt asking the question of all,
Colonel Jonea next usked If they would
do ne nakgd in the farmer question, pro-
vided the Governor refuspd to accerit
their regdgnations.  Several replied that
they would Inskst on their restignations
belng accepted, #o long as the present
management of the regiment obtained,
and severnl others, that they would do us
adviged by the Gowvernor, provided all the
officers asked so to do by the court of
inquiry woulld reslgne Major Derbyshire,
Captaln  Cyrus  Rossleux, and Captain
Sheppard agreed to do as Colonel Jones
degired them.

An soon ns the Iast answer to the ge-
cond questlon was received the meets
was adjonrned, and the officers at once

ALLOTMENT OF THE DONDS.

Small Bidders Given the Preference.
Gold for the Government.

NEW YORK, February 25i.—In the al-
lotment of the bonds by the Morgan-
Belmont syndicate, the bidders for 5,000
and under, and the forelgn exchange
houses which ship gold were awarded
the full amount of thelr bids, Bavings
bunks received 60 per cent, of their bids,
and others 10 to 12 per cent. of the amount
gubgeribed, The syndlcate ls turning over
to the Bub-Treasury all gold recelved on
account of subscriptions, which Is charged
to syndicate account on the Sub-Treasury
books, and gold recelpts are issued there-
for. The government will, consequently,
recelve a much Inrger amount of gold
than the $65,000,000 for which the bonds are
Issued.

One member of the syndicate estimates
that at least $50,000,000 in gold will have
been deposited by the syndicate before the
contract with the government is com-

pleted.

Mr. Tucker, of Virginla, Introduced In the
House to-day (by request) the following
joint resolution. which wan referred to
the Committee on MUltary Affalrs:

“Hesolved, That President |s re-
aquested to appoint and authorize Generals
Fitzhugh Lee, of Virginia; John B Gor-
don, of Georgin: Joreph Wheeler, of Ala-
bama; James Tanner, of New York, and
Willlam Howard Mills, of Malne, an Ap-
pomatiox National I'ark Commission, and
cavse the detail of a competent engineer-
officer of the army and such enlisted men
of that corps as may be deemed neces-
pary to nesist sald commission in sur-
veying and preparing a map of the
grounds upon which the troops of the
armies of the Potomac and Northern Vir-
ginla were stationel when hostilities be-
tween those armigs ceased, In April, 1863,

and the routes travelled from Richmond
and viclnlty; sald commisslon to prepare

nnd cause to be presented (o the next
Congress a bi'l for the extablishment of a
national park at Appomattox, Va., stating

the approximate cost of the proposcd pur-
chane; sald commission to be reimbursed
for necessary travelling expenses at the
rate of 10 cents per mile, travelled by
the shortest mall-routes, and §10 per diem
each for time necessarily devoted to such
duties, to be pald with other necessary
expenses from any means in the Treagury
of the Unpitel States not otherwise ap-
propriated, upon vouchers certified to be
correct by the Becretary and approved
by the president of the commission.'

Con-Fusionists Cluim That They M4
Honor Wushington and Lee.
RALEIGH, N. ., February 2.—To-day
witnessed the most exelting and spirited
debate yet held In the House. The epl-
thets “lar’* and “falsehood” were handied
about pretty freely, though in & rather
indefinite way, and no personal difficultics

ensued,

Ths ecause of the hot debate was the
following resolution, which wad Introduced
by Mr. Lusk (Republican), of Buneambe

county, In reference o the Fred
Douglass mutter;
“Whereag, the Democratie press have

wilfully and mallclously charged and pub-
lished that the Genera! Assembly of 18%
refused to adjourn out of respect to the
memory of the birthdays of Washington
and Lee, but did adjourn out of respect
to the memory of Fred, Donglass; aml,

“Wherens, by such false statements they
have reflected upon the dignity and pur-
pose of the present House; and,

“Whereas, the facts In the case are as
follows: That on the 18th day of January,
1865, Mr. Frénch offercd the followlng
resolution: :

“'‘Resolved, by the House of Repre-
sentatives, the Senate concurring, That
when this house adjourns it adjourn to
mest Monday at 3 P. M. Mr. French
moved to suspend the roles, which was
done, and the resolution wns adopted
without a dissenting vote and gent to the
Benate for concurrence, which resolutlon
the Journal shows was wdopted.  This
resolution being non-eoncurred in by the
Senate, the House met next morning at
the usual hour, and after belng In session
less than half an hour, on motion of Mr.
Young, of Wake, the Houge adjournsd out
of respect to the memory of Robert E.
Lee, the same being his birthday.

“Om the 21st day of February a resolu-
tion to adjourn from Thursday until
turday out of respect to the memory of
George Washington was offered by Mr.
Williams, of Craven, and was passad by
A very large majority, the same was non-
concarred In by the Senate, The House
mét the next day as usual. A motlon was
made by Mr. Lusk to adjourn out of re.
spect to the memory of George Washing-
ton, the eame being his  birthday,
MI: the eame was adopted unanimously;
and,

“Wheraas, on the 2lat day of Febru-
ary, a resolution was offered by Mr,
Crews, of Granville, that the House ad-
journ at 12 o'clock out of respect to Fred.
Douglass, when his sudden death had Just
been announced. The House did not agree
to adjourn at this hour, but when the
purpose of the motlon was explained to
be slmply to give publicity to the sudden
and unexpected death of the dlstingulshed
decensed, it was concurred In by all
parties, and, as a matter of fact, the
Houpse Aid not adjourn until thirty-seven
minutes after the time required by the
rules for adjournment. now, therefore, be
it

“Regolved, That In the Interest of truth
and accuracy of history the utterances
and expressions of the Democratic preas
in this connection are denounced as un-
just, untrue, misleading, maliclous, and
libellous.

“Resolved, further, That this record,
as above recited and these resolutions be
spread upon the minutea of the House "

Though no denial (8 made {n the above
resolution of the fact that the Legisia-
tyre  adjourned in henor of  Fred
Douglass, It I8 declared that that hody
did4 adjourn in honor of Lee and Wash-
ington.

In reference to the first-named, this
i utterly false, as b= shown by the dally
pewspaper reports of all political parties
of that date. The House journal of that
date s generally belleved to have been
dectored. It s well known that the House
refused to adjourn in honor of Washing-
ton till severely castigated for thelr
actlon by the newspapers and publie opin-
ion generally.

The debata consumed the whole day,
and, though the Democratic  leaders
clearly showed, Ly both Demoeratle and
Popullst papers, that the resolutlon was
false, It was passed by a strictly party
vote of [3 to 2.

to grant degrees in philosophy and the-
alogy It leserves the name of univar-
rity for the reason that, In addition o
the college proper, or school of arts and
gclences, It comprises an  astronomical
observatory, a law school, and a schoul
of mediclne, 1f the requirements for ad-
migslon to the professional schools seema
Inadequate, when compared with the con-
ditlons imposed in Germany, the short-
ciming Is common to almost all Ameci-
can Institutions, while the precautions
tuken at Gesrgetown to assure the proper
slgnificance to the A, B. degree are de-
serving of very high commendation,

The faculty and officers of Georgetown
University number @, and there are 512
students, exclusive of 137 In the preparn-

eollege proper. The prescribed nge
for admission to this  =school I8 now
11, and a eandidate must have re-

celved o good <lementary training In whot

are known as the English branches, In-
cluding a  thorough acgualntance with
arithmetle to the end of percentage. The
gradimtes of this school, In which the

study of Cireek and Latin Is compalsory,
are admitted to the college proper as a
matter af course, From other prepara-
tory  schools of estabifghed  reputation,
students are admitted on the prineipal's
certificate, but that o knowlelge of the
clagsien! languages 18 demunded I8 clear
from the examination which all appli-
cantd not provided with acceptable cer-
tiflcutes must pass.  The subjecta of the
sxamination comprehend Engilsh compo-
sitlon, a general outline of anclent and
modern history, and the elements of elther
French or German grammar, In arithme-
tic an applicant must, offer  the
whole of  arithmetic, algehria to
the «end of qualraties, and the
elements of plane and =olld  geometry;
in latin, the entire grammar, including
prossdy, Nepos's Lives, twn books of
Phasdrus's  Fables, selected  letters of
Cieero, two bonks of Caesar's Commenta-
rles, anid o thousand lines of Ovid's Meta-
morphosex; In Greek will be required a
complete knawledgs of etymology and an
nequaintancs with the outlinés of syntax,
two books of Nenophon's Anabasts, and
cortaln of Luctan's Dialogues. As reganls
tacllity In orose composition, the eandl-
dnte must transinte st sight complex sen-
tences Into Latin and simple sentences
Into Greck., A careful inspection of thess
requirements will convinee the reader that
Geopgetown may {alrly be compared, from
this point of view, with most of the lead-
ing Amerlcan universities, and that it is
actually more oxacting than Harvard,
where a knowledge of Greek s not de-
mnnded of applicants,

It should further be remarked that at
Georgetown  an undergraduate s not
permitted to sbandon the classical lan-
gunges soon after entering college, but Is
obitged to study them during the first
three years of the quadrennial  course
leading to an A, B, degree, This is the
only Ameriean college known to us where
the student is for three years trained
in speaking as well as In writ'ng Latin,
and In reading It at sight. The Latin
authors with which a Georgetown mnn
must become conversant comprize the
whole of Horace, the Aenid and Eclogues
of Virgll, Juvenal, Sallust, Livy, and the
Agricola and Germanla of Tacltusg, Quintl-
Yan, and the Oratlons, Letters, Lo He-
nectute, and De Amicitia of Cieero. In
Greek an undergraduate must read the
Illad, the Hellenlea of Xenophon, the
Olynthines, and De Corona of Demos-
thenes, -and the Oedipus Tyrannus of
sophocles,  In mathematies, which <he
cannot avald by a soft elective, he must
have finished algebra, and mastered ana-
Iytle geometry, trigonometry, and sur-
veving, and the differential and integral
enloulus. He must carry on the study of
that modern language, French or German,
which he offered for admission, and must
al¥o nequire the rudiments of the alterna-
tive one. Other *preseribed studles dur-
ing the two last years of the course are
chemistry, mechanics, physics, astronomy,
and geology; and, naturally, a good deal
of attentlon Is pald to logic, metaphysica,
and sthies, Altogether, It 1s evident that
an excellent education 18 attuinable In the
college proper at Ceorgetown, and that
its A. B. degree possesses the value which
ought always to pertain to a diploma of
the Kind, We add that the Master's de-
gree I8 glven, nol as a matter of courss,
hut only to those holding the correspond-
ing baccalaureate degree after one year
of residence, during which certaln pre-
seribed lectures huve been attended and
certaln examinations have been passed.

The number of students in the medical
achool belonging to the Georgetown 'I.Trg-
versity fs 135, The complete course of
study In this department comprises four
sessions of seven months each. At the
end of each session written examinations
are held, and no student falllng to pass
these can obtaln the M. D.  degree,
Unfortunately, the possesslon of a
college education Is not required for ad-
misgien, nor indeed (s It by any medical
school in the United States. The graduate
af any high school or academy may
anter the medical department of George-
town, but on other candidates a pre-
limingry examinstion ls fmposed. In the
law school, which has 207 students, no
examination for ndmission Is preseribed,
and it follows that young men having
merely a comMon #chool educstion are
admissable. The course leading to the
degree of bachelor ¢f laws covers only
two years, but there Is a postgraduate
course open to those desirons of securing
algo a master's degree, We should note
that these diplomas are conferrsd only
upon those who successfully pass ex-
aminations In the several subjects of
study, and thus an effort is mades to com-
pensate for the deficlencles which, owing
to the freedom of admission to the school
must be observable in many of its stu-
dents, xre

On the whole, there can be no doubt
that under the directlon of the Jesuit
Futhers a great deal of sterling work is
done at Georgetowp im the flell of the
higher education. . progress made by
(his Institution is the more remarkable
because It |a unendowed and destitute of
pecuniary resources save the income de-
rived from the fees of students. Yet
much as this struggling university may
have felt the need of money, It has firmly
refused to swell the number of its un-
dergraduates by lowering the require-
menis for ita A. B. degree,

PARENTS DUTY TO CHILDREN,
Dr. Wrlght's Sermon on  This
Snhject.

Rev, De. W. L. Wright, of Leigh-Street
Baptlst church, preached a very fine ser-
mon Sunday morning on “The Duty of
Parents to Thelr Children,” The text
was: “And ye fathers provoke not your
children to wreath, but bring them up in
the nurture and admonition of the Lord™.-
Ephesinns vL, & The subject had heen
siggested, the speaker sald, by a recog-
nitlon of his own obligation in the mat-
ter, and while he lald no c¢lalm to per-
fectlgn In the management of children,
and recognleed the difMculty of the dig-
cusslon, he was also aware of (ts import-
ance, and had therefore been led to offer
the following suggestions:

First, parents are under an obligation
to thelr children In the matter of their
physieal health and culture, “l am glad,”
sald he, “to announce that we are soon
to have a series of lectures from this
pulpit by plous men upon the value of
physical, mental, and moral health and
culture.” In the past wa were |n danger
of not having exercise enough, but now
perhaps we are going to the other ex-
treme,  And here he touched upon the
damaging Influence of foot-ball, ns it is
now played at our colleges and unlversi-
ties,

Cigarette-smoking I8 another great evil
which parents should guard against, and
In this conpection he mentloned the fact
that the government will not acespt as a
student at West Point a youth whose
fingers bear the staln of the clgareite,
The use of roller-skates, too, he belleved,
to be wvery injurious, az t resulted too
frequently In broken limbs and in curva.
ture of the spine. “Ewven at the expense
of seeming to be an extremist,” sald he,
“we should guard agalnst any fashion op
habit that endangers the health of our
children."”

INTELLECTUAL CULTURE.

Becond, parents owe a duty to their chil-
dren in the matter of thelr Intellectual cul-
ture, He had read an article lately which
suggested that the dutles of a mother
lay in three principal dirfetions; (1) to
her children; (2) her church work, @)
to her readirg and self-culture, These are
all important, but If there Is any of
them which must be neglected, give up
any one rather than the children, Cling
to them and Instruct them, for in this
way will soclety be purtfied at its foun-
tain-head. If we helped our children n
little more they would not fall so often
at school. It Is a bad thing for a child
to fail once or twice at school; they get
discouraged, and perhaps, thowgh they
have good minds, superior to those of
m of ghelr more  successful com-
panions; fall through tack of proper stimu-
lation and encouragement. "I  would
impress especially upon you fathers,” Dr,
Wright sald, “the obligation you owe your
children of giving them a good educa-
tion. Do not heap up riches for them to
enjoy after your death, but put your
money into thelr brains. Suggest lines of
study for your children, and get them
interested; and above all things, destroy
those yellow-backed dime novels, whose
pernicious Influence Is so fatal to the
youth of our falr lend to-day.

TEACH CORRECT PRINCIPLES.

Thirdly, we owe an obligation to

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" Teaeh them to be very careful when
tb::‘tn holding anything in trust

above all, teach your child that his
moul's Interest Is his supreme interest,
Teach him the undylng nature of the
soul; teach him the Immense capabliitios
of his soul for pleasure or for pain;
teach him his need of a Saviour, and point
him to the Lamb that taketh away the
sin of the worll, Remember that when
your children are old enough to be saved,
they are miso old enough to bhe lost.

Gaod help us In this matter to be faith-
ful, and then it may be In the evening of
life ns they gather arcund us and tell
us of thelr Joys and hopes In Christ we

to be desired or encouraged, Such n staie
of things would be a standing menace to
the peace of the Church,

“The continued existeties of your so-
cloty with my approval would be equiva-
lent to an admilssjon on my part that the
Church i unable to provide adequate in-
struction and help for nll her young peo-
ple, gnd thut while the Epworth League is
good enough for some, we must have a
forelgn importation for others. I am not
prepared to make any such admission. 1
belleve that the Epworth league is the
equal of the Soclety of Endeavor In every
respect, nnd Is far better for Methodist
young people,

“In the several discussions of this sub-
jeet thut have taken place  leaders in
your soclety have decreed and apparently
sought to cast contempt on the society
authorized by the Church, thus prejudie-
ing in advance the minds of the young
aguinst it, and ohstructing the work of
the  pastor. To econtinue your  soclety
would vindicate and perpetuate such dis-
yaragement and such obstruction in the
wiy of the pastor. 1 cannoy consent to
this.”
