SOLEMNITY OF THE MASS,

One of the most solemn features of the
mass I8 that of the elevation of the
challee. The melodious pealing of the
small altar bells warn the congregation
of the event, and two of the attendant
prients hand a glase of wine diluted with
water’ to the Archbishop, who slps s
slowly. The wine represents the hlood
and body of Christ, and at that particular
time of the ceremony an apparition of
the Lord of Hosts s supposed to appear
upon the altar, -

When the rich, sonorous volee of the
Archbishop has completed the last wonis
of the mnss he mounts his throns with
the crozier m his left hand, and while
the whole eongreégation and priesis kneel
he given the papal benedietion,

With that the publie participation in
the celebration of the day on the part
of the Archbishop is over, and hs retiren
to his residence. Pontifical vespera at 4
P. M. and the evening scrvices are con-
ducted by the othae priests

One of the events of the day in the
Archblehop's palace is the dinner afier

NEW YORK, April 13—Easter Sunday
in Jerusalem! Almost Irresistibly these
words earry the thinker back more than
elghteen hundred years to that little city
of Palestine where the world's greatest
teagedy was enacted, and where a miracle
oecurred which has no counterpart in the
history of the universe,

There s an indefinable something ahout
the place which takes hold of the emaotions
of the visitor and fills him with awe as
he looks reverently at the objects which
witnessed His last walk to a cruel death,
and agaln, at the spot, marked as the
place of the glorious resurrection.

There are houses there more than two
thousand years old, and some of thelr
walls of stone were passed by that awful
procession struggiing along to the Mount
of Calvary. No art of the word-painter
can pleture the hale of deep antiquity
hanging over the clty. The solemnity of
ita age, the grandeur of Its nssoclations,
cut a niche in the memory which time
does not efface.
