How It Carrled 1ts New Flag at Get-
tyshurg,

BRUNSWICK, GA, —— =— On the
day previous to the first day's fight at
Gettysburg, the bulk of General Lee's
army were enjoying a brief and well-
earned day of rest at Cariisle, Fa. While
there the Geperal recelved a sample of
4 new Confederate flag that bud been
conditionally accepted by the Cungress
then In sessglon at Richmond, and for-

warded by order of that  body
to him In  order that he  might
pass upon it merits. It consiat-
ed  mimply of the Confederate bat-

the-flag, uwed as o “Jack” L e, oceupy-
thyg the upper corner of the flag next to
the staff, while the remainder wos pure
white.

The headguarters of the army wers for
the time Jocated at the deserted United
States barracks In Carligle, and there on
the duy above alluded to the reception
of the new flug was male the ocgasion
of & general jJollification and  speech-
making.

And How the LaZies Procurcd New
Clothes for Them.

In a party of friends the other night—
ol goldiers—the question came up: “What
was the most trylng ordenl wnd severest
test of nerve each one encountercd during
the war?' Every goldler hos some in-
clitent In his milary career thut stands
out in bold relief, around which centres
all the dungers through swhich he hus
passed, One sfter the other related his
experience, amd strange (o sy, not ote
of the teats was In wctunl battle I re-
iated an incldent that seeined to impress
the company with a great deal of In-
terest, So much so, that a request was
made to write it up, The only objection

It micht not he amiss, parenthetically,
to give o brief outtine of the mwovement
of the brigade 1o whivh I was attiached,
from the battle of Dean Station, in JKast
Tunnssses, In which over §ie,00 worth
of pruvistons were eajiured from  the
enstny, up 1o the time of the incldent.

We were stiationed fo that we could de-
fend Baltville, Va,, or Carter's station,
Paust Tennessoe, and, Nke a peniulum,
osclilaling betwesan the two just as the
reports were brought in as to which point
the enemy were alvancing. It was
tough work, as we had no wagons, and
the cooking utenalls Lad to be cwepled
on ouwr backs, n addition to accoutre-
ments, hlankets, knapracks, and ratlons.
The enemy threatened these two points
becanse General Lee hind his hands full
at the Wilderness and Spotsyivanla Court-

house, and these movements were
to prevent  reinforcements, These
bagtles wers fougnt, and Lee, falling

buck upon Richmond, which was fhe ob-
Jeettve point, an ordsr came for us to
report to Richmond.  On reaching the
city and marching through the place, a
more astunlehel set of cltlzens never
pgazed upon w brigude, The Esstern army
were always well eclothed—gray Juckers
and blue pants—while we had slid up
und down the mountuing of East Tennes-
see until hardly a shred hung together,
Judge Henry Cook, ¢f Williamson eounty,
had a dogen #trings tied around the legs

of his trousers to prevent the flesh from |

showing. While mine In front wers all
right, but mirable dietu, fn the rear
they were renl summer pants, The en-

tire brigade was in the same predicament.
Tha ladles threw up their hands In Holy
horror, and broke for the War Depart-
mont, and the next morning we looked
ke mujor-gencrals, for those noble wo-
men would not rest untll we were pro-
vidll with suitable gurments. It was
n revelntion to them, They hnd not re-
allg=] what the hurdships of wiar really
were until they saw that tattered Ten-
nemegn hriends, without a complaint, not
oVen AR murmur, p throngh their clity
with hearts as lHeght and step as Jauray
as i arrayved In the most gorgeous unl-
forme,
IN THE IMMEDIATE FRONT.

We went Hito camp, and It was the
intention of the commanding officer to
glve us 4 good rest,  We were told to
arrunge our fshing tackie--ners, lines,
poles, ete<so that we could fish in the
Jamies rivgr. We went to bed that nisht
with Joyful anticipation of the mormw,
but, nlas! to be rudely awakened at 2
o'clock In the morning to merch to the
south side. That was the last of our
fishing. From that day to the surrender
of Lee we were in the Immediate front
of the Federal army.

But now I come to the Howlett Hous:
battery, around which ocourrsd some of
the most exciting events in the history
of the brigade, Tnder Instructlons from
Major -, We wers ordered to 01l sacks
with gand, and, following the Hnes marked
o the ground, We bullt a fortification
twenty-five feet thick, the helght of an

| ordinary man, with embrasures, mounted

the guns, ete, Strange to #4y, the enemy
pald no attentlon to us while construet-
ing the fort, but as soon a8 we opensd
fire thelr monitor and gunbosts replied,
and in half an hour there was no Mow-
lett House battery, General ——, hedring
the cotinonnding, rode up as the firine
consed, and asked: “Who ordered this
fortification bullt of sandbagr?’ The an-
swer was given: “Modor ——" Using an
epithet, he ordercd one of his etaff to
miark out a lne under hs direction on
the surfaee, and then Ingtructed us to
dig #ubterrancan trenches, and, branch-
ing out, perfected one of the best field-
fortifications during the war. This was
the Howlett House battery that became
historie. OUne clreumstance 15 very vividly
impressed on my mind In connection
with this battery. I had the fortune, or
misfortune, of being burted aMve by a
t@-pound mortar-shell from one of the
gun-boats, Licutenant Dickens was killed,
and two wounded by the same shot.

We lay in the trenches at this polint
for some time, the battery Oring upon
thosie who were digging the Dutch Gap
eanal, making it uncomiortable for them—
and for us, teoo—as the monitors would
return the compliment, and we would
hunt our holes.

Intimately connected with, and just pre-
ceding  the Incldent that this article
sturted out to relute, the colonel com-
manding the brigade, John 8. Fulton,
gent for me, ond sall: Y1 want you to
galeot another man and go through the
pleket-line and ee: whether the enemy 18
leaving onr from and reinforoing another
part of the line. It is belleved that a
flank movement will be attempted by
them. If you should be discovered and
unable to retreat, surrender to the enemy,
and say that you are deserters, 1 wil
protect your good names."

NEVER A BRAVER SOLDIER,

1 selected Fayette Bush, a brother of
Major Bush, one of our largest contrac-
tors. Let me gay a wonl for my com-
panton, Bush, who slecps his Inst sleep on
Virginia soll. There never was o braver
soldier In either army, and so well was
he thought of while in East Tennessec
that he was sent through that ccuntry ns
a spy. He possessed pecullar characteris-
ties for the perillous dlties, Hy cou'd ns-
sume such an air of simplicity that no one
whp was unsequainted with him could be-
leve ought elge but that he was a half-
witted fellow, with hardly sense enough
to ket In out of the rain.

In justice to this comrade, it should be
explalnml that aftee his electlon ta the
eammand of the np the by-laws were
change), making tha term of the officers
six months, instead of one vear, ns
previously, and this law 1s stifl {n exist-
ence, The reason for this cldnge wos
that a short term woull afford an op-
portunity for a larg'r number of the
membears to have the honor of Alllng
the office, At the close of his term of
oflicea Colonel Conway declined a renomi-
pation, Jdeeming It bot right that the
apirit of this lnw shoull Le maintained,

Mr. Conway was born Jonusry 5 189, In |
Mudison county, Va. At the brvaking
out of the war he wis a student at the
University of Virginia, but resigned, re-
turned to his county, and enlieted In the
Richardsen Guards, a company that had
seen serviea at Harper's Ferry during
John Brown's eald, and which was after-
witrds ‘made Company A In the famous
Seventh Virginta Infantry, Kemper's old
regtment, at its arganization at Manaos
In 1851, He wis appolnted a sergeant in
this company, During the battle of Bull
Tun he was in @ hospital at Culpeper
Courthouss, sick, with measles, but re-
julned his company at Yorktown, and
wie with it In the battles of Willlams-
burg, Seven Plnes, Frazier's Farm, and
gecond Manassas, In this battle the colo-
nel, lieutenant-colonel, major, sdjutant,
and sergeant-major were woumdrd, and
Sergeant Conway was témporarily ns-
signed to the position of sergeant-major
of the regiment. In the Maryland cam.
palgn, General Kemper appointad him as
courler, In place of ona of his regular
couriers who was sick, and he served In
that capacity, in the battles of Turner's
Gap and Sharpsburg.

After the return of the army, to Vir-
pinfa Sergeant Conway, having been In
tha saddls for five days and pights, al-
must continuously, was taken sick, and
sent to the hospital, at Winchester, He
rejolned his company at Frederieksburg,
and remalned with it uetil the battle of
ety ahusg, whers hes was  severely
wounded, and lett behind on the retreat |
of th? army. Two months later he was |
parolad, and returned to  Richmond, |
where e wus asslened to duty as clerk
in the Ordnance Department, with Cap-
taln  Dinwiddie. Remaining here eight
monthepund recovering sufficiently to dis.
cord hie crutches, he requested permis-
sipn to return to his commamdl in the
field, which waa readily granted. Jere |
he was nssignad to duty with Major Nel.
gon W, Crisler, who commanded Kemper's
Hrigade wagons,

On the retreat Sheridan's eavaley made
several attacks on these waguns, but
Major Crisler organized a force of ubout
100 = men, froM those who had escaped
capture and were followlng the wagons,
