FOITY YEARS IN CHINA; OR CHINA
IN THANSITION. By Rev. R, H,
Graves, 1. I Ilustrated. Baltimore:

Thin volume I8 not altogether what one
would be apt to conclude It Is from its

authorship, It !s not a narrative of the
personal experience of & misslonary in
the Celestial emplire, slmply &8 a mis-
slanary, It embraces, Indecd, very 1ittla
personal meldent. Dr, Graves thinks that
the necessary forces for the reconstruc-
tion of China are eduecation, mission
| work, and book distribution, but befors
proceeding to argue this ont he gives us
& vast deal of valuable information touch-
g the later history of the emplre, Its
government, the vices of the people, and
their methods of thought.  He halds that
the accepted estimate of the population
of China is much too large, and, In re-
ferring to the lack of homogeneity, says:
“China 18 to he compared to Kurope
rather than to France or Spaln, or any
other State of Kurope, for it is an as-
stmblage of people différing in their.lan-
gunges, habits, and custome” “"While,”
he adds the Chinese “are united by
their adhesion to the Imperial rule and
thelr reverance for the Confucian classics,
they are divided as to many of thelr
ancestral  traditions, geographleal and
climatie environments, local attachments,
and provinclal customs” Dr, Graves
warns the reader of a book on China to
pewase of the many hasty generalizations,
and bids him to be careful to take into
conslileration the local standpoint of the
writer and the people by whom he is
gurrounded.

Dr. Graves's description of the govern-
ment of China Is exceedingly Interesting,
and contalns much information on that
subject which will prove new to the
average reader, He rays that *“no one
can understand China who regards s
government as a pure despotism—an au-
tocrat lmposing his own wlil on subser-
vient subjects. The popular element
must also be considered In estimating the
forces that bind Chinese soclety together.'"
China to-day, he asserts, Is governed by
two forces—the Imperial authority, as
represented by the mandaring, high and
low, with the underlings and polies run-
ners connected with the various official
courts, and the popular will representsd
by the village elders,

Dr. Graves gives concrete expresslon to
his observations regarding the crueity of
the Chinese, thelr duplicity, and thele
general  viclousness, when he declares
‘that the Chinaman has a ‘“disiocated
conaclence.” Yet he has hopes for the
