Eidgars Battallon, the Twenty-seventh
Virginls, the Fourteenth Vieginia Cav-
alry, King's nnd Bryan's Artillery, the
Sixtieth Virginla, the Dath BSquadron,
the Pocahontas Cavialry of the Nine-
teenth Virginla, and all other ex-Confed-
drate #oldiers who happened to be in
attendunce. There wie a place made for
the Federal veterans, who particlpated
In the parade, and all shared alike. There
wus o generous commingling of the Htars
and Stripes and the “conquered banner
along the entire route,

the “West Vieginia Martyr'” It will be
remembered that Mr. Crelgh, one of the
foremost citlzens of Greenbrier county,
was brutally murdersd by order of Gene-
ral David Hunter, under the gulse of
military execution. His only offence was
that he protected his home and family
from the invasion of a robber who mas-
queraded in Federal uniform. When Mr,
Crelgh entered his house he found =2
man wearing a soldler’s uniform in the
chamber of his siok daughter, rifling the
bureau driower of their val
When he ordered the rufflan to quit the
premises the robber turned on him with
a drawn revolver.  Mr. Creleh grappled
with the vandal, and a deadly hand-toe
hand combat ensued, in which the robbee
was shot with his own pletol. When
Hunter pussed through on his Iynching
rafd (In 1840 Mr. Creigh was dragged
from his home and tnken as far as
Brownsburg, where a drum-head court-
