TRAIN GOT ALOOSF.

Frightful Filght Down Grade of a Chesa-
peake _!Illl Oblo Freight.

DEMOLISHED.

MANY CARS

Two EFnagines Badly Damaged=One
of Them nt the Rottom of the Dock.
Four Men Haort, But None Serfously
'lljllrf'll.

The bursting of an air-hose on engine |
No, 29, of Chesapeake and Ohlo rafiway,
about § o'clock lust night, while the lo-
comotive was pulling a heavy frelght
traln of coal and grain over the connec-
tlon track, betv <en what are known as
the Becond- and the Orleans-Street sta-
tionm, caused one &f the most disastrous
raflrond accldents Richmon! has expori-
enced in ten years,

The train, consisting of some thirty-
five or forty cars, loaded with the com-
modities aforesald, wns on its way from
the Second-street yards to the Orleans-
Strect-Station, and thence to Newport
News.  While upon the long Chesapeake
ianl Ohto trestles, which has a very heavy
grade toward the esstern end, one of the

alr-tubes  buret, and  Englneer Collfer
hiew the whistle agaln and again for
Lrakesa, No response appeared to come,

wnd the speed of the traln was rapldly
Inerea¥ing One blast followed another
from the whistle of the locomotive, hut
the speed of the freight Increased, instead
of elnckening, and the erew bogun pre-
poarations to leave the wild and reckless
traln,
LEAPED FROM THE TRAIN,

As goon as the yards—just at the point
where the tracks cross the dook, about
Twenty-elghth street—were reached, the
1 began to leap from the fiying cars,
as an accldent was then Inevitable.
When the gwiteh, just at the end of the
curve, by swhich the tracks turn across
the dock, was reached Ly the train, it
aspod along over It upon n side-track, run-
uing along on the eide of-the siream of
water, ‘This siting 18 only sbout 130
yards in  length, and ende with
i bulkhead, near which stood locomotive
No. 264, of the Chesapeare and Ohlo,
in charge of Englneer J. A, Spears and
Fireman Clarence Jones, buth of whom
realiged thelr danger, and left the en-
gine, They did not moke thelr departure
much too secn, however, for the heavy
freight bore down upon tas standing lo-
camotive at full tilt, and, erashing into
englne No. 24, No, 297 careencd over, and
wis in an Instant almost entirely buried
under the waters of the dock, while the
trucks and wheels and timbers of fifteen
or, twenty loaded cars were grinding to-
wether and being plled up In a great
niGass,

The wreeck was the ugliest ever seen
hare. Conl-cars, piled high with that
commodity, left thelr undergearing ani
stood upon ends, in all sorts of posi-
tlons; while thelr trucks congreguted into
W whapeless  mass extending  almost
as high as a two-story house.  In all,
wbout fifteen or elghieen cars wersa com-
pletely demolizhed, and, while the ex-
tent of the damege 1o the engine at the
bottom of the dock cannol be told, the
locomotive standing upon the track had
1te tender sumehsd up and was otherwise
injured.

The traln passed over the trestle at so
rapld & rate of speed that a parc of it
broke loose and stopped upun the long
Lridee.

The negro man who has charge of the
switch Just where the triacks cross the
doek saya thal Lhe switch was all right,
and thut he was wialking ac o3s the Dittle
iron  bridge when he resuasl that a
wreck was imminent—then he did  not
know how he ever ght across the dock.

Immediately after the oceurrénce n large
crowd of men congregated dbout  the
wrecked cars, Superintendent Doyle was
#o0n upon the scene, anad it was not long
unt!l the wrecking forces were, at work
clegring up the debris and straightening
up the track.

The men on the futed frelght when the
air-hose burst were those mentfoned and
Brakemen Smith Ridgeway and John
Dent, All of the Injured are white men
with families,

In India, where every wandering dervish
is able to perform tricks little short of
the marvellous, one gets accustomed to
seeing trees and ropes rising from the
ground before one's eyes, and little boys
disappearing at the other end of the shme,
ete, ete, (it least, #o tell us the wander-
Ing and restless globe-trotters), but in
China these tricks are not often to be
#oen, and what feats the Celostinl can
perform are usually of a low and mean,
asd, very often, of an Indecent character,
untit for the Christian eye to witness,

Lut I saw from my place on a tea-tabls,
for which I had to puy handsomely, that,
though filthy In person and appearance,
this juggler contemplated doing a trick !
hud never  seen, and  overcuining the
natunal disgust caused by his dirty body,
remained, curious to wateh him through,
He was one of the thinnest and most
villalnous of his eclass 1 bad ever seen;
his coat, consisting of raw cotton, sewn
and tled together on an old frame of na-
tive cloth, was I¥ing by his side, and
while he sat thus in the middle of the
ring, It secried possible to count every
iy and bone of hiy body, He had a
pair of the usmal loose trousers, originally
biue, but now decldedly greasy, and from
his loins hung suspended a murderous.
lvoking knife, He wus assisted by two
women, who kept up a econtinuous chat-
ter with thelr tongues; almo, by a little
dark-ey«d boy about [ years of age, who
wna standing by his chief. ‘The women
wf{;e cqually as dirty as the man him-
-1 -

1 had been there a few minutes, when
the women began «xhorting the audience
to subseribe cash to enable them to carry
out such a trick as they contemplated
putting before them., This audlence was
Just lke all Chinese audiences—uninter-
ested, but unwilling to move on any
further untll they had seen all. Very
Ittle cash rewarded the ceaseless begging
of the women, Red “joss’ paper was now
lghted, and bits of the burning stuff
wera thrown high into the ale: red eun-
dles and “joss"-stlcke ignited all about
the elrele, and a great brass gong wan
beaten, This nolse added to the beating
of the tom-toms, suceeeded In drawing
#till more Chinamen to the crowd already
withered, At Intervals sllence would be
ordered, the women would hastily run
over a phriase in a shrill key, some taps
of the drum and beating of the gong, and
another phrase, und so on.

The fakir dropped his drum, as If In
anger, and, calching the little boy, threw
him down upon the ground, with his
head thrown back between hls shoulders,
He quickly drew his knife, and thrust it
apparently right into the little fellow's
stomuch. The pretended anger, the ap
parent eurprise and terror of the two
wormen, thelr entreatles not to kill, the
preat spuct of crimson blood, the white
face and staring eyes of the victim, all
these parts were so well acted that they
took every one by surprise. The audlence
seemed  terror-stricken at the butchery
done before thelr very eyves, and while
the foremost of them remalned motion-
thoze in the rear, hearing only the
18, began pushing and squeezing those
before them. 1 myseif did not Know what
to make of it all, having been taken by
surprige by the unexpected grief of the
waomen, The Chinese, especlilly the wo-
men, can cry and pretend to be heart-
broken on the slightest provocation, The
performance was néw to  Hongkong,
therefore none of the present awdlencs
haid ever sesn the trick. Some of the
wiser ones refratned from anything ex-
eepl apening thelr mouths; they awaited
future developments., Othérs, less patient
anid with natures more excltable, threat-
ened and graduslly drew the ring abont
the performance closer and eloser. The
women, secing this, !mmediately changed
thelr tactles, and told them that they
would quickly restore the boy to life and
health. This had the lesired effect
and the dirty Uttle pleces of copper cash
began falllng all about the ring, when
they were carelessly ploked up by the
two women, In the mean time, the per-
former sat there, grim and motioni ss,
exczpt when would glve the kuife a
s lght twiet, causing frosh spurts of blood
to flow over his body and the body of the
Uttle vietim. Taken altogether, it was a
zhastly sight, and I longed for them to
oring the affalr to a hasty conclusion,

Where the blood
eame from | cannot tell. The boy was
wholly naked, and the man was naked
to the walst, Of course, then, he had no
sleeves, You will ask, then, how is such
a trick done? 1 do not know, and 1 must
refer you to higher authorities upon this
subject, It was Inexplicable to me.

There are thousands of jugglors of the
common kind roaming about through
the many provinces of China, and they
can be seen in every big cily, somewhere
near one of the gates or about the tem-
ple courts. The outfit Is very .imple, ana
all is hidden by a greasy bag or basket.
The main part of the outfit consists of
tins and hollow receptacles, iron bals,
and Invariably an fron sword. A very
clever trick Is that of placing an empty

1 saw this done on shipboard one day,
when the performer proved himself so
obliging as to cause “sam-shu,” or native
rice wine, to flow, Instead of water, which
was eagerly tasted by some of the sailors.
The latter pronounced It good, somewhat
olly, and all had serfous thoughts of kid-
napping the man and keeplng h'm in the
coal-bunkers until they got out to sea,
when he could call forth his mysterious
wine whenever they fult Inclined to
drink.

A very common, but dangerous trick,
15 that of swallowing Iron balls, usually
performed by the street fakir or beggar.
the last,
A% It usually leaves the performer In an
unenviable and miserable state of health.
The Iron balls used are each about one
and a half or two Inches In diameter,
made of rough east iron. One I8 swal
lowed and Its progress down the ihroat
ensily traced by the huge lump that
aprears. Another ball is entered into the
mouth and made to follow. The per-
former now beglus Lo feei uncomfortable,
the pupils of his eyes dilate, and his face
changes color under the dirt, The next
ball, the third, I8 now eent on lts dark
way, and ls seen to go very slowly down
the throat, Now comes the disgusting part
to watch his antles as he exerts all his
energy and foree to get it down., After
the lump caused by thiz ball again dis-
appears, he gives a great bound into the
alr and comes down sharply to his feet,
wken can easily be heardl the sharp
cliek as the third bail comes in contact
with Its fellows, Then follows the minute
of horrible agony as he strains himself
In great pain, his hands pressing his
stomach, and body bent almost double.
He coughs and forces untll one, than
two, then the !ast ball all roil from the
mouth and Into the dirt. Not long sgo
one of this elass of men was dolng a
trick outside the walls gf Shanghal. One
of the iron plils referred remained in his
stomach rather than to come out (nto
the open alr agaln, In consequence of
which the victim dled in fearful agony
before our eyes.

The trick of the match sticks la as

follows: The Juggler takes three or four
common, sulphur matches, and enters
them, one by one, Into his ear. After n

fiew =econds of faclal contortion, he brings
the matches out of his nostrils, or up
through i= month, He then procesds to
et hiz eyelids, and slowly, but steadily,
pushes the splinters over the eyeballs
into his head, when they find their way
out through his ears, Perhaps some of
the readers of this will #xclaim, “a phy-
sieal Impossibllity!™ Al T can say Is
that maen with sharper eyés than mine
have filled to find the secrer of the trick,
If there Is any. * The performer I8 al-
ways naked to the walst, the mafches
are genuine, and the trick is performed
every day In almost every street, at
every theatre, and market-place, Even
tourists, who have only one or two
dnys, or, as sometimes (8 the case, but a
few hours' time, In Shanghal, enn wit-
neas on the hotel-steps all and more
tricks than I have mentloned. Every
jugiler, as 1 have sald, currles a sword,
and every one of them s able to fil his
storfich with cold iron when rice s not
handy. Not fancy and fexible pleces
of burnished ateel, that accommodatingly
wind and twist to the wishes of the Eu-
ropean sletght-of-hand performer, but a
rude, rusty, jagged piece of metal re-
sembling hoop-iron, Is the sword of the
Cinese Juggler. They are two and some-
times three fect long, and are thrust
fur down Into the body. The performer
then struts about, emacking his stomach,
and for once he 18 quiet, and not a sound
i heard. When the juggler eats fire he
lights a lot of paper and shoves it with
chop-stieks far down his throat, He pre-
tends that the fire does not go out, und,
fanning hia cars, he causes his mouth and
nostrils to emit smoke like a small steam-
ar. This trick, If not prevented by con-
selentious Europeans, he wiil turn Into
ona of his most disgusting, to the delight
of his Chinese nudience, The trick 1tself
15 simple and harmless; the fre smoul-
deps, and when he breathes hard the con-
finell smoke escapes, He can also cause
u full-grown rabblt to come forth out of
what wis known to be o bundle of rags,
and males it walk about your steps; but
this is simply eleight-of-hand, as the rab-
bit always turns out to be the =ame flithy
antmal used, and quickly finds ita way
again to the mystertous basket, A very
clever trick fa that of swallowing ten or
more nesdies, The jugnler follows them
with a plece of "sllkk thread, one end of
which remalns outside. Pull out  the
thread, and you will find It move through
the eyes of ull the needles, The most of
the jugglers are accompanled by it
hoys with lthe lmbs, who do wonderful
acrobatic feats.

In conclualon I wlil mentlon the ven-
triloquist, a man with a volce capable
of Imitating almost any sound. He comes
wiong the street, having suspended ucross
his shodider two or three pleces of bam-
boo and a plece of Vght canvas. This 1s
his outttit, A Uttle @ h will Induce him lo
form his bamboo (nto a triangle, throw
aver It the cloth, and then disappear
from view beneath, Now (he fun beg
kins. You Instantly imagine yourself in
a quiet village street; yuu hear the fa-
mliar no'ses made by oNlckens, geese
and the spinning-wheel Suddenly a dog
I8 heard barking In the distarce, a
donkey brays, more dogs bark, and cows,
goats, and sheep can be heard approsch-
Ing. Now a man s heard coming along
the strest who was the disturber of
the peaceful village He ncctdentally
falls over a pig lyng In the road ar
causes g great commotion.

Practical Pouliry Papers.
(Harper's Bagar.)

Hefore describing the “run” a few
helpful suggestions as to the design

important adjunet which cannot well b
omitied in our ealculations, unless for a
ventire in a suburban plot surrounded
by high board femcing. Even there it
would be bost to divide the space by a
wire.nettirtz  partition into two equal
parts, powing them both, befors occu-
pation, with timothy and white clover,
aid using  them alternately after the
grans |s sufficlently grown. “Huna'" well
kept In this manner afford the best green
food, because while one is being eaten
of the other is wrowing. Twenty-five
towls need about Hx100 feet of space, di-
vided equally Into two ‘runs’” en-
slosed by from five to nine faet high wire
nettings, according to the sort of fowl
which will use them, Small, active birds
o high-fiyers and restless, unless they
have been brad from the shell In confine-
meni. Large hreods, sspeclally full-feath-
ereil varleties, fiy low.

slzes, the smaller costing 25 cents each,
