We suppose our correspondert means |
root-grafting, the most eommon sort,

The tools consist, first, of a sharp,
thin-bladed knife, of which the hest Is |
made from tha blade of an old scyths,
ground to Ita p'roper form en n grind- |
stone; second, a bench or table, ploeod
in front of a llght window, and on which
the work is done; third, an apron, worn
by the grafter, the two lower corners
belng hooked fast to two sharp nalls on
the near edge of the table for holding |
the sclons while cutting thém; fourth,
strips of waxed paper about an Inch
wide, made by brushing over shesis of
thing, tough paper, a melted, well-stirred
mixture of four parts of rosin, two of
tallow, amnd one of beeswnx; and then cut
into strips when precisely at a proper
degres of coldness to separate well by
means of a knlfe, cutting upon a smooth
board. A sufficlent number of these for
{mmediate use should be hung near
enough to the stove which heats the
room to keep the wax upon them about
the consistence of bulter on a summer
duy, so a8 to fit and adhere to the grafied
root without melting and running.

The first operation ia to cut up the
grafis from the shoots or mclons, It is
performed by holding the scion in the
left hand, the thicker end polnting to-
wards the right hand, which holds the
knife. ‘Three strokes of the knife are
roquired to cut and prepare each graft,
and a rapld and skilful operator has
done 112 in the manner described in five
minutea, Ench shoot 18 thus cut up
while yet held In the left hand, and the
grafls, as fast as they are severed, drop
into the cavity of the apron, alrendy de-
seribed.  The second operation s setting
these grafts into the roots. Each root
1% held in the left hand, preclgely as the
sclon has been, and the three cuts are
given {t to prepare it for the graft. The
grafts having been placed directly under
the operator's fmgers, and {n the right
position, each one I8 puccesslvely taken
and firmly fitted to the prepared root,
and as soon as this is done, another cut
of the knife, three Inches lower down
the root, severs It, and the root-graft
Is fNinished, and drops off obliquely on the
table. Another sloping cut on the sama
root, and a slit for the tongue are quick-
ly made, and another graft picked up
and Inserted, the root being held all the
while In the left hand untll worked up,
The great point is to perform much with
little handllng. A single root will some-
times make but one graft, but more com-
monly two or three, and pometimes more,
Each portlon of root should be about
three inches long, and the graft about
five Inches,

Root-grafting may be performed at any
time during winter, The roots, when

taken up In the autumn, should be well
the tops cut off, and the roots

ception which, while yet an inmate of a
collego on the beautiful banks of Cayugn
luke, she gave to some portions of the lite-
rary talt embodied 1n these pages,” and
ts a succeszion of blographical and lite-
rary pletures, In which daintiness of touch
and warmth of coloring find expression
throughout.

Those who are satisfled with nothing
short of the most accurate detnlls and
dry-as-dust critleal analyses in the treat-
ment of nuthors who have passed awny
wlil mot find thelr standard of the correct
thing realized In “Lands, Letters, amd
Kings," but that class of readers who de-
light in sunniness, the tinge of romance,
and sympathy In desling with blography
will revel In the book. Mr, Mitchell’'s ple-
tures are living pictures, His uuthors
breathe agsin, and constitute a varlad
group, enframed in a delleate outline of
the history of their times. The several
writers, commencing with Bishop Berkley
and Including good oid Dr. Isane Waltls,

Young, Lady Mary Montagu, Pope, Rich-
ardscn, James Thompson (the poet of the |
seasons), Gray, Bamuel Johnson, Burke, |
Proswell, Gibbon, Hume, Collins, 8heridan,

Crabbe, Cowper, Jane Austen, Burns,
Rogers, Coleridge, Waordsworth, and |
athers are closely connected, and with |

them the soverelgns of their perlod. Nar-
rative, anaclote, and plensant eriticiem |
are Intermingled in most fascinating |
style, Most delightfully. as has been aptly |
sald, does Mr., Mitehell refresh our mem-
ory upon our literary inheritance. He Is
master of the art of showing his own
preferences without dolng vielence to the
proferencea of othere, A fine example
af his st is presonted in the following
from his ter on “Cowper's Poetry”:
“('ritles have agreed that we shaill not
rank him among ths great poets, but he
comes nearer to their mark than anybody
in his day believed possible, He Is so
true; he Iz o tender; he 18 #o natural, If,
In s longer poems, there {8 gometimes a
lack of last finish and an overplus of
language, thers 1z o frankness of ulter-
ance and a billowy undulation ¢f move-
ment that have compensating charms, He
lovea pature as a boy loves his play; his
humanities are wakenasd by all her volees,
H+ not only seizes upon exterlor effects
with a painter's eys and hand, but he
hns A touch which steals deeper meaning
and influences and transfers them Into
verse that flows softly and quletly as
summer brooks, He cannot speak or
riyma but the ndors of the country cling
to his words. There 12 no erazy whirsl of
expletives which would apply to a hun-
dred scenes, but clear, forceful epithet—

This {8 a Uvely, Interesting little story,
to the perusal of which a few hours of
lelsure time may be not Improvidently
appropriated. It begins with a confes-
slon of being in love and the retrospec-
tions of many of our readers doubtiess
run on all fours with this avowal of the
author's experlence. “Let me look at my
life. 1 am outwardly the same man 1
was three months ago, although tnwardly
all the furniture of my mind has changad,
I am mever calm mnow, yet somellmes
supremely happy at the memory of a
look or m word of one woman. In these
chambers, near these dusty books, with
the view across the river, and the snort-
Ing of steam tugs, the whistle of loco-
motives slwnys in my ears, for six years
1 have sat—idiy, alus! most of the time—
wondering what fate would bring me,
Now it has brought me thia My diary
tells me 1 have met her twenty-five
times. Reduced to time and stated
arithmetically, that means 1 have spent
about fifty hours in her soclety, and seen
them ‘blossom in purpie and red. 1 have
read ‘Maud’ three times lately, and now
understand why Tennyson thought It his
finest poem. For here am I moving in an
enchanted and wondering clrele seclng
dimly through my falry casement—no
doubt, In the wrong perspective—giimpses
of the real world, of which, In spite of
my vislon, 1 still form a part. Yet se-
cretly, secretly In my smoul, there exists
a letle element of doubt lest this be an
fgnominlous state. No; I'll not belleve 1t
But ‘quo me rmaplt Venus? I'l follow
wherever she lends"

This beautiful state of expectancy cul-
minates in marriage, some unpleasant-
ness with papa and mamma, a matrimo-
nial altercation, and estrangement, a
whole-hearted feconcillation, and then a
pathetlc and melancholy denouement.

John Winthrop eml-
grated in June, 162§, end on the 2th of
October, 1629, he was appointed Governor
to succeed Matthew Craddock. He left
his wife In England, but she jolned
him in hi= new-made American home 12
November, 163, and it does ndt appear
that either of them ever returned to
England, She dled In June, 16i7, lenv-
ing ler husband surviving. She waa
the mother of elght children, four of
whom left descendants, among whom
have been many consplcuous men and
womernn Ameries, and In Great Tiritain,
among others, the late Lord Lyong, Brit-
fsh Minister to the Unlted States,
and the present Duke's of New Castle
and Norfolk. The late Hon. Robert C.
Winthrop, than whom no man of our
day has been more universally and just-
Iy honored and estermncd, was a descond-
ant of John Winthrop, through one of
hin other wives

The story of Mra, Winthrop's lifs, both
in England and America, {8 told In this
volume, with o loving appreciation, and |
makicg all allowanees for the color de
rose of a partinl dMographoer, it is one
which justly deserves to bhe prasérved
and perpetuated fn affectionate memory.
Wa honor our New England brethren for
the sealous care with which they haye
preserved the soecial and personal his-
tory of thelr eolonial forbears; and we
shore  with them their fiilal  venera-
tlan for the high public and private vir-
tucs of the men and women wha found-
ed thelr great Commonwalths. We only
wizh that our Vieglpia predecessors hal
been as careful as thelr northern con-
temporaries In hoarding the manuscript
records of our early history; and we
earnestly sympathize with the plous
oflice which has been assumid by our
historienl and antiquarian socleties of
gathering up now for dissemination and
presepvation the fragments that remain.
