The Hundley hill was elaborately argued
In our House, and was paeted by a vole
of 48 to %, ‘I'he Democrats of the House
favored it by a 2-to-l vole, 40 of them
having voted “aye' and 2 of them

§ voted “aye,'' and 19 *no,"
