It places
additional burdens upon that class least

nble to bear them, who are already stag¬
gering umaM their loads of poverty .and
mirxry. and which every considerat on of

humanity should prompt the State to

alleviate and remove, if possible, rather
than to add to.
The first section of the bill requires

that every tonger shall, before he take.;
an oyster, register. He ls then required
to appear on every Mon lay during
the season. before the County
Treasurer, rind pay on the Value of "hts
Catch of oyster for the past week tba
esme rate of lax as ls pani to the Ht itt
by lax-payt rs on other property, and
shall, in addition, appear before the
County Court once a month In the season,

and swear to the correctness, of hit.

are not only Impractical, und inpossible,

The bi.l dotes the season for tonging
on th-- ;'' h of Marah, and opens it on
the 1st of September. The prlvision ope¬
rates well for the planters only. The
early part of 8ept mtier ls so warm that
oysters can't be shipped to distant mark¬
ets, but the tonger, who is sadly
In need of a little money, must sell, ana
hence the firat and best fruits of rho
summer's Rrowth on the rocks passes
into the hands of the wealthier planters
at their own prices. Not an oyster
should be caught before the 15th of Sep¬
tember off the natural rocks for reason
Riven above.
Th" bil! permits dredging In Po'-omoke

eound, Tangier sound, and certain other
Water* In the Htate, to titos* pla;.tera wlo
lease 100 or more conti ruoua acres of
planting-ground. If one should Oe only nhle
to pay tax on and to plant seventy-five
acrei, or nlnety-nln seres even,,he can't
dredge an oyster. When he wants to mar¬
ket his Oysters he haj got to hire longsrR
et an expense of 10 or 20 cents per bu. bi I
to take them up, while his competitor,
owning 100 acres just alongside, ls merri-
ly winding his plants up with dredges nt
the rate of hundreds of bushels pit dav
at an expense of not more than 3 cents
lier bushel.

NO CLASS LEGISLATION.
If there is anything in the world that

Virginians love it is fair play"; that In
tha passage of laws discriminations shall
not be made In favor of any class, and
against other classes; that so far as the
making of a living ls concerned the poor
.halt be given an equal opportunity with
the rich. This is Democracy; thia is Just
and right and Virginians will tolcrat' no¬

thing iihort of this principle ut the hands
of their law-makers.
ThV Jones bill grievously violates the

will of our people In this respect. It
gives all thc advantage of cheap produc¬
tion to the large planter, and Bdthholds
it from the small planter. To he Just and
fair to all. every planter In the waters
name.1. no matti r bow small his holding,
ahouid be allotted to dredge his oysters,
or el e no one, no mutter how gr« at his
acreage, ehould be allowed the privilege;
to do otherwise will not meet the de-
muftais of pub'le sentiment, or measure
up to the public conception of right uni
Just!, e. Granting, then, this position to
be the correct one In regard to the mat¬
ter In question.and no one, I believe.
Will deny that lt ls.what will be the re¬

sult? Why this: If one planter dredges,
all planters may dredge; If all planters
dredge, then In twelve months hardly an

oyster will be left upon the nutural-rocks
In the waters nam-ed. Why? Because
the planters leasing grounds near these
rocka will And both time and o|tportunity
to get every oyster off them with their
dredge-boats. Anybody who understan.Ii
the disposition of the average oyste/man
toward public property as represented by
oysters growing on natural-rocks will
not deny the correctness of the above
proposition. Tl ii wht means have the
thousands of tongmen.and their wives
end children dependent upon them.left
Of support? Absolutely none in the sec¬
tions of countiy an which they now live.
Expatriation or starvation stares them
In the face. They will become wander¬
er- on the fsce of the earth, and the hun¬
dreds of hamlets that stud the shores of
these watery will.then deserted.bear si¬
lent testimony to the tender care (?) of
Virginia for her laboring poor.
WILL THE END JUSTIFY THE

Means?
Will the gain to the StaSe in a few dol¬

lars more of rental, and to the Diarite.

once made, can't with any s"nse of Justice,
be taken away from them. Having seeded
these "barren bottoms" wrth oysters, it

Would not be right to rob them of the
full bern Ate of their labor and exyen*!;-
ture. Therefore, these lands, once grant-
eJ them, would be gone forever, so far
as fi* future possession and UBS by our

own citizens are concerned.no matter
how badly they might need lt.

NEEDS OF THE REdlDENTS.
If these concessions are n.ade to non¬

residents, common prudence and caro for
th.* interests of our own people should
suggest that their future needs and pre«-
attt welfare should be provided for as
far as possible. Non-rt*sldenta should
only be allowed to take up these grounds
In connection with residents of the State,
and In connection with home capital, to
the extent that natives should acquire an.)
exercise a controlling Interest In tbe
bUSlneaa Our own laborers only ahould
be allowed employment in the handling
and planting of th. se oysters, except thnt.
cr*Has engaged oa vessels used exclu¬
sively as "market-bouts " might bc em¬
ployed, whether r<^i<lents or not. Other-
w.ae lt ls ;mp sslble to see any benefit."
to accrue to our people or .-.tate, except
(h.* few dollara rental the latter might
taootra.
Not one cent will be added to the wealth

of our home, people; not i.ne cent to our
taxable value.**; not a day's labor ghn.'i to
our workers; no provision ls made in
tBe*se concessions requiring that In re¬
turn foe thees favors our own people only
should bs allowed to do the work. No
word is said ab ut this, and thc slums of
the great n<rth.m .itlcs will be laked
fer ttEe rheep tramp labor rael ertll be
employed in (loin*; the work that mlicht,
if otherwise prov led, be done by our own

oj ¦. tmen and leBorssa.
The Hood Hook tells us that a man who

doesn't provide for his own family ls
worse than an ir.iiltl. Why can't the
BfeJBM be mid of ii State that fails to
pearl it tor its own people?
"The wilttr of thi* ls not an oyster-

man, n .r has he a cent's interest, either
present or prospective, In oysters or
i.y.-'t* i-laiids, but lu- does feel deeply for
thc welfare of a people with whom he
has been associated since he Wai* born,
and whose sufferings and struggles for a
bare existence bas been daily witnessed
by him. That they ph iuld become the
vict.ms of a, mercenary law, having lu.
origin in the false and delusive state¬
ments or urguments of conceited theo¬
rist-*, and supported by the paid lobbyists
and attorn.-vs of wealthy planters, ls an
event greatly to be deplored by every
humane and right-thinking man.
Their devotion to th'eir Slate shoull

warrant kinder treatment at its hands,
end their simple faith in the party that
tbty have loved nnd loyally Bap***orted
and tru.-ted as their friend should entitle
their Inter, el and welfare to kindly con¬
sideration by those of its leaders, whr.m,
by their votes, they placed In the bosl-
tiBBS of trust and power which they now

.enjoy.
It will be an evil day for the party

they have lowd, estt a sajl and mournful
event In their own lives, whon, by hostile
and ru,nous legislation on Its part, they
shall be compelled to seek friends anion*
their en< mttis. and to f*a*e**ef turn their
tracks upon the old Bag, which had
hitherto been nt once their idol and
symbol of equality and protection.

Tl.-.-" commissioners, If api>olnted, would
pi ol.ably be one from each -geographical
..-etlon-the Valley, Pledmoni. Tidewater,
Southside, and Southwest Virginia. Each
commissioner, eager to "do something,"
and to prove that new brooms sw. ep
clean, would probably consider It herat
to remove the majority of the present
Hi. lent forces at the various asylums,
and malle room for some i-erE-o-ial f.ivor-
tte, and disaster and injury would be
th-- result.
While lt ls true the appointive powrr

will vest In our eflleieiit Governor, as

lt now ls. yet lt ls putting too much
authority In the hands of a few men
that might be wrongfully asst "In a
multitude of oouns. Hors thora is wisdom."
Bealdos, from tlie provisions of the

bill, it would bi- no cheaper to the State;
.lil,..ugh they aro expected to serve

without Day (only a wealthy man, with
plenty of blsure, could accept the offlc-).
A careful estimate of the amount al¬
lowed Secretary Cl* ek (tl.100), and travel¬
ling expenses; the eleven times this
iKiard of commissioners meet, etc., a year,
will show that the cost will foot up
a* much as the present boards spend on
themselves now.

Asylums will permit, a few practical
suggestions may not be amiss:

The asylum
at Staunton re|K>rts with au avfrii.-c
of 700 bueete*; some $.**2.000 expend, d
In Improvement* since the meeting of
the Leeiatatere, two years argo. I have no
fault to find with this, but I am In-
foriind there seems to be u disposition
on our "reform" Legislature to cut
down appropriations, and especially to
apply this reform movement Eb our
Southwest Hospital. A large, new biiiid-
lng, containing 51 single rooms and 9
large associated rooms, is now under roof,
ant needs only the sum of t2,C"0 to cum-
pl. te lt, and tn* ready for the accommo¬
dation of ll* lunatics. The present bee!
of this building ls gI2.S00. and lt stands
a monument to the efficiency and goo 1
management of Ibe Board of Director*.
There are now (from the data before
me) 219 Insane chargeable to the State,
In the county jails and In charge of prl-
vate persons. There are 22 In the county
of !"*arroll alone. Sit application* f<->r ad¬
mittance to the Southwest Hospita! were
rejected last year. In the language of the
Superintendent, "chleAy for want of
room."

I under*t-ind about 157.000 was expended
ar for insane outside of the hos¬

pitals $17A<i) spent In finishing the
preterit new building at Marion and In
putting up a new one exactly Ilk* lt will
afford accommodations for 200 Insane (all
that ar.* ymrovlded for, and mor.), end
save the State expense In th.-- end: bi
aide*, th *se unfortunate people Will therr
get b*-rr.*r treatment than they* ian -get
In our lalla, and the number of cures will
be laerejaVast. Thi* expenditure will onlv
put the Southwest Hospital about on
a, par arith tho other*.
By examining the various superintend¬

ents* reports, u will bc keen that the
cost of maintenance of ea;li Inmate com¬
pares more favorably at thi* Southwest
Hospital than almost any other In the
country, for tt*ls rrason. Considering
thc fine climate of the Southwest, end
the fact that a very largo majority of
lunatics "unprovided for" ere In the coun¬
ties adjacent thereto might lt not be
well for the Appropriation Committee of
the Legislature to lay aside the pruning-
knife In expenditure* for awhile, and
grant a sufficient appropriation to pro¬
vide ample accommodation* at the South¬
west Hospital for all the unfortunate
insane In the Btate that are aow b-ag*

The following ii another chapter In
the Interesting discussion as to whether
there shall be two or four street railway
tracks on Broad street:
To the People of Richmond:
The question of two tracks or four

tracks on Broad street, and the ordi¬
nance now pending In the Roard of Al¬
dermen, are matters in which you are

vitally Interested, and which you have
the right to thoroughly understand, and I
therefore aak your attention to a few of
the facts in the case.

1. That the Broad-street line has not
beea long ago equipped with elea trlclty
has not been the faiilt of the old com¬

pany, for lt Was asked by the city au¬

thorities to delsy such equipment till af-
tsr the city Hall was completed, and then
till altar th,; new Jefferson Hotel was

finished, In order that the tracks might
t.- a, sd for the hauling of freight. These
facts were stated In substance by the
City Engineer at a recent meeting of the
Street Committee.
After th'- completion of the Jefferson

the City Railway Company again asked
permission to slectiify the Breud»street
line, long before the traction ci.n,
was ever formed, but lt was met by va:
ons projects of different companies, which
caused delay, and Anally resulted In the
r.-fusal of the Street Committee to re¬
affirm the old ordinance granting the
right asked for.

AS TO THE "UNDERSTANDING."
I. But the traction company people say

there waa an understanding that, tn

spite of this provision, the city Railway
Company Bbould never be allowed to run

over their tracks! Who was lt that had
this "understanding" with them. hy
which lt ls sought to limit and correct
the terma and provisions of their fran¬
chise? It waa ncr: with the Council or

the Street Committee, for they speak by
their records.end these records are auetu
about any understand ng on the subject,
except as set forth in the franchise so

cheerfully accepted by. Mr. John Skelton
Williams, who waved his 110,000 check
before thc Board of Aldermen and want¬
ed to put it up before the franchise was
even pas»ed by that body. It was surely
not th* City Engineer, for he emphati¬
cally stated to the 8treet Committee, at
Its mating on Monday evening, February
10th. that there never had been any such
understanding with anybody, but that,
on the contrary, th* question aa to whioh
