WHO STARTED TI1K IM|llin !
Not untii very recently had tht Ml

ptiteh ever heard that lt was questioned
that Mr. James R. Branch was entitled
to the credit of starting the inquiry
which resulted In the exposure of the
rottenness In the management of the city
Gas-Works. Irhmedlateiy upen receiving
information to this effect we wrote to

Mr. Branch asking for a statement fronf
him, and this we give, as follows:

New York, April ll, 1S96.
To the Editor of the Dispatch:
Your favor of the 9th Just received and

carefully noted. The facts are as fol¬
lows: After I had In-en In the City Coun¬
cil a short while, from points picked up
here and there I had reason to believe
that there was something wrong at the
gas-works, and from conversations with
different people In the employ of the city
1 was con\)ii(,-i ol the same.

I had no desire lo claim any credit
for trying to live up lo my oath of of¬
fice, but I lielieve that the motion made
by me at the meeting of the Light Com¬
mittee at the gas-works when I first
noticed a discrepancy In one of the ac¬
counts.vlx. "To require the Su»>er!ntend-
ent to furnish a balance sheet and trial
balance of ths books at the next mooting
of th* Light CorrHnlttefc".to hav-
the first practical effort nmde to get at
the root of the evil. At the next meet¬
ing of the committee these balance
sheets were not furnished. I then re¬
quested Mr. James Vaughan to ask for
a committee to be appointed to Investi¬
gate and report on the books and ac¬
counts of the gas-works. This committee
was appointed, with Mr. Vaughan as
chairman, but at hi* request and on his
statement that I had started this Inves¬
tigation my name was added to the com-
mltee and I was made chairman of th-
same, Tbe results of the Investigation,
nnd the recommendation of the commit¬
tee to discharge the book-keeper and
foreman, and to take steps to secure
the city against lo"*, and. the Council's
refusal to adopt this report la a matter
of public record.

I am pleased to see that the second
committee which was appointed found
things practically the same as our com¬
mittee did. and that a more matured
Judgment on the part of the Council
practically endorsed tha report* of both
committees.
There ls no doubt In my mind but that

members of the city government sus¬
pected enough to have made an Investi¬
gation of benefit before I was In the
City Council, and lt ls a pity that the
city's Interest* were not more carefully
guarded.
