We ghould descend by n
single step from the highest stundard of
valtte to silver monometalllsm, with a
contracted and at the pame tim: a depre-
clated currency, & fAnancial experinm nt
which has no precedent in the monetary
history of the world, Fortunately, when
changes have hepetofors been mude in Lhe
cireulation by the substitullon of the
eolne of one metal for the coins of the
other, the difference In thelr value has
been very small, and the process of #ub-
gtitution has been gradusl and created
no kreat finnncial disturbance. Under the
act of 1742 the difference In value between
the coins at the legal rutio was only a
Hitle over 1 per eent., and yet, within less
than one yeur after the ennctment of that
stitute, Congress waa compeiled to rein
foree our stock of money by making cer-
tain foreign colns legal tender In the pay-
ment of debis; and on the pame day of
pasgage of the act of 1834, which put
e country on n gold basls by under-
alulng #ilver gbout 1 per cant, Congress
pagsed another statute making tho gold
colns of Great Britain, Portugal, Brazil,
France, Mexico, and Colomblu legnl ten
der by welght In the payment of debis,
thus providing, as far as possibie, nguinet
a contraction of the currency on adc ount
of the expulsion of silver from the ovir-
eulution. DPuring the war, when

ol was
leaving the country, legul-tender Treasury
noteg were rapldly issued, under the au-
thority of Congress, to take its place, and,
instesd of o contraction of the currency
we had an expansion After the war,
when it was determined to change the
character of our currency aguin by the
resumption of specle payments, the law
was enacied four years in advance of the
time when It was to take effect, in opder
that ample opportunity might be aforded
to adjust the business of the psople 10
the altered conditions. Mow, however, all
the conservative and prudential consldera-
tions that have usually controlled in the
settlement of great  financial questions
seem to be utterly disreganded, and we
.are confronted Ly an organized and ag-
gresslve movement to destroy by a singie
blow the measure of value upon which all
existing contracts are based, and thus
subvert the very foundations of our mMmone-
tary system, without allowing a single
day to prepare for the chnnge. In the
general confusion and disorder resulting
from such a radieal measure, what will
be the condition of the American luborer?
Will he be benefited or injured by re-
ducing the value of the money in which
his wages are pald and at the pame time
1|1|-rmﬁfnx the prices of the commodities
for which his wages are expended?
PURCHASING POWER OF MONEY.
Aftor struggling for more than a quar-
ter of a century, through labor organize-
tions and otherwlse, to secure a rate of
wages which would make the proceeds of
a day's work equal to the cost of a day's
subsistence for the workingman and his
family, you are asked by the advocates of
frve colnage to Joln them in destroying
one half the purchasing power of the
money in which you are pald and impose
upon yourselves the task of doubling the
nominal amount of your wages hercafter;
that 18, to strugele for another guarter of
a century, or perhaps longer, to rilsa your
wages in a depreciated currency to a point
which will enable you to purchase with
them as much of the necessaries of life
us you can purchase now; and If, after
yoears of contention, privation, and Indus-
rial disorder, you should at last succecd
n 5o adjusting wages that they would
wrocure at the higher prices of commodi-
les Just what they will procure now at
the existing peices, what would you have
galned by the change from the old to the
new conditions? Money recelved for wages,
like money received on every other ac-
count, is valuable only to the extent that
t van be exchanged for other ecoemmodi-
ties, and it \s scarcely necessiry to
gest that & dollar worth B0 cents will not
urchase ax much in the markets ns a dol-
ar worth 100 cents. To call a dime & dol-
iar would add nothing whatever to its
intrinsic value, or to its purchasing power.
If these propositions are correct, it 1s
clear that when wages are pald In a de-
preclated currency the rates of wiges
must be Increased In proportion to the
depreciation of the woney and in propor-
ilon to the incrense in the prices of other
