stew, and condemns thelr efforts to throw

Your correspondent make the same mis-
take that muany others ars now making—
namely, of suppositg the masses Incking
In the inteiligence and virtue necessary to
dethrone the evils which have corrupted
government and turned it agaln#t them,
dnd to Inaugurate agaln the rule of the
people as contemplated by the founders of
our governmont,

Abosut the only complaint which has
not been made against the Demoerntic
party, but at the same time the crima of
which it has principally been gulliy, 1s
that It too feebly represents the princ
ples of pure Demacrncy,

“Low and Order” seems to think the
only salvation for the country consista in
i strong government, presumably elected
by »ome sort of divinely-appointéd clusses
Probably Mr. Cleveland s hig 1deal of
the strong man-for the head of this gov-
ernment,

Mr, Cleveland showed himaélf strong
enough to invade n sovereign Stare, an
net similar to that which precipitated war
in ‘61, without the request of Ita Gover-
nor, to enforce the injunotions of n Fede-
vl court, whose nots are now belleved by
many of the ablest jurists of the land to
have been vevolutionary and without pres
cedent or warrunt in law.

The susplilon is widespread amd grow-
tng thnt the real Anarchists of this coun-
try wre men In high places, who, under
pretence of enforeing the laws, nre syva-
tematlienlly turning  them nagalnst the
common people, and are thus allenating
from the government the affection of the
only supparters that It can rely upon in
the day of need.

When have the classes ever shown pa-
triotly self-sucrifice or extraoordinary zewl
it upholding popular government? Was
it In the Revolutionary war? In the war
of 1512 The second war of independence?
Was it In the great strugele which, during
the flrst four years of the "60's drenched
the fair land in blood? Nay, verly.

Truly there are many (li-omens in our
national sky, but the movement to re-
stora the government to the bands of the
people Is not one of thom, but on the
contrary, it is the one bright star of hope
shining over the troubled waters of gur
national polities.

If this movement is @efeatad—if the
chnins of Industrial and monetary slavery
shall, In the coming election, be more
firmly riveted upon the limbs of our erst-
while freemen—then we may look with
livellest apprehension for the rising aof
the uncarrupted and Incorruptable masses
of this country, who, Samson-iike, will
pull down the fair temple of our institu-
tions about their own hends rather than
see the Goddess of Ldberty become the
vietim of our corporation manipulators
and money Kings.
