JUDGE  SIMONTON'S HEARING AT
GREENVILLE TO-DAY, =

STATEMENT  OF THE  ISSUE,

Aliegatlons of Rond Applying for

Prevention of Cats—Large Areny of
Transporintion People on Hand for
the Proceedings,

CHREENVILLE, 8 C., August 14.—=What
is known as the rallroad rate case, will
be heard hers to-morrow before Unlted
States Clrouit Judge Simonton, The case
has attracted national attention, and the
contest ls being watched with keen In-
terest by the business and rallroad world,
The grest Interests of the South are fully
represented  here, to garticlpate In or
hear the procecdings,

The Immediste point at lssue Is whether
ecertain rallromds ghould be permanently
reatrined from making proposed cuts
In rates.  The temporary order was se-
cured in behalf of the Port Royal and
Augustin rallrond, by Major Augusiin ‘T,
Emythe, of Smythe, Lee & Frost, Charfes-
ton, and he has given the Newa and
Courler the followlng statement of the
casy¢;
