WINMER 1S BAILED.

JUDGE WITT RELEASES HIM IN
THE SUM OF $5,000.

PATHETIC SCENES IN COURT-ROOM.

Statement of the Prisoner and That
of Hisx Danghter—Messrs. Manrice
J. Griffiin and M. J. Nash Become
Rondsmen=Not a Hanging Ofence.

James Fdward Wimmer, who 18
charged with killing young Samuel Gus-
tavus Thalhimer, slept at his home, No.
€27 north Seventeenth street, lust
night, He was allowed ball in the sum
of $.000 by Judge Witt, of the Hustings
Court, yesterday afternoon, and the bond
required  wus soon produced. It was
generally thought that the accused would
te given ball, but the impression as 1o
the amount whizh would be demanded
vared considerably. Some persons woere
of the opinion that 5,000 was excessive,
whils others thought It was too lttle.
However, Judge Witt, who gave the
most careful and impartial attention to
the testimony adduced befors him, exer-
clsid thut judgment which is vested alone

in him.

The prisoner was taken Into the
Hustings-Court room upon n writ of
habens corpus nbout 1 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, and at that hour about 3IW
people hnd erowded Into that chamber
for the purpose of llstening to the evi-
dence In this now celebrated case, Wim-
mer, looking just a little pale, occupled
a  seat beside his counsel, Measrs, H.
M, Smith, Jr., and Minitree Follkes, Mre.
Wimmer @it next to her husband, The
prosecution  was represented by only
Commonwealth's-Attorney Richardson,

Only two pergons were put upon the
witneas stund, They were the prisoner
and  his daughter, Ida May Wimmer.
The accused was first ealled, and he
dsplayed the same coolness and deter-
mination  which has  characterizod  bis
conduct  sinee the fearful tragedy of
Monday evening, the Tth Instant. He
wos asked by ex-Commonwealth's-Attor-
ney Smith to tell all he knew about the
affalr, and began by saylng that he had
only seon young Thialbimer two or thres
times, and was never personilly ace
quainted with him. He sadd his daugh-
ter, 1da, had heen nn Invalld since her
birth. Last wintor the accused spent in
Danville, returning here In the spring. As
enrly as the latter part of May or the
first of June, his daughter, he sald, bes
gan to complain, but us she was a help-
less child and could anly do n little light
housework, he pald mo attention to it,
Later on, when the girl’'s trouble beécame
more pronounced, Wimmer sald he told
his wife that she had better call In &
doctor to ses what was the mat®r with
Idi. . A physiclan was summoned, but he
coulil not think of the name of the medi-
enl man., Later on Dr. Brooker was
was called In, and he gave the girl some
misdleine. “Up to this time I had never
dreamed  that anything serfous L]
wrong with my Jdaughter,” the accused
went on, “and I did not know anything
about it until about 6 o'clock Just Mon-
day evening, when 1 came home. It
was Labor-Day and I was not al work,
though [ had been down to the shop, 1
dld not go home to any dinner that day.
1 tound my other daughter, Ada, In the
kitthen erying when | did go, and when
I asked her what wus the matter ghe
sald  that Tda was up-stoles sick, 1
asked her whera was ‘mamma,’ and she
replied, ‘up-stairs with 1da.’ 1 ran right
up-stalrs betore finlshing my supper, and
ns soon as [ started up 1 met my wife,
who told me of my daughter's ruln. She
snld that Sammy Thudhimer had ruined
Tda. I said: “Is It possible that he has
done this,' and Ida then sad, 'Yes; papa,
I ¢ould not help it. He made me.'"™

The prisoner here went somewhat Into
the detalls of the alleged assault, as
he was told of it that evening, and nar-
ratéd how he went out to loak for youns
Thialhimer. He said that Dr. HBrooker
had given his daughtor some medicine,
with theé instructions that when the last
dnee of 1t was= taken her mother was to
bring her to his ofice for an examina-
tion. The last dose wans tuken on the
Mondny morning of the tragedy, and
Mrs, Wimmer had complled with the in-
structions  of the physician, who pro-
elnlmed the facts as to the glel's condl-
tion to Mrs, Wimmer. (

DETERMINED TO HAVE REVENGE.

Wimmer said that when he had been
apprised of the facts he went down-
stales, got hig coat and hat, and duter-
mined that he would have his revenge.
He then went up-town In search of Sum-

uel Thalhimer, He walked poast Thal-
himer's father's store, on Broad sireet,
but found it elosed. Meeting a smnil

boy near by, he asked him where Mr.
Thalhimer lived. The lad sald that he
would show Wimmer. They had not
gone far together, when the boy sald:
“There he i5, now.” Wimmer sald that
when he saw the young, mian he caught
him by the shoulder and sald, “You
have rulned my daughter.” Wimmer de-
clared that the young man's reply wis:
"“Who do you menn—Kda? Well, I &
have, P'll pay for It.” “With that,” con-
tinued the prigoner, I slapped the kolfe
fnto him, wnd kept on stabbing him. 1
do not know how many times 1 eut him.
When he staggered off 1 was satisfled
that T had avenged my daughter's In-
Jurlesn” The witnéss sald that he then
turned to look for a policeman, and de-
soribed his meeting with OfMleer Mattern,
on Sixth street,

On his cross-examination by Mr. Rich-
ardson the accused did not wary much
from his direct testimony. He denied
having whetted his knlfe on a brick or
rovk before golng out to look for Thal-
himer, and also denied that he went Into
n pawnhroker's place on lower Main
street to purchuse a revolver on the day
of the killing. He sald that he had a
pistpl at home at that time,

TESTIMONY OF THE GIRL,

When the prisoner bhad concluded his
testimony 1da May Wimmer, the girl
alleged to have been dishonored by
young Thalhlmer, was called, and one
of the most pathetle acenes ever wit-
nessged In o court-room was enacted. The
frall lttle creature was led to the wit- |
ness-stand by Officers Welsiger and John-
ston, and when she first began  her
story she almost broke dewn. Her
statement wns somewhat Incoherent, and
very pathetle. 8She was examined by
Mr. Emith, and gave her age and name.
She corroborated a part of her father's
testimony. She sald she met Thalbimer
last November, and that he had beon
to see her several times
