IN ZERO WEATHER.

Professor Nason's FPerllons Trip to
Civillzation from n Mine on lh-.
Columbix River on Snow-Shoes

fiver Three Feet of Snow.

{New York Sun.)

At this end of the line one hears o
great deal about the glorles and gains
of gold hunting in the new parts of the
West, where thers s real zold to be
hunted. It would scem to be all ro-
mance, nnd rewards, and red fannel
shirts, Undoubtedly the red fAannel
thirts are thers, giso the romance and
rewards, but wlong with them there
comes an amount of misery and hard-
ship diffleult for one who has never been
«<yond  tha reéach of telegraphs and
raliroads 1o esttmate. At the other
end of the line they know all about these
hardships, but they Lkeep them to
themsalves. It s only occaslonnlly that
some rolurning traveller (there are a
good many travellers there who nelther
return nor stay, but just perish, owing
to the exigencies of the situation), tells
something of the bitter slde of gold
mining., Une of those who has been fors
tunitte etough to get back intact is Pro-
fessor Frank L. Nason, of New Bruns-
wick, who I8 now spending the holiduys
In that eity with his family.

Professor Nuson wus formerly con-
i nected with Rutgers College, but severed
bis conuection te enter the employ
ot the Columbia Hydraulic Mining
Lompany, the mines of which are in
British Columbia, about sixty miles
rorth of Hevelstoke, the mnearest radl-
way stitlon, Heference to the map of
Pritieh Columbly will show Revelstoke
to be 1M miles north of ths United
:zl_r..-ms ling, and wbout 1 miles from
the eastern boundary of British Colum-
b n a country mnde up chiefly of
1 uns and the Columbia river. The

mines are direetly up the river, In a
locality known as the lilg Bend Dis-
triet, because there the river makes a

| This left Professor Nason with the
choice of carrying his own packs to Revel-
stolie or staying at the mines on short
ratlons until the new year, when the
river would probably be closed, exospt
at the raplds, where it never freezes, und
passage over the ice would be compara-
tively easy If he started he would have
to follow the trall, a cleared track run-
ning through the thick forest Leside the
river, in some places léading along the
gldes of precipitovs cliffs which want
straight up into the clouds and on, a
helght of 5,000 feet. It s not the kind
of path that one would chooae for aquikt
saunter even in summer, and burled under
three fect of snow it r.l,'vd‘-hln-l exirome
AdlMeulties and dangers.  Had the river
been navigable It would have been a
simple, though dangerous, matter—for the
stream 18 full of raplds—to drift down to
Revelstoke, carrylng over the bad places.

On November 2th the party sta ried out,
cach man cerrying his pack of about
forty pounds.

| ordinary suits of clodking without over-

eonte, as overcoats would be both too
| heavy and too lkely to induce perspiru-
tion, which, In that temperature, Is apt
to ireeze upon the skin; heavy woollen
socks over which and over the trousers
were drawn double Dutch stockings up
to the knees, wnd duckskin moccasins.
Kach man carrisd smowshoes, although
at the start the snow was too soft to ad-
mit of thelr use. The atory of the trip
down wan told thus by Professor Nason
to & Sun reporter;

Lo & resorter:

“The frst elght miles we floundered
through in four hours, which was guod
time for that trip, as we afterward found
out, nlthough at the time we considered
it dlsguétingly slow progress. It was
lightning express to what we made in the
afternoon, when we got Into a long canon
aboye some raplds. There the trall led
along the side of banks which rose at an
angle of about 46 degrees, and the walking
with a forty-pound pack on one’s should-
ords was, as they say here, somewhat
sloppy under fool. We averagsd about
half 4 mile an hour, which would be fulr
time for a mud-turtle, I should judge.
It got 8o bad finally that one of the men

“The last two to start nlong the strip
wore a blg Swade and mysell, the Swede
going first.

He hadn't got more. than half
way neross when down he went through
the lua, and before I could turn and jump,
Hown I went, too, Right there I proved
tyself a financier of no little ability, for
1 flung the geld-dust Into Lhe snow on
the bunk bafore I as much as grabbed at
the lee to save mysell. The feellng of
that icy water put energy and strungth
into me for the moment, and I dragged
wmyself up on the lce In a second, but
the Swede was (oo heavy to do that, and
we had a hard time getting him out, us
the fco kept breaking. As each plece
roke off, it glided down, and was thrash-
e to pleces In the small rTuplds just
below, o process somewhat ohllling to
contemplate, If it had been possible for
us to be any more chilled than we were.

“You probubly have never undergone a
dieking, with the thermometer at 4 de-
grees below zero, and no sheltor within
two days' Journey. It I8 discouraging.

a bake In the woods after the first tingle

gold would havae been. At 4 o'clock thut
afternoon we found a plice for a camp,
bullt # fire, and sat around, eating frogen
bread and drinking ten, Our camp Was
rucher a primitve affair, as we had no
time to bulld a shelter. All there waa
to it wae the holiow melted out in the
#now by tha flames, and a few blankets
hung up on stakes to act a8 reflectors,
To begin with, out fire was bullt on the
snow, but it rapldly melted ts woy three
feet down to the ground, and there we
wera in a moderately dry hollow, for
the ground never freezes up there, owlng
to the heavy blanket of snow which al-
ways comes before the severe ocold] and,
congequently, the water from the melted
snow was rapidly absorbed. Within our
| 1ittle nest the temperature got up to be-
| tween 35 and 4 degrees, while outside
It was 24 below a2ero. Four of our men
had thelr feet frozen, amd when they
thawed out, thelr toss began to change
color., One man's toes turned complete-
ly black, and in the morning he deciarad
that he couldn't walk., and would stay
there, to teke his chance of life or death
until we could get to civillzatlon, and
gsend wome one back for him, This was
out of the question. however. We rubbed
his feet with whiskey and bandaged them
with strips of blanket, which we tore up,
and he was able to go on with us, ale
though he suffered conslderable paln.
“That day we had & bad time [u the
eanon by Death Raplds and
Rapids, which are only a couple of miles
apart, ‘Thers Is some gruesome history,
by the way., connected with those names.
Many years sgo o purty of settlers in
chargs of three priests came down the
the

river in a large poat. Just above
rupids the boat eaught on n rock and up-
gct, and the three pricsts, impeded by

thelr cassocks, were swept nto the rapids
and drowned, A few years later there oc-
eureed the more dreadful  tragedy ut
Death Raplds, which gave the piace Its
pname, A party of thirty-ome man, wo-
men, snd chitidren left Fort Bteels, snd
wont down the river tn a blg barge, look-
Ing for a place to settle. Above Death
Hapida 1a o small rapld called Steamboat
HitMe, which Is not dangerops to & stout
boat, and this the settlers went through
| in snfety. Just below s an abrupt point
| of rocks which comgletely shiats out ths
sight of the terrible Death Rapids, The
ronr of the rapids was obscured by the
noiwe of the riffle which they had just
passed, and they knew nothing of their
danger untll they swept clear of the point
of rocks and weare rushing with irresisti-
ble force down upon the broken water aid

he jagged rocks, Out of the entire party
of thirty-one not one eseaped. The French
gave the raplds the noume Dalle la Mort,
which was transiated by the English
comers luter into Death Rapids. Since
the first disaster hardly n year has
passad, desplite the sparseness of the pop-
ulation in that reglon, Lut soms vietim
has been beaten to death in the pounding
rapids. Only two years ago a boat-lond
of seventesn miners went into the rapids
and sixteen of them never came out allve,
The seventeenth managed ro ¢ling to a
rock at the hend of the rayWs, [ belleve,
and was rescusd, 1 know of no other
witer o absolutely treacharous as the
Columbla river at this point.

“IDut T am wandering from the trail,
It was hard enough to keep It then, 1
can assure you. A thin crust had formed
on the snow, upon which we undertook
to travel with snow-shoes, and It was one
of the most exensperating and diahcartens-
Ing attempts at progress that I bhave
ever made. BEvery balf dozen steps the
crust would break through, and down
would go the snow-shoe two fect Into the
soft snow below, whereupon there was
nothing to do but to slip off the shos,
erawl out of the hole, frequently only to
break through agaln immedintely, and try
to get the shoe on as best you could.
Though it was 20 degrees below zéro and
a brisk breezo was blowing through the
eanoa, we were recking with perspiri-
tion before we had gone a quarter of 4
mile, It took us three hours Lo go two
miles over and through that crust, and
then we had o different kind of work,
but an equally hard Kind and more dan-
gerous, for the trail Jed us along this side
of n steep bank where a misstep would
mean a short, swift coast dowu the fcy
crust and a finish In the river, In places
we had to cut steps nlong the bank, and
even at that thers were many ticklish
| spots. Ambling along an icy Inclinad
plane, with o forty-pound pack for handl-
cap, and a particularly cold death a few
rods below, makes & man wish that he
had taken a course of tight-rope walking
In the days of his youth., None of our
party, however, made any errors, and we
presently came to a place where the trail
led ncross the river. At that particular
point there wis open water, so we jour-
neyed along until we came®o & stretch
of rather bad-looking lee, which was,
however, better than it looked, as it bore
us safely over. This was about noon
on the 21st. We found a shack with an
old firepluce In it on the other side of the
river, and there we melted out and cooked
somé bacon, by virtue of which we col-
lected enough energy to push on and
rench Boyd's place at 6 o'clock,

“To say that we were tired out
doesn’t express any part of mm
That night and the next d the
following night I alternated betweon pro-
found slumber and light dozes, awaking
from the latter long enough to eat at
frequent Intervals, Hy the morning of
the 24 we were feeling pretty good
agaln, even the men who had frozen thelr
feet expressing thelr fitness for travel.
8o we set out and tramped all day, end-
