The uleyele In itsel has won lis way
to permanent fame and usage us & vehicle
for the conveyance of a dlspatch bearer.
It s no exaggeration to say that for
years to comae, or until there has been &
wir between clvilized natlons to glve
proof, the use of the wheel for trans-
porting troops would have been a bone
of contention over which military oficers
would have argued Ingessantly. As It is,
the motor ‘eycle has solved the problem.

It might be sald by quibblers that the
new ‘cyele Is not up to date, because the
motive power is gasoline, rather than
electricity, This Is unfalr, boécause elec-
trielty for such use—for bicycles or motor
‘eyeles—is only In the experimental stage.
While It Is true that there s sufficient
power to be obtained by electricity to
drive the motor 'cycle or any other mi-
chine, there confronts one the old prob-
lem of the stornge battery. This latter
has pever proved successful for continusd
propulsion, The motor ‘eycle for war
must be run on a basis of absolute cer-
tainty. This is why M. Francols I'Here-
any. the inventor, says gasoline was used
by him.

The methed of conveying an amount of
gusoline suffielent to supply the various
machines 18 as thoroughly modern as the
machines (hemselves. It 15 a tank, very
much llke those with which we are all
fismiliar, mounted upon A
wagon, which s alzo driven by a gnsoline
motor.
