This notice was In the form of a
printed slip enclosed in the envelope of
cuch printer when he recelved his week-
ly salury Wednesday evening, In this
slip the firm says: “Owing to the long-
continued perlod of depression In our
business we have been forced to the con-
cluslon that some reorgunization of the
snme |8 neoessary. in making a onreful
wxnmination through the various depart-
ments, we have been especiuily struck

with the fact that the amount
puid to  compositors by us in
the past fs Just 15 per cent. high

than the nverage paid throughout the

entire Unlted States for the same cluss
of work, taking the amounts reported
by the secretaries of the local unions to
the International Typogruphical Unlon
a5 o hasls, We find that this differdnce
In woies handicaps all of our effort to
secure work from out-uf-town points—
we  during the past yenr having eatl-
mated for over $IT0% worth of work
which we never received, and a large
percentage of which we belleve we lost
because of the advantiage had over us
by bther polnts where a lower price for
compo=ition. prevalls,”

This proposed cut only applied to the
eight men employed In the composing-
room, where up to this time the union
gcrlo of prices has abtained. Of thewe
oight, three wturnel to work yesterday
and five didl not. Throe new men were
put on and two more huve bhen en-
