Charles 1, Epps as dead, He wns n
man of towering statura and, when in
health, of uncommonly great strength,
Nature seemed to have fashioned his
body to reslst the storms of a century,
The employment that had engnged his
enrly manhood hill hardened his muscles
and seasoned him for his four ycars'
campaigning In the Confedernte army.

Nelther fn the Blues, nor In the Forty-
gixth Negiment of virginia Infantry, to
which the Dlucs belonged, was there any
taller man, nor any more cheertul, will-
ing, or couragceous goldler than he. His
honorable record ns & non-commiasioned
officer and his commanding appearance
led to his appointment ng the regimental
color-bearer, This was a position of
ense at all times—except when bullets
were fiying. Then It was o poaition In
the very maelstrom of danger. So In due
course he met with the usual fate of our
color-bedrers, and was shot down by
the enemy. The war ended whilst he
was wounded and a prisoner in the hands
of the Federals at City Polnt.

For more than thirty years past the
decensed had been prominent in the ad-
minlstration of justice here—first as a
captain in the police force, and latterly
ns City Bergeant. He was an excellent
officer.
