If the control of legislation Is so highly
profitable and important to the money
power, it will be an lrrepurable calamity
to the tolling masses to lose It. If the
popular government win,
they In turn, still less than the money
POWEr, can rest einsy in the vietory with
the organic law remaining as it is Ex -
rienice has shown its weakness and its in-
sufficiency. There are many points requir-
ing amendments, It would be tedious, per-
hapa beyond my power, to point oul any
except the most obvious, The election of
United Btates senators by St legisla-
tures has been §o often # perversion of
the popular cholee and a ecoboes-
slon ta corporation influences  that
the publie sentiment to confer upon the
people of ench State, inztead of its Laogls-
lature, the election of its Federal senators
8 confined to no party and to no section.
The bill to amend the Constitution in that
reapect has passed the lower house of
Congress more than onee, and once, ut
jeast, by a unanimous vete. The corpora-
tions have so far been able to prevent Its
poassnge by the Senute ltself. The Federal
.Iudiclurt', by Its mode of appolntment,
especlally laye itself open to the grasp ot
great monopolfes and combinations, whose
influence in such matters Is asserted to
have become nlmost irresistible of recent
vears, The life tenure of office, plucing
the occeupants of the Federal bench be-
yond reach of public compluint, if their
trust is abused, and the finality of their
power as interpreters of the Constitution
and statutes, combine to make it essen-
tial te the great monopolies to control
the appolntments in (his brunch of the
government, There are unquestionally

many able and spotiess men on the l“l-llt'-'

raul bench to-day, but It has been asserted,
and it must be confessed, that It is ra-
pluly becoming the rule to fill such posi-
tions with men whose life work has been
that of counsel for grent corporations, nnd
whose entire training 18 calealated to bias
them upon all questions upon which cor-
poriation Interests and popular rights musg
clagsh. One of the Incklents of the coming
struggle will be a deiermined effort to
make the Federal judges elective by the
poople of their respective districts and
cireults, and for a term of yeuars.
