The called council of the Episcopal
Church of Virginia met last ‘Wednesday,
June 0th, in Bt James church and
elected Hev. Robert A. Gibson, D, D, of
Cineinnat!, O., to be Bishop Coadjutor
of this diocese, The election was on the
fifth ballot, and on motion it was de-
clared unanimous on the part of the

lalty.

Dr. Gibson was born in Petershurs
Va., is the son of the best-known and
most beloved clergymun that ever lved
In Virginia—that godly man, whose very
presence was a benediction—the Hev. Dr.
Churchill J. Gibson, of Grace church,
Petersburg. It is worthy of notice here
that for many years a large number
of the clergy and laymen of Yirginia
looked forward to the elevation of Dr.
Churchill J. Glbson to the office of
Bishop, but he passed from earth 1o
Heaven, and now the honor has been
placed on his worthy son.

FITTED FOR THE PLACE,

it was the geoeral opinfon expressed at
the council that Dr, Gibson would fill
the vacancy ecaused by the death of
Bishop Newton perhaps better than any
other cletgyman mnamed, and In &
marked way he will be most accepta-
ble to*the country churches; and as Vir-
ginla s now a rural diocese Iln A mea-
sure, the fitness of a  bishop for the
country was worthy of consideration.

Dr. Gibson comes # the full vigor of
manhood, being 46 years old, blessed
with good health, and by inhoritance, a
most charming gentleman in manner,
full of the milk of human kindness, and
able to express and show his love for
hjs fellow man.

Dr. Gibson, In coming back to Rich-
mond, will find many of his old people,
for he was assistant rector of 8t, James
church under Dr. Joshua Peterkin, and
had special charge of the chapel, now
Holy Trinity church, and as he travels
over the Diocese of Virzlnia ba will be
at home, ln every parigh, for he is well
known from one end of it to the other.

HI3 ARMY RECORD.

When o boy he went into the Con-
tederate army, served with honor, and
returned to active life to give the balance

of his days in the army of Josus's
Church. DBishop Peterkin, of West Vir-
ginia, knowing the true worth and

ability, of Dr. Gibson, invited him to the
