Alsace-Lorraine and the French republic,
and will demand mitlsfactlon for the ex¬

cesses committed before the German Em¬

bassy In Paris on the evening of Presi¬

dent Faure's return from his visit to

Russia, may or may not be true.

In their delirium of Joy over the

Franco-Russian alliance, both are not

only, as a cablegram ruts it, distinctly
more resolute In their attitude towards
O.rmany than they were before the Czar

uttered the magic word, but are even In¬

clined to tpunt the Germans.
Wo are not of those who believe that

young William longs for nn opportunity
to Jump, booted and spurred, upon
France. Since he succeeded to power
he has on several occasions shown that
he would rather avoid than provoke a

goarra] with his French neighbors. In¬
deed, we nre told that even In the pres¬
ent Instance the German Government
has displayed unusual consideration for
France. A Berlin telegram says tBttl
the anniversary of the battle of Sedan
was celebrated there willi much loss en¬

thusiasm .han common, the evident de¬

sire being to divest thc anniversary of all

elements Irritating to France.
