c} eable vidue, or be ndjusted by In-

raational agreement, or by such safe-
guards of legislution as shall ensure the
muaintenance of parity of the two metals,
and the equal power of every dollar at
nil timeg In the markets and In the pay-
ment of dobta."

It will be geen from the perusal of this
declaratlon that gold and gilver were to
be colned “without diseriminating agalnet
¢lther metal or charge for mintage.'”
What {s this but free colnage? The ad-
justment by internatlonal agreement 1s
not put ns the sole method of maln-
taining parity, but as an alternative me-

thod, and as an alternative method not
only ne ihing, but 1o two things,
thg fix being  “the equnl Intrinsie

anfi exchungeable value,” and the sccond
bolneg the *safeguards of legislation™ re-
ferred to. In one way or the other way—
In soma one of three different wnys—
yea, any way, we were to have the coin-
agn of bhoth metals (1) without discrimi-
nating against clther (2 without charge
for mintage, and both the gold and sil-
ver colned waore to be “standard money
af the country.” What did the Cleve-
Innd  Administration do to redeem tnat
pledge? Not a thing. And how = that
pledge reconcilable with the platform of
Palmer and Buckner, upon which Gov-
ernor O'Ferrall supported them, which
declared for the adoption of gold, only,
v n etnndard of monetary measure and
ihe maintenance of silver at a parity
with gold under sultable sufeguards of
lnw'?

8o, tp conclude on this polnt, ba 1t
noted: 1. That the Governor, fresh from
the nominating ennvention, voted for free
eoinage at all the ratles, thus construlng
his platform to be In faver of it—or else
repudinting his platform and golng fol
free colnage anyway.

5. That after getting the office for
which he was a candidate, he abandoned
his party assoclates who elected him, and
who construed the platform according
to bl vote, and adopted Palmer and
Buckner and thelr single gold-standard
plutform—abandoned even the Interna-
tionnl agreement free-colnage theory to
which he now erroneously Hmits the
meaning of the national platform of 1862,

4. Further, I might show that there is
now upon the statute books of the United
dtates, In the aect repenling the Sherman
lnw, the pledge of the government of the
TUnited States—to which President Cleve-
land Is a party, for he slgned it—to which
ex-Bonator Palmer and Governor O'Fer-
rall are both parties, for they voted for
it after Governor O'Ferrall’s nomination—
A pledge to “continue the use of both

gold and silver as STANDARD money,
and to eoin both gold and sliver into
money with equal Intrinsic and ex-

changeable value.”

And yet these are the partles who ara
now harping on the gold standard, and
gome of them talking about the Incon=-
glstencies of thelr assoclates who have
not followed them in thelr devious zlg-
zag paths.

“gecretary Blackwell has been Super-
intendent of the Public Schools of Nor-
folk, Va., and a teacher In the "Webster
fchool' and the Atlantie Colleglate In-
stitute, He has also written a bried
text-book on the ‘Art of Expresglon la-
deed, ps lecturer and orator, on special
oecasions, he has always been very poj
tnr, and h!s work in this fleld has evoked
the commendation of hoth press and pub-
Yie,  In 1875 he entered the ministry of
the ‘Digciples.” His pastorates were at
Brooklyn, N. Y.: Norfolk, Va,, where he
bullt thelr church; at 8t Loulz. Mo.; at
Chicago, where, under hls influence, the
sontral Church of Christ' was built, and
atl Augusia, Ga,

sdix years ago he enlered the Baptist
ministry at Norfellr, Va., and has since
then been pastor at Elizabeth Clty, N, C.

Never Sald What He Is Charged with
Snying About President Davis,

Heocontly there was printed a  letler
from Professor Miles, of Radford, Va.,
in which the following occurred:

Ona of the summer normal Institutes
for the State teachers was held in Rad-
ford this past July. A Mr. Frank O.
Payne, of Glen Cove, L. I,, was employad
by Superintendent Massey ns one of the
Instructors—a teacher for teachers, This
Mr. Payne, in wriling back home to his
town paper, the Gien Covae HMarbor
Lights, In a letter dated Bast Radford,
July 10, 1807, made thls remarkable state-
ment, among other remarkable state-
ments;

“Nowhere have I seen any pleture of
‘Jeft.' Davis, and the history lecturer
here toid me that ‘Jeff.' Davis Is coming
to be consldered a man of the type of
Aaron Burr and Benediet Arnold, Time

This led to resolutions being intre-

duced In Les Camp, Bons of Confaderate
Veterans, censuring Superintendent-of-
Public-Instruction, Hon, John E, Massey,
who, In a reply through the Dispatch,
sald:

The teacher of history at Radford
was not a northern man, but a Mr, But-
ton, of Culpeper, Va., whose loyalty to
the South or ita heroes 1 never heard
questioned. Had I supposed he enter-
tained such oplnions of the heroes of
the “Lost Cause” as he Is reported to
have expressed, he would never have
been employed by me.

Mr. Button was then asked by the Dis-
patch to give his explanation of the mat-
ter, and yesterday the Dispatch recelved
the following letter from him:

Clnimed 1o Be Accldeninl=An Earth-
quinke Shoek,
WYTHEVILLE, VA, September 4.—
(Bpeclal.)—A distinet earthquake shock
wiia felt here this mornine at 6 o'clock.

FRANCO-RUSSIAN ENTENTE FROM
ENGLISH POINT OF VIEW,

CENTRE OF GRAVITY NOW RUSSIA,

Simplicity of Liviag of the Czar and
Crarina—¥Manoeuvres of Earopean
Armien=The “New Moses"=Dicyecle=-

Ploomer Demonstration,

LONDON, September é—Public atten-
tion still centres In the dual alllance,
though It has been interrupted by the
shoutings of Emperor Willlam, of Ger-
many., BEngland remains apathetie, In
spite of the fact that the centre of gravity
in Buropean affairs hias been shifted o
Bt. Petevsburg.

Commenting upon the political situa-
tion, the Spectator remarks: “The closer
wo look Into the details of the arrange-

ments binding Kurope, the clearer it be-
comes that no one of the various Powers
onn move without Russia. In some way
or other, every Power except Russia Is
bound, elther by express agroement or by
interest, not to alter the status quo.”

Queen Victoria and the Marquis of
Salisbuty, though fully aware of the
French jenlousy of England, placa great
reliance upon the clear-cut, English-tend-
ing influence of the Czarina over the
Czar, and bolieve the alllance really makes
for peace, Germany findg solace in Em-
peror Willlam's remarks: VAt St Peters-
burg, according to my conviction, we
skimmed the cream.'” Prince Bismarck,
too, I8 soothing German susceplibilities
by explaining the weakness of the mean-
ing of the words employed by the Czar.

In France, particularly in Parls, the
delirium contlnues. Russinn names are
given to every possible article of fashion
and luxury; the streets, still gay witn
Russian colors, will be rebaptized; wher-
ever men see pletures of fhe Csar they
1ift thelr hats, and the status of Stras-
burg, on the Place de la Concorde, 18
dilly decorated with flornl wreaths, in
response to the mimost universal convie-
tlon that Rusela means to compel Stras-
burg's restoration,

President Fuaure Is quite delighting
Paris with the gossip of tha Russlan
Court. What astonished him most was
the Informal und entirely unaffected
manners of the Emperor and Empress,
The Imperial couple, he explains, lve
exnetly like privats people, In a small
cottage, with thelr children, dogs, mnd
photographs about. The Czar dislikes a
military escort near him, goes about
practically unattended, and s Immense-
Iy popular with the people. This last
stutemont I8 confirmed by the recep-
tlon his Majesty met with at Warsaw
this week. Thera the Poles seem to
hitve glven him a mest hearty welcome,
and in political circles much Impor-
tunce |8 attuched to his Majesty's visit
to Poland.

ARMY MANOEUVRES.

Between the intervals of the universal
ghouting for peace, the heads of the
various nations have been buay perfect-
Inz the effectiveness of thelr armles by
autumn mancéuvres. Emperor Willlim
paraded an army corps at Coblents,
Wurzhurg, and Nuromburg, upon the
oocnslon of hin visits to those citles,
and to-day, at Homburg, his Majesty
paraded four armed corps before him-
self, ths Empress, the King and Queen
of Italy, the King of Saxony, the King
of Wurtemburg, the Prince Regent of
Bavarin, tha Grand Duke Nicholas, of
Fussia, the Duke and Duchess of Con-
naught, the Duke of Cambridge, the
Prince and Princess Henry of Prusaia,
and many other notahilities, The army
manocuvres proper do mot begln until
Mouday next. The Germans have aec-
tually mobilized a larger forco than
they had on the French border in 180
within ten days of the declaration of
war, and the troops are in the very po-
glitons they wonld occupy I netually
mobilized for war to-day.

Though Grmy manoeuyres on a grand
seale are occurring In the Crimea, the
(Czar, at the Worsaw manoeuvres will
witness the operatlons of 460 officers
and 122,000 men. The manoeuvres will
ba particularly directed towards solving
the &Mculty of supplying the troops
with hot food in the fleld, and improving
the bicycle, postal, telegraph, and am-
bulance services,

The French army manocuvres, which
will bo held Iy the north of Froace, will
bring two armed corps together,

The British army manosuvres, which
were finlshed to-day, near Arundel, and
which furnished Instruction to 20,000 men,
have not called forth any partieualar coms-
menis from the milltary eritics, except
eomalaints of the prescuce of 100 many
