"General Fitz Lee reached New York
from Habana yesterday, but though dill-
gently questioned upon the subject, he
has not yet sinted whether or not he ex-

ality of all present laws affecting the
Civil Service Compmission. Attorney-
General McKenna has resolved that
if possible, the case of Wood,
the Superintendent of the Rallway
Mnifl Service, stationed at Louls-
ville, who seeks to enjoin . Post-
master-General Gary and  First-Assist-
ant-Postmaster-General Heath from re-
moving him from office, ghall be taken
up to the Supreme Court. The case comes
up In the local court next Saturday.
In the event that the case goes agalnst
the government, it will be taken atl once
to the Supreme Court. Should the gov-
ernment succeed, then, on the first
vcension of a defeat in a simllar case,
an appeal will be taken and an opinion
gought from the final tribunal of this
country, ‘The correspondent Jfurther
says:

The Post-Office Department s almost
overwhelmed by cases of this kind, Ever
gince President McKinley issued hls or-
ders forbldding removals in the classl-
fied service, unless for causc, post-
masters and other officlals in the postal
gervice are declining to surrender thelr
positions to their successors, and are in-
sisting on remaining in office until the
explration of their terms, The usual proce-

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NEW YORK POLITICS.

It is believed by soms of the leading
politicians of New York that the llon.
Thomas Croker, who has just returned
from Europe, will run for Mayor of Great
er New York. It is hinted, that Mr.
Bryan will lend his good to Tam-
many so to arrange matters that during
the coming municipal eampaign the cur-
rency question shall not be brought into
fssue. How this Is to be done ls not
clear to outsiders, but it is generally con-

‘ceded that there are some mighty shrewd

and far-seeing politicians among the Tam-
manyltes. Tt Is sald that If Mr Bryan
will further this scheme he will lose no-
thing when the presidential vote comes to
be taken In 1900,

If the Democrats of New York should
be able to “get together” for the coming
great campalgn, it fs more than the Re-
publicans seem likely to do. Mayor Strong
Is out of favor, and will not be conshi-
ered In the making of the nominatlon.
Who the Republican candidate will he
the Hon. Tom Platt, party boss, only¥
knows, and at present he will tell no one
hig secret. But certain it Is that he will
have none of Professor Seth Low, who
has been nominated ans a candldate by
the “Citizens' Union.,” This union s for
the most part composed of men who con-
glder themselves too good for either of
the two old parties.

One of the ghildren of
the nccused testified that he heard his
mother's volce since the date "of hor dis-
appearance. A chemist has testified that
he sold to Luetgert u barrel of potish
and H pounds of arsenie, But it appears
that the potash was regulerly u=ed In the
factory for the manufactore of soap, and
It I8 inconcelvable that 50 pounds of arse-
nle was bought to polson one perdon.

One of the most unusual featurea of
the case §8 the experiment upon two dead
budies—one by Lhe S , and one by the
defence. Tha defence subjected the body
e d by
the State to have destrdyed the body of
Mrs. Luetgert. A body waa procured from
a medical college and bolled for four and
a half hours In the vol In Luetgert’s fue-
tory, and In a solution of a barrel of
caustle potash in water, At the end of
the trial the bedy had not been entively
disintegrated, The skull remalned Intact,
as well as the other heavier bones of the
skeleton, The faflure to deatroy this body,
the Btate will claim, was Jdue to the neg-
leet to cover the vat while the bolling
wis golng on. The prosecution nlso has
conducted a similar experiment in 18
own behalf,

The question has been ralsed whether
Luetgert, who appears to be rather a duil
man., could have so nearly succeede d in
destroying the body, all except one (ocih.
1If he was shrewd enough for this, and
left no traces of buttons or other gndisso-
luble artieles which a woman usuaily
wears, why was he go stupid as to lcave
the rings on the woman's fingers?

(8pecinl.)~The twenty-elghth annual fair
of the Bhenandoah Valley Agricultural
Hoclety, which takea place hére on Sep-
tember 14th, 15th, 16th, and 17th, pro-
mises to eclipse any previous meeting of
the soclety held In recent years. The
