HOW VICTORIA FELL.

HADANA, September 10.—OGeneral Tugue

“On Beptember Gth the garrison of Vie-
torla de las Tunas s=urrendered to the
rebels, who have since returied in ex?
change for an equal number the military
commander, thres officers, and seventy-
five soldiers., The Intter have been placed
under arrest, and will be ealled upon to
prove that they complled with the mil-
tary regulitions of the garrison.

“SBimultaneously, two columns of
men, assisted by warships, engaged the
Insurgents at Tazajeras la Juba, Flores
la Fascondlda, and Loma de lax Aglces,
destroying the towns of Tagajeras and
Bijura, which were in the hands of the
eneray. The troops also captured a fire-
arms factory at Deleite, During theas
engagements forty-seven of the ¢nemy
were killed."

AT LEAST THIRTY PERSONS KILLED.

Many Taken Out of the Debris, Suf-

fering from Serious Injurles—

Number of Dead Can Never Be

Positively Ascerinined,

NEWCASTLE, COL, September 10.—
The worst wreck In the history of Colo-
rado occurred at 12:3% thils afternoon, on
the Denver and Rlo Grande and the Colo-
rado Midland rallroads, one and a half
miles west of here. After twelve hours'
work, It is impossible to more than es-
timate the loss of life, and not even
those known to be dead have been ldenti-
fied. Many of the unfortunates wiil
never be known, and it is possible that
the number kliled will always be In
doubt, From.the best Information, fully
thirty persons are belleved to have per-
fshed, while 15 were taken out of the
wreck suffering from sgerious injuries.

The wreck wes caused by a head-end
collision between 8 Denver and Hlo
Grande passenger traln, running at the
rpte of forty miles an hour, and a spe-
cinl Colorado Midland stock traln, run-
ning at thirty miles. 8o terrific wan
the conecussion that both engines, the
baggnge and express cars, the &moker,
the day eodch, and two stock cars were
totally demolighed, and the track torn
ujt for roda In both directions, To add
to the horror of the scene, the wreck
caught fire from an exploslon of a
“Ploch-gas” tank, and the fire burned so
rapidly that many passengers pinned be-
neath the debris were burned to death,

The most generally accepted theory as
to the cause of the wreck seergs to be
thint Conductor Burbank, of the Midland
speclal, anticlpating the time of the pas-
senger, undertook to “steal o station™
and beat the passenger into Newcasile,
Burbank escaped uninjured, and upon
orders from Coroner Clark, has been

pleced under arrest by the Sheriff, Mid-
innd-Englueer Ostrander is missing, and

Seeretary Wiison's Investigntions—
The Honge Horse,

James Wilzon, Secretiury of Agriculture,
has retorned from a trip through the
Western States, where he has been ine
vestigating the systems of lrrigation 1n
Weatern Nebrangkn, Colorado, Wyoming,
Utah, part of Idaho, Montana, and North
Dakotys, and the result of his observations
will be frought with Interest to western
agriculturists. He has gone into the ques-
tion of the condition of the range horse,
He hopes to make the animal capable of
competing with the horses of Europe. In
an interview In Chicago he =ald:

“The principal object of my trip through
these Sintes woas to  asceriain to what
extent they could add to the animal pro-
duction by further (rrigation, During the
course of my observations 1| have found
that these Stntes huave already used up
the waters in many disteicts without be-
ing able to firrigate the bottom lands.
They are now agiteting the theory ot
damming the waters in winter. Various
me= are on foot to bring this ¢

ne advoente the ke that the gover
ment should tnke up the matter and p
for the cost of damming. Some think the
State governments should begin the work.

Ing the stock In the East, Myverything
points to a ronewed activity in agricui-
ture In these States,
