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FEVER IN ATLANTA.

CASE OF YELLOW-JACK REPORTED
BY BOARD OF HEALTH.

PATIENT A REFUG:ER FROM MOBILE.

Attack a Mild Ome, However, and
no Danger of Spread of Disease In
Gate Clty Is Apprehended=A Case
in Texans,

ATLANTA, GA. BSeptember 23.—The
Board of Health of Atlanta announced to-~
day that Carrle Fleming, 14 years old,
who refugeed from Mobile with her
father and mother, and who ls stopping
at a boarding-house at No. 119 Auburn
avenue, Is suffering with yellow-fever.

The Board of Health met to-night and
Issued the following statement:

“In view of the fact that the Hoard ot
Health has promised to say freely and
frankly to the public the exact status ot
yellow-fever in Atlanta, we deem It our
duty to publish the following statement;

“On the 16th instant there came to At-
lanta from Mobile a young girl, Carrie
Fleming, accompanied by her father and
mother. On the 20th instant she was
taken sick, was seen by some physician
whose name I8 rnkoown to the board on
Monday, who ealled agaln next day,
found her better, and dismissed the case,
On Wednesday, the 24, Dr, T. D. Longi-
no was called In, and consldered the case
rather suspiclious. Dr, J, C. Olmstead
was called in this evening, and In con-
Junction with Dr, Longino made a positive
dingnosis of yellow-fever,

“The case seems to be very mild, ana
the indleations point to recovery. The
piatient, her father, and her mother, and
other individuals from Mobile who were
In the house, have been placed under
strict quarantine, The Board of Health
does not conslder that there is the least
danger of any Atlantian or individuals
not exposed In Infected clties catehing the
disease, nor 18 It surprised at the develop-
ment of this case, having anticipated that
such sporadic cases would occur.”

THE LUETGERT TRIAL,

Testimony That Mrs, Luetgert Was
Seen After May Ist,
CHICAGO, SBeptember 23 —Viewed from
various standpoints, to-day’'s proceed-
ings in the Luetgert murder trial werd
the most remarkable that have oecurred
within three weeks, In the face of the
gensational circumstantial evidence pro-
duced to prove that Mra Luetgert met
death In her husband's sausage-factory
on May 1st, three witnesses teadified to-
day that they saw the womun alive on
May 34 and 4th. One of these witnesses
talked to her, and belleved from a de-
seription and a  photograph of  Mrs,
Luetgert that the woman he saw was
Mrs, Luetgert. This witness was Matt,
J. Bholey, a barkeeper at the Hotel
Maple, Kenosha, Wis, He sald he saw
n strange woman at the Hotel Maple on
the evening of May 3d. He talked with
her nenrly ten minuies. She asked to
be directed to the farm of one Muller
in the neighborhood, but as no  one
seemed to know of such a person, the

woman left on the following day.
Sholey agaln saw the woman, He de-
seribed  her  general  appearance  and
eclothing, and identified a photograph of
Mrs, Luetgert as that of the woman ha
saw. Om cross-examination by State's-
Attorney Depeen, Witness Bholey at
first fixed the welght of the woman he
saw At 150 or 140 pounds, Then he hesi-
and

tated, salidl he had gol mixed up,
romarked that the womnn welghed 115
to 118 pounds, which was about Mrs,

Luetgert's welght. This hesitation and
correction was made much of by the
prosecution, which Intimated that Sholey
had forgotten the welght that had pro-
bably been told him,

Expressman  Henry Felthaw, of Ke-
nosha, Wis., saw a strange woman In
the poMce station In his town on May
34, and the following day saw her at
the rallway station. He described the
woman, sald she wore a sallor hat and
alippers. The witness ldentified the ple-

ture of Mrs, Luetgert as closely resem-
bling the woman he saw,

photograph ns the pleture of a woman

he saw in his hotel on May 3l He
gnld she came Into the hotel and re-
mained ten minutes, He described the

womnn, and corroborated the evidenco
of the other witnesses,

DAMAGE TO TOBACCO CROP,

Effect of Frost in Tennessee and
Kentucky,

NASHVILLE, TENN., September Z—
Rellable advices from the tobacco couns
ties In this State show that the crop has
been serfously damaged by frost, In Ro-
bertson and adjolning countles the crop
s badly damaged. Advices from Southern
Kentucky counties also report extensive
damage, greater even than in the Tennes-
wee countles, In most Tennessee countles
conservative estimates place the crop at
about one half an average erop.
THIRTY PER CENT. OF CROP KILLED

CINCINNATI, 0., September 2.—A spe-
elal to the Enquirer from Hopkinsville,
Ky,, says: Carefully prepared estimates
of the injury done to the tobacco crop of
this sectlon of the State by the heavy
frost of the last two nlghts show that
at least 30 per cent of the crop has been
Killed, and that much damage has been

done to the remainder throughout the
rest of the dark belt.
There was an  advance of §l yes-

terday In the loecal tobacco market, and
a further advance of 50 cents to-duay.

Heports from other sections of Ken-
tucky are that the crop has been seriously
damaged, On the whole, it looks as If the
damuge in the State would be not less
than 2 to 30 per cent,
