THE MAGRUDER PORTRAIT.

As soon as the routing business had
been  disposed of Commander Warren
turned the enmp over to First-Lienten-
ant=Commander Laughton, chalrman of
the Picture-Gallery  Committee, who
weleomed the visitors, and ecalled their
attention to the pletures and buxts to
be presented. He announced that the
first portrait to be submitted was that
of Genernl John Bankhead Magruder,
and Colonel Cary, by whose order the
pleture had been painted for the camp,

made the presentation In person. The
portrait Is the ywork of Mr, W, P,
Walker

Alluding to the plcture gallery, Colonel
Cary sald it was a wise and noble con-
ception of the camp, first in organization,
as it 18 first In every movement 1o pro-
vide for the Uving Confedernte and to
honor the memory of the dead,

He had resolved, when he first heard
of the eamp's undertaking, to give to
the picture gallery the Image of ona
whose Knlghtly courtesy had erstwhile
won for him the appellation of “Prince
John," while his gallantry on the plains
of Mexico had moarked him ns one of
the favored sons of Mars, whose walor
and daring, vigilance and encrgy In the
Peninsula campalgn won for him rapld
promotlon and entitled him to rank among
the grent captains of the Confederate
cohorts.  His personul estimnte formed,
through close sworintion on the field and
i the tent, was that Muagruder was a
prince of cuavallers, displaying great
qualities of gencralship, daring yet cau-
tious, wvigilant yet patlent, conslderate
yet bold and resolute, qualities which en-
abled him In the beglnning of the cam-
palgn of '62 to hold a line of eleven miles
for several weeks with 15,000 men against
elght times their number, Colonel Cary
expressed the opinlon that the retreat
from Yorktown to the Yne of the Chicka-
hominy rivalled the Anabasls of Cyrus.
Colonel Cary's review of General Ma-
gruder's career wis most Interesting.

CAPTAIN LAME'S ACCEPTANCE,

Cuptain Lamb, who was introduced by
My. Freeman, expresged In cordial and
gincere terms the pleasure he feit in be-
ing called upon 1o recelve the portrall
of his old communder, None was more
patriotie than General Magruder, he said
On the plalos of Mexico he won his first
leurels, and then the speaker detalled
the achlevements of the gallunt soldier
and hie brillinnt successes. He spoke of
the adverse criticlsms which had been
uttered, and to which Colonel Cary had
alluded, and delalled a conversation
which had taken place between Generals
Lee and Magruder alter the battle In his
presence. He contluded his speech with an
eloguent tribute to the high character and
valor of the patriot.

At the conclusion eof Captain Lamb's
remarks, Miss Myrtle Hedford was in-
troduced and gave a spirited rendering
of “Dixie” on the piano,

PORTRAIT OF DR, M'GUIRE.

Colonel W. E. Cutshaw was then intro-
duced by Judge Minor, and presented to
the camp the portrait of Lr. Hunter Me-
Guire, medieal director and chief sur-
geon of Jackson's Corps, with the rank
of major, It wns painted by Mr. Corne-
fiug Hankins. Colone! Cutshaw sald that
{1 the latter part of 1560, it would readily
e remembered, ‘that intense excitement
prevailed in the North -wherever south-
ern men were domiciled. In Phlladel-
phia, particulariy, the feellng ran high.
There were few southérners there, but
among them were severnl hundred young
medical studenis who were there to fil
themselves for their chosen avocutions.
Among them was one who had just
graduated. and was an instructor in the
college.  These students left fn a body
and were led to Richmond by this young
doctor, and became the finest medical
staff that any army had ever boasted.
The professor was Dr. Hunter MeGuire.
He took service at Harper's Ferry, and
later he was ordered to report to Gene-
ral Jackson. That chief, doubting his
ability, because of his youth, submitted
him to the closest scrutiny, but be was

ns

never found wanting. He rose as his
chief rose, and became at length the
medical director of the oid Second Corps.
He had the complete confldence and
high opinion of the great chief and re-
mained with him to the last; then he
served under Ewell, Barly, and finally,
with the gallant Gordon, when the Se-
cond Corps surrendered at Appomattox.
Afterwirds he came to this city and
started, as did many another, with no-
thing of this world's goods. He bécame
eminent, and now his name is known
throughout the length and breadth of
the land. He had great pleasure, he gald,
in ypresenting to Lee Camp the por-
tralt of a staunch Confedernte, an lllus-
trioos surgeon, and a distingulshed
citizen,
JUDGE CHRISTIAN ACCEPTS.

Judge George L. Christlan, who was
also lntroduced by Judge Minor, ac-
cepted the portruit on behalf of the enmp.
No pleasanter duty could bave been
nesigned to him, he sald, for Dr. Me-
Guire had been not only a devoted
friend, but o devoted family physiclan,
too, for more than a quarter of n cen-
tury, The fact that dieneéral Jackson
selected Dir. McGuire for the important
pozition of medical director of his army
corpz, and retained him in that poaltion
as long as he lived, proves not only that
he was competent for the [mportant
wark, but that he did his whole duty in
hls office. The simple statement that Dr.
McGuire was a trusted friend and sl
officer of the great Juckson would Itgelf
entitle his pliture 1o a place In the
gulaxy of Confederates that the camp was

guthering. He mald that the portralt
should adorn the walls beecause of the
Philadelphin incldent, because of his war

record, because he 18 favorably men-
tioned In every dispatch that Genersl
Juck=on ever wrote, because of his In-

domitable courage, his abllity to orgn-
nlze, his Eymphthy for suffering
humanity, his attention to his chief du-
ring his last hours, and because he

caught the dying words of the great and
snintly soldler as he went into the pre-
sence of the Captain of bis salvation.
Judge Christian gave muny other reasons
why the portrait should hang upon the
walls of the camp. snd eulogized, in
glowing terms, the clvil, as well as the
military career of the eminent doctor,
THE BUSTE PRESENTED.
Captain Frank Cunningham then sang.
with much taste and feeling, “Oft in the

THE YELLOW-FEVER.

PHYSICIANS AT SEW ORLEANS SAY

IT ISN'T SPREADING,
el - —

ATTACK ON BEXUREGARD SCEOCL.

Only a Part of the Bullding Durned—

It Is Stlll Possible to Use It
as n Hospltal=it Wil By So
Twed,

NEW ORLEANS, LA., Beptember 24.—
Eminent physicians belleve that the work
of the Board of Health Is productive of
good resuits, and that the fever is not
sprending, but on the contrary ls belng
confined to the localitles in which it has
so fur appeared. Thus far there have
been a few less than one hundred cases,
and fifleen deaths. The death rate s in
the nelghborhood of 15 per cent. It was,
in 157, 16 per cent., o that up to the
present time the disease is nbout 48
virulent as It wos in the last great
epidemie that visited New Orleans.

One of the sensations of the day was
the announcement that the Board of
Health had deelded to prosecuts Dr.
Monluzin for having falled to report a
cage of suspiclous fever. In one of the
morning papers, a few days ago, Dr
Monluzin was quoted as saying that there
was lttle, If any, fever In New Orleans,
and that the prevalling sickness was Bur-
mah, or sun fever, which he described
as contaglous or Infectlous, and quite
likely to be attended with about the
mortality of yellow-fever. This morn-
Ing, Dr. Monluzin teported to the Bourd
of Health the case of Miss Dreyfous
who, he sald, wias suffering with yellow-
fever. It was pot long before the report
wus received that the board bhad to
report the death of Miss Dreyfous. An
Investigation proved that Miss Drey-
fous waus tuken slck sbout six days ngo,
and that Dr. Monluzin had falled to even
report the case as suspiclous,

BURNING OF SCHOOL-HOUSE.

Mayor Flower to-day ordered a forea
of polleemen to guard the Beauregurd
Schoul, which a mob attempted to burn
last night. Only a portlon of the build-
jng was burned, and It 18 still possiblo
to use the structure as a hospital for
tha treatment of yellow-fover patlents,
It was shortly after midnight that the
mob applied the torch to the school, nnd
therehy carrled Into execution a threat
that had been repeatedly made during
yeatorday ovening. When the firomen
arrived on the scene thelr hose was eut,
tut the department worked plucklly, and
with the assistance of a squad of pollce
gueceeded In extinguishing the flames,
The burning of the school created In-
tense indignation here, and the outrage
was  hitterly denounced. Every nows-
paper In the city, In ringing editorials,
has pledged lt=elf to support the Mayor
in whatever actlon he might take to
punishh the culprits, and earry Into ef-
fect the original determination to estnb-
lish the yellow-fever hospital In  the
bBeauregurd school-house,

A commitiee to-day ecalled on Mayor
Flower to protest agalnst the use of the
building as & hospltal. His Honor flerce-
ly denounced the outrnge of Inst night.

He sald that such ocourrences would do
New Orleang more harm than all the
yellow-fever epldemics combined. The

question had arisen whether there should
e law and good order here or anarchy.
Ha proposed to exhaust every power at
his command to establish peace, and he
