The
government, Mr, Gage explains, would
also guarantee this 25 per cent, clreula-
tion, securing itself by a 2 per cent. tax
on it, which would be Invested in goV-
ernment bonds, and by having a first Hen
upon all the assets of the banks. For
the greenbacks, Treasury notes, and sil-
ver certificates deposited under the @
per cent. of capltal feature, Mr, Gage
would have the ‘wreasurer substitute at
his convenlence refunding bonds. The
notes released by the substitutipn he
would immedintely transfer to a bureau
of issue and redemption, for which the
gcheme provides, and which it Is claimed
would operate so 18 to Keep out of cir-
culation the Treasury gold llabilities that
might be deposited by the banks and at-
terwards substituted by bonds.

There are undoubledly good features in
the scheme, but some of the best of these
militate most strongly against the as-
sumption that Congress will conslder the
“policy” seripusly. In short, Mr. Gage's
pgllcy antagonizes directly the financind
Interests that control Congress and the
Republican party.

Presbyterian University, and consequent-
ly can be condemned by presbyteries
with perfect freedom. The statembat
follows:

First. Princeton Theological Seminary
fs n distinet ecclesiastical inetitution,
ereated by the General Assembly of the
Presbyterian Church, and under Iis con-
trol.

8epond. Princeton Unlversity is a close
corporation, and under the exclusive con-
trol of the Board of Trustees, consisting
of twenty-seven men, of whom the
Governur of the Btate of New Jersey and
the president of the university ara mem-
bers ex-officlo. It is absolutely inde-
pendent of, and has no connectlon with
the seminary.

Third. Princeton Unlversity is In mno
sense responsible to or undeér the juris-
dictlon of the Presbyterian Church,

Fourth, The Princeton Inn I8 in no
sonse under the control of Princeton
University. Tt is as distinet from Prince-
ton University as Princeton Unlversity
js from the Princeton Theologlcal Semi-
nary.
