Important and broad Interest as the
public schools.' at the samo time such a
rule could not bo enforced against a
minor departUtaht with equally good re¬

sults. Such a rule, once established and
rigidly enforced us It should be, wll)
result in great good.
In order to appreciate the Importance

of such a rule one must be informed «i
the ¡»resent financial condition of the
city, brought about by making extra
appropriations and tsxulng bondb. How
much longer can this be done? If the
cliy government Is conducted two years
longer as it has been conducted prior
to the present Council, It will bo up
to an excessive, an unjust, bonded
limit. Take an honest assessment and
the city will be $.,000.«X)0 beyond ht-r
bonded limit.

SCGGEST A 'REMEDY!
With but a pittance In the sinking'

fund; with a fixed account of interest
and redemption fund, which must b_
paid out of each year's current reve¬

nue, in amc-unt more than one-third of
the entire revenue of the city, with
your streets, sewers, and sidewalks in
a deplorable condition, a remedy is bad¬
ly needed. With these facts before you,
suggest one, but not the one which has
caused the trouble and put the city in
Its present embarrassing condition.viz.
That of making appropriations in ex¬

cess of tho current revenues of the city.
Turn your city government over to
those who are willing and will make
appropriations In excess of the reve¬
nues of the city, and it will bo but a
brief period before not. only tho schools
will be closed lor six days, but forever,
and your city annexed.not to Manches¬
ter, but to the graveyards.
