Barely Eseape With Thelir Lives,

Forks, N. D., says: Flre broke out at

430 this morning at Nash Brothers'

wholesale grocery store, and in half an

hour had gone into the Hotel Dakutah,
where one hundred and thirty guests were
housed, The "Lady in Black"” Company
escaped, as did the people in the hotel,
by the fire-eseape, a ladder one foot wide,
running from the sixth floor to the firet.

The Fire Department rescued a large

number, and but for timely assistance

hundreds of persons would have been
burned.

By 640 the Hotel Dakotah, Nash Bro-
thers' wholesale grocery, and the Grand
Forks Mercantile Company's wholesale
grocery-house were burned, and all the
bulldings on both sldes of Third street
for two blocks had suffered loss, The
loss will aggregate $440,000 on stocke, fur-
niture, ete,, and $300.000 on bufldings total-
1y destroyed, while other losses will prob-
ably reach $100,000 more. The insurance
fulls far short of this amount.

ARNESS THE JAMES.

FRANCHISE GRANTING RIGHAT TO
VIRGINIA CO. CONCURRED 1IN,

ALDERMEN DEBATE THE QUESTION.

Strong Opposltion from the Minority.
Nright and Breeczy Speeches—Privie
leges Asked for by The Home and
Southern Companles Curtalled,

By n vote of 11 to & tha Board of Alder-
men concurred last night in the ordinance
grarting to the Virginia Electrie Com-
pany the privilege of harnessing the
James river and supplying lght and
power to merchants, manufacturers, and
others within the city limits,

This wvaluable franchise was not con-
ceded witheut opposition or without de-
bate, snd the question was considered
from every point of view throughout
three hours of llvely and interesting dis-
cussion, Mr. Joseph Hryan, Mr, H. L.
Cabell, nnd the representatives of the
petitioning company were also heard.

The ordinamees granting to the Home
Electric Company und the Southern Elec-
trie Company rights to supply power and
lght were amended as to the time for
which the franchise should be In foree,
curtatling it from thirty to fifteen years.
THE DISCHARGED HEALTH HANDS.

The first hreeze of the evening was
ralsed when Major Cutehins moved that
the resolution touching the hapds dis-
charged from the Health Department and
subsequently reinstated, should be taken
from the table. The resolution provides
for the payment of the men for the time
during thelr suspension that they were
not employed, as follows: J. P. Johnson,
$62.05; C. Kennedy, $0.60; . H. Ford, $7;
J. B. Branech, $6, and W. H. Cole, %7,

Mr. Snead moved as an amendment
that the men s=hould be pald for the
whole time of thelr sugpension, and con-
tended that It would be manifestly un-
fair to dock men for trying to get work
to support their families.

Mr. Cutching argued that to adopt such
a courss would be to offer a premium on
Jdleness. The men were given as much
as the law allowed them under the pro-
visiona of the ordinance, und he dld not
think the Board had any right to go
beyond that point. The amendment was
lost and, the original resolution was car-
ried, with only three dissentients,

FAVOR VESTIBULED CARS,

Mr. Noble Introduced the following:

“He [t resolved, That the Councll of
Richmond fully endorse the effort of our
representative In  the Legislature, Mr.
Folkes, In securing vestibuled carg, so as
to secure better facllities for our travel-
ling public, and protect the motormen
from winter blusts.”

Mr. Allen agked the member from Mar-
shall Ward whether he had ever tried to
get the opinlon of the motormen on this
subject.

Mr. Noble replied that he had done so
in several Instunces,

Mr. Cutchins opposed the resolution.
He said he thought the Counell should
not endorge individuals, but mensures,
if they were meritorious. He did not
think the motormen were all In favor of
the change, and in this southern climaite
it was certainly quitée unnecessary. He
objected strongly to the measure, because
he believed it jeopardized the sgafety of
the publie, in that it would tend to ob-
struct the clear vislon of the motormen,
especinlly In the colder weather, when
the molsture would congenl on the gloss
and  Alm It « The front giuss of the
vestibuled cars In use at this time was
often left open.

Mr. Carter was in favor of amending
the resolution to extol the measure and
not the individual,

Mr. Noble said he had no object in
introducing Mr. Folkes's name.

MORE HARM THAN GOOD,

Mr. Snead said the proposed vestibule
would only hive the effect of orenting o
perfact gale of wind through the sides
of the shelter, and It would certalnly
tend to obstruct the clear view of the
motormen, a thing which would be din-
gerous In the extreme! to the lives of
passengers, He thought thut the opinlon
of the motormen should be taken on the
subject In the first place, and then these
other conslderations would have to be
sifted,

Mr. Allen moved that the resolution
should be lnld on the table, and the mo-
tion prevailed, Mr, Noble alone voting in
the negative.

COULD NOT BE REVIVED,

The recommendation of the committee
of conferénce that the Hoard should re-
cede from Its position of nop-concurrence
in the ordinance providing for penalties
o5 dellnguent city taxes next came up
for discussion,

Mr., Cutchins sald a conference com-
mittee certainly exceeded s preroga-
tives in making such a recommendation,
The object of such a body was not to re-
vive mensures that had been killed by
elther hody,

Mr. Hardwleke moved to reconsider the
vote by which the ordinance was lost,
but it was shown that the time limit of
two months had elapsed, the toard
having voted it down October 12th

THE ELECTRIC FRANCHISES,

Mr. Allen moved that the ordinance
grunting electrical rights to the Southern
Electrie Company, which was lald on the
table at the last meeting, should be taken
of this measure was

up. The reading
dispensed with, and the action of the
Common Council in granting the fran-

chise was concurred in, nem con, with-
out discussion,

President Turpin stated that if the roll
wore called he would vote against each
of the ardinances. He was unalterably
opposed, he said, to the granting of elec-
trical rights for thirty years to any cor-
poration.

The ordinance granting similar privi-
leges to the Home Electric Company was
next taken up. This paper was read for
the purpose of comparison. Mr. Turpin
gald he would not vote for the measure.
It was granting & franchise which would
kill the gas-works and destroy a valuable
asset of the city. The gas-works, he
maintained, i&¢ an asset on which the
value of the city bonds is based. The
people whe were behind these enter-
prises had sald that they could not sup-
ply electric light at a less cost than gas,
but at the present rate of progress in
electrienl development he thought the
chances were that in five years the con-
ditions would be much changed, The
city might enter the fleld on {ts own ac-
count at some future time. He favored
the granting of a franchise for fifteen
years, but could not, he sald ,vete for
S0 long a term as thirty: years, and he
made a motion to this effect. Before
this was put, however, the suggestion
that the same change should be made In
the ordinance of the Southern Electric
Company, granting similar  privileges,
was acted upon, and the Board resolved
to reconsider their action by a two-thirds
vote,

This ordinance was then taken up, and
tht motion of Mr. Turpin to strike out
the term of thirty years and substitute
fifteen was adopted by a vote of 11 to &

The third ordinance, granting rights to
the Virginia Electric Company to supply
power and light and to electrify Jumes
river, was then taken up. Mr. Turpin
moved to amend it In the same manner
as the others, by curtalling the term of
yenrs for which the rights were to be
granted,

Mr. H., L. Cabell, representing the
Chamber of Commerce, was given the
privilege of the floor. He sald that body
had no axe to grind, They belleved that
this franchise would utllize the waste
waters of the Jumes river, and that if
the corporation were allowed to come and
do business here, It would go farther to-
wards bullding up the city than anything
that could be done, The object of the
Chamber, he sald, was to make Richmeond
such a faverable place for manufacturing
enterprises that they ecould not stay away.
“We need some stimulant,” he sald.
“Our real estate |8 golng down, We pos-
soss ndvantages here, and all we have
to do ls to advertise them. If we have
water power, It will advertise these nd-
vantages to the whaole worll”  The
Chamber., Mr. Cabell continued, had in-
vestigated the application very thorough-
ly, und had been satisfied that It was
perfectly genuinge, and that the Interests
of the city would be thoroughly con-
served. The corporation was prepared to
spend  §1,500.000, and had already spent
$15.000 on the work, He begged the Board
not to refuse the franchise, and sald that
any amendments that might be passed
would have the tendency to lessen the
chances of the aceeptance of the terms
by the corporation.

MR. KING'S INQUIRIES.

Mr. King asked Mr, Cabell whether it
was not true that the Virginla Electric
Company had ralsed only $10,000, and had
spent the entire sum In preliminary sur-
Veys,

Mr. Cabell: I am not informed as to
the resources of the company. 1 know
that it 1s composed of men who wtand
high In the commerelal world, Mr. Hryan
{s herg, and can give you more informa-
tion on this point.

Mr. King: Is It not true that this coms«
pany only wants this franchise in order
to develop It and sell 1t?

Mr., Cabell: 1 feel sure that they do
not, and that they mean what they offer.
URGED BY MR. BRYAN.

Mr, Joseph Bryan next nddressed the
board. He did so, he sald, entirely on
his own account, and at no one's solicl-
tation. He wis deeply concerned, he
econtinued, about this development on ac-
count of the Locomotive-Works, He had
tolled and struggled with that enterprige
for the past nine years, amd it was now
at w point where It was a credit to the
eity, The works were In competition
with the whole world, Only a short time
Ko a large contract for engines for Japan
had been lost, their bid belng next to the
lowest, and they were just now sending a
man to Russia to prepare estimates for a
Inrge order, for which other concerns in
other countries were slso bidding. It te
a question of power with us Mr, Hryan
continued, and he went on to show how
the rapld advance In the improvement
of machinery was making a frequent de-
mand pn the resources of the corporation,
Refore this plan was mooted, he sald,
they had been consldering the advisa-
bility of replacing all thelr bollers, but
the fact that they might =socon have
motors for every machine, and might
purchase power at a cost, cheaper than
It could he procured anywhere, except
at Niagara, had led them to walt and
hope. “With the skill of our men and
the excellence of our tools sald he, “it
you will put this power behind us, we'll
beat the whole world, Every minute Jost
I# costing us money. It Is this or no-
thing, and I do appeal to you not to put
upon us greater burdens than we cuan

bear."

Mr. Bryan then touched upon the sol-
veney of the company., He had known
Captain Cross, of Baltimore, the attor-
ney of the company, for twenty years,
and had hig agsurance that the concern
wis In every way relledle, He had also
consulted other men, who were In a
position to know, and their testimony
was along the same line as that of Mr
(‘ross,  In conclugion, Mr. Bryan sald,
with dramatie force: “We have met at
the parting of the ways, You gentlemen
have to say whether we are to go on or
to go back."”
