THE SMITHNIELD MAM,
the Bouthern Planter for February, which
is just to hand, is on the Bmithneld ham.
Tho writer of it says that it “is Impos-
xible to make a good ham from a western
hog." 'The Smithfleld packers have ex-
perimented with western meat, but al-
ways without success. The Smithfield
plgs run during the summer months In
the woods, living upon the nuts and roots
which they can secure, They are not fad
upon anything to make them fatten, Most
farmers, however, glve about one ear of
corn night and morning to each hog, In
order to “keep him to the eall”

In the fall, when the corn crop has been
gathered, the hogs are turned Into the
corn-flelds.  In these flelds every other
row has been planted In black-eys poas,
and the hogs are allowed to gather these
and ‘the small eorn that has been left in
the fleld. After the potatoes are gath-
ered the hogs are allowed to follow In those
flelds and get the potatoes that are left.
So, too, In the peanut-flelds, When there
is no longer any food left In the flelds for
the hogs, they are taken up and put into
close pens and fed upon corn and clean
water, Thelr bedding 18 of clean straw
and pinetags. The curing process is re-
publigshed as follows:

1, The hams are placed In a large tray
of fine Liverpool salt, Then the fNesh
surfece Is sprinkled with finely-ground
crude saltpetre until the hams are as
white ns though covered by a moderate
frost; or, say, use three to four pounds
of the powdered saltpetre to 1,000 pounds
of hams. t

2 After applying the saltpetre, imme-
diately salt with the Liverpool fine salt,
covering well the entire surface. Now
pack the hums In bulk, but not in plles
mora than three feet high. In ordinary
weather the hams should remain thus for
three days. 1

3, Then break bulk, and resalt with the
fine salt, The hams thus salted and re-
ealted should now remaln I salt In bulk
one day for each and every pound each
ham welghs—that s, a two-pound ham
should remain two days, and In such pro-
portion of timsa for larger and smaller
slzes.

4. Next, you wash with tepld water un-
til the hams are thoroughly cleaned, and
after partinlly drying, rub the entire sur-
faceo with finely ground black pepper.

b, Now the hams should be hung In the
smoke-house, and this important opera-
tion begun. The smoking should be very
gradually and slowly done, lasting thirty
to forty days (most packers using green
hickory or red oak to smoks with).

6. After the hams are cared and smoked
they should be repeppered to guard
ngalnst vermin and then bagged. Thesa
hams lmprove with age, and may be con-
sidered perfect at about one year old.

Meat sultable for hams of the Smith-
fleld grade is ralsed only in the counties
Isle of Wight, Surry, Southampton,
and a portion of Nansemond; at least,
gays the Planter, that is the bellef among
the Smithfield packers. The output Is
about 20,000 hams per annum, Thousands
of other hams are, however, sold by
dealers throughout the country as “Smith-
fleld hams." Tha genuine Smithfleld
ham averages about ten pounds in weight,
sclls higher than any
