Efforts of French and "»punish to

Dislodge the British.
To the Editor of the Dispatch:
Reading of assault» and bombardments

_v_ry »lay, I have been reminded of the

hist L «ipt to dislodge Great Bri-

tain from Gibraltar. The seige lasted

nearly four years.from 1775» to 1783.while
«,i at Britain hid on hand the war of

the American Revolution. It was con-

ducted by Spain and France jointly, and

tno world's history has no more wonder-
ful record of persistent assault and mag-

;:iti<> nt defence. An article In Cham-
bers's Encyclopedia gives a thrilling ac-

count of the latter part of the great strug-
gle and Its marvellous Issue, since which
Qreet Britain's right ha» been unmol»-.*t-
*A non than a hundred years. I tran-

scribe a few paragraphs and suggest that
they would furnish, if printed In tho Dis-

patch, exceedingly interesting reading to

many persons. J. IL GARL1CK.
"In April, 1781, starvation stared the

British in the face, when, on the 12th, Ad-
miral Darby conveyed luo merchant ves-

sel* int«. the bay. The Spaniards instant-

ly ope«ied their fire, hoping to redut e tho

debilitated garrison before aCeotUel u«i

was receive«! One hundred and fouruen

pieces of artillery. Including ttfty U-tnch
mortars, poured their deadly missies into

the place. For many days this bombaid-
ment lasted with unabated vigor, and

though less incessant, It continued with-
out intermission until the aih of Novem-
ber, when, in a desperate midnight rally,
the British succeeded in destroying the
more advanced of th« enemy's Unes, >n

setting tiro to many of his batteries, and
In blowing up his principal depot of am-

munition. This daring enterprise success-

fully carried out against lines mounting,
135 guns was attended with surprisingly
small loss, and forms one of the most

brilliant Instances In magnificent de-

fence. After this repulse the Spaniards
ceaaed severe hostilities for several days,
up to which cessation the garrison had
been Incessantly bombarded for nearly

eight months, and bad had 668 omens and

men rendered hors de combat. The siego

continued, however, through the winter

and spring of 1783, without any remarka-
ble incident. In July the Due de Crlilon
took command of the assailants, and

preparations were .aad.» tor the grand as-

sault. Additional batteries were con-

structed on the land side and floating bat-

teries built for this special siege to battle

the fort.es. from the sea. The latter con-

sisted of ten large vessels, whose sides
were fortified by seven feet of timber, and
other materials, tupposed to be otatruc-

tlve of shot; they were covered by slant-
ing shot-proof roofs, and w*re intend d
to be moored by massive chains within

half-range of the rock. Covered boat*,
destined to disembark 4O.0UO troops, were

at the same time prospered. The effective
force with which General Elliott had to

withstand these efforts, comprised with
tne marine brigade 7.0UO men.

The great attack commenced on the 8th
of September by a bombardment simulta-
neously on all aides; nine Une-of-battlo
ships poured in their broadsides; fifteen
gun- and mortar-boats approached tho
town, while, from the Spanish Unes, 17v>

pieces of ordnance of large calibre open-
ed In one magnificent discharge. Thia
terntio fire continued tili the 12th, when
the combined French and Spanish fleets,
numbering forty-seven sail of the Une.
the ten battering ships mentioned above,
esteemed iadastructable, with many fri-

gates and smaller vessels anchored In the
Bay of Algeslras.
On the 13th every gun of beselgers and

beselged was In play. The battering vena-
seis proved, as anticipated, Invulnerable to

shot and shell. At noon tne enemy de«

pressed their guns and did much damage,
and the defenders then resorted to th«

expedient of red-hot balle These, with

carcases and Incendiary shells, were, con-

antrated on the bettering ships In vn-

aslng volleys. Success was doubtful for
>me hours, but towards evening the gl-
intlo efforts of th« British force began
> produce fruit. The ship of th« Spanish
dmlral was In flames, the second In com-
land was soon no better off, and al-
lough by 6 o'clock the attacking squad-
)t» was completely silenced; the tire of
d-hot shot was continued without inter-
ilsslon till mornlitg. By 4 A. M. on th«
ith tight of the bettering shlpe were on
re. In short, of the ten Invincible batte-
rs, every one was finally burned; the
panlarda lost at least -.«X» In hilled
lone, and the naval attack waa com-

letely repulsed, with a less to th« hereto
arrlson of only sixteen killed and sixty -

ight wounded.
It la worthy of record that, notwtth-
tandlng the fury to which the British
oldlera were wrought, Brigadier Curtis,
rtth a devoted band, made gallant and
uccessful efforts to preserve th« poor
ellows who w«r« left by their affrighted
omrudes to perish In the burning hulli».
