The vexed question of etamping recs Ipts,
Collector Brady says, b8 a mares-nest
pure and simpla. The act maxus no pro-
vislon for the taxing of recelpts which
puss botween debtor and creditor. Me
snys that under the provistions of section
thirteen of the aet any person or persons

who shall register, lesue, sell, or trans-
fer, or who shall cause to be Issued,
registered, sold, or transferred, any In-

yor of any kind
mentioned in

pirument, decument, or
or deseription whatever,

acheduls A of the sct, without the same
being duly stamg e¢d, or having thereon
an adhesive etamp  denoting the thx

chargeable thereon, and cancelled In the
manner required by law, shall, uwpon con~
vietion, be punished avcording to the pro-
vislons of the law, ‘‘Hence,” says Colo-
nel Bredy, “in my opinion, it follows that
the person or persons who issued the
document should sea that It Is properly
gtumped and the stamp cancelled.

Aftar retreat ench evening any one who
makes the rounds of the camp can hear
some pretly music, both vocal and Instru-
mental. There ls one orchestra here,
which plays very often, and their attrac-
tive music always draws a crowd around,
while several of the companies have a
