To Deliver the Addreas on the Clos-
ing Day=~Other Feutures of the Ses-
slon—=The Assoclation’s Histery and
Objects—Many to Attend.

The annual mesting of the Virginia
State Ear Assoclation will bg held at the
Chamberlin Hotel, Old Point, commencing
Tuesday next, July §th, and continuing
“or three days. The last meeting was held
at the Virginia Hot Springs August 3,
187, The objects of the assoclation, as
sét out in ita constitution, are to cultivate
and advance the sciénce of jurlsprudence,
to promota reform in the law and judicial
procedure, to facilitate the administration
of justice, and to uphold and elevata a
nigh standard o! moerals and of courtesy
in the legal profeasion.

The assoclation had its birth in a meat-
ing held at Virginin Beach July 6 1888,
when and where it was formed at a
meeting held in response to a call there-
for issued by the Bar Assoctlation of the
¢ity of Richmond, in which movement the
late . H. McGuire was the muln spirit.
That meeting selected as the fArst presi-
dent of the essoclation the late Judge
Willlam J. Robertson, an honor which
waz all the greater for him, inasmuch as
he was not pressnt at the meeting.

On February 28, 18, a charter for the
associntion waus obtnined from the Legls-
lature of Virginla, and among the powers
conferred In its charter wae authority to
take, institute, and prosecute any actlon,
sult, or other procesding In the courts ot
the land of elsewhere for the purpcse of
punishing unworthy members of the pro-
fesslon, or persons assuming fte func-
tions; “provided, the party so proceeded
aganinst shall be a member of this cor-
poration.” This proviso was rot in the
draft of the charter as prepared by s
friends and submitted to the Leglslature,
but was put in at the instance of mem-
bers of the Legislature who desired to
place that check upon the power of the
association.

A HIGH MORAL CODE.

There has been a spirlt which has per-
vaded the assoclation from its foundation
in every way practicable to malatain a
high moral code In the practice of the
profession, and to do this the a=soclation
has been very willing to take cougnizance
of any grievance thit might be preferred
against its members or others, reported
as guilly of mealpractice, Accordingly,
the association has asked the Legislature
to amend It charter, and It succeeded
In geiting it to do #o, an uct having been
pagsed on February 10, 18§, striking out
the above proviso, #o that the assoclation,
us a corparate body, may now enter itself
In the courts as prosecutor to dishar
any unworthy member of the profession
in the State, whether he be a member of
the assoclation or not.

Acting along the same line, the assocla-
tion has sought to establish & higher
standard of legnl education and admis-
gion to the bar of lawyers, and the bill
pazsed by the Legislature before the last.
requiring all applicants to submit to ex-
amination befgre judges of the Court of
Appeals, was one whic ¢ Dar Assocla-
tion prepared, and through its commit-
tee sccured the passage of by the Legls-

lature.
The Bar Assoclation has advocated re-
forms in pleading, but the Leglslature
