He was
alected to the Senate and served four
years, during which time he was appoint-
ed by the Legisiature one of the Virginia
Debt Commisglon to moet & committee
from England representing the bondhoid-
ers for the purpose of securing an amleas
bie settlement of the State debt,

THE INLAND SEA,

How Marine Animals Were Driven
Together ns the Water Dried Up.
(Popular Selence Monthly.)

In the latter part of the Mesozole age
there was a great inlund ocean, apréading
over & large pari of the present Contl-
nent, The lands then abeve water were
covered with a flora pecullir to the times,
and were inhablted by some of the gnl-
mals which later distinguished the Ceno-
zole age. In the seas were reptiles, flahes,
and turiles of glgantic proportions, arms-
ed for offence or defence. There were also
oysterlike bivalves, with enormous shells,
3 or 4 feet In diameter, the meat of which
would have fed muay people. In time this
great ocean, swarming with vigorous life,
disappeared.
