All nature found In
him the microcosm, the lttle universe, the
clegr response and reflection, though on
an infinitesimal scale, that It found in
the mind of God. Man was In absolute
and perfect sympathy and harmony with
all his environments, and in the fullest
use and enjoyment of the Divine provi-
slong and harmonles of hig patrimony.
And what he would call business, out of
the companionship of his wife, Is the
guestion.

The conditions of Eden almost entirely
exclude most of the occupations of our
tme—notably, what we regard as the
highest professions, which are plalaly a
consequence of the fall.
