That arrangement
would be satisfactory 10 every ome, we
suppose. It would have the advantag+
of being in a public place, whers all who
wished to do so might watch the process,
and we suppose could be used without
cost, unless, Indecd, it should be neces-
sary to clean the busin out. In that event
an expenditure would be needed. But
't would be money well spent. If our re-
collection serves us rightly but one of
the two basins bas been thoroughly clean-
ed  oput since they were bulit. How-

Importance and s little understood by
the publie, ‘We, therefore, republish what
Mr. Bolling said on the subject:

The velocity of the water in the canal
is u mile per hour; therefore, it I8 In no
sense stognant. Twice in 1ts Row to the
pumps It passes through gutes where one
surface Is higher than the other, and 1s
togred about and whirled around, re-
celving the same Kind of aeratlon it
would get in tumbling over the rocks In
the river-bed, Except in cases of freshets
In the river, the water in tha ecanal
tuken in above Dosher's dam  would
reisch the pump-house fn one half the
time of that flowing in the river.

This water has been examined by scien-
tistz and pronounced & good and whole-
some water, Comparative examinations
thé forcbay or
canal ut the pump-house, and that of
the river have been made, showing the
wiler In the canul to be equally as good
as thut in the river, In such seasons of
drought as we had lagt summer and sum-
mer before lnst, no water flowed over
Bosher's dam for many days, and had
our pumps bean connected with the river,
a5 has been suggested, we would have
had ne water 1o draw from, The sources
of contamination along the canal—and
the same kind exist on the south slde of
the river—are few and far between, and
the coity, by net of Legisiature, has a
right to prevent contamination of fis
drinklng water, and exerclses that right.

It geems to prove
that the well and spring water héra |z nog
the dungerous thing It has heen sald to
be. However, wo claim no expert knowl-
edge on the subject.

Perhaps the continual rains that we had
and the ¢leaning that our lots and alleys
thus received, and the full supply of
water that the wells and springs had, put
them In better condition than they are
ordinarily, Neverthelesg, we prefer James-
river water, clear or muddy, to any well
or spring water to be found here.

Muatters are now getting in proper traln
for devising o method of eclarifylng our
entire water-supply. Experiments will be
made on a large scale, and ln‘igss than a
vear we shall probably know what can
nnd ghould be done to rid our river water
of the only objection to it—viz,, the mud

Reglment of Immunes, now statloned at
Santingo, have the yellow-fever,

We do not know where this particuler
reghment was recruited, but we know
that hundreds of Immunes were enlisted
in Virginia,

The organization of these regiments of
“Immunes” was a burlesque that has a
tragic side, and should never have been
countenanced by our. government. This
we haye sald from the first, and what 1s
now going on at Santlago but confirms
our judgment.

Weo never had any faith im the immune
project after we found that the War
Office had sent recrulting agents to this
State to collect men who were Immune
from yellow-fever,

Hy the way, we are sorry to see that
yellow-fever is making some headway in
gome sections of the far South, Its ap-
pearance this year Is later than usual,
we think, and we trust our southern
friends are better prepared than ever
before to stamp It out,

In erder tu break the force Of the sta-
tsties of sickness In the army (here
have fecently been published a lot oi
statistics of sickness in the army dumng
the clvil war, but the comparisons are
misleading uniess we know exactly the
peripds compared. The present regl-
ments have not beén in existence Iour
months; were the statistics of civil war
reglments for periods of four months or
four years? That the Cnickahominy
swamps were frightfully unhealthy is
well remembered by the older people ol
to-day, bul the necessities of war kept
onr troops there for many months; the
soldlers who wenL to Santlago wers
there only a month, and far the greater
part of our soldiers have never been
awny from the camps of instruction, on
altes supposed to be particularly salu-
brious. 1t is not the slokness at Scatlago
so much as the sickness at Camp Alger
and Camp Thomas that has excited com-
plaint, Montauk Point was selected us &
place where the Bantlago soldlers could
recover thelr health, and the original hos-
pital accommodations Were for M men.
Untll within a few days hundreds of sick
men have been 1ying on the grounid there
becnuke there were no cots in tha hos-
pitals for them, or because incompetence
prevented thelr heing put upon them. One
of the nurses toll the President last
Baturday that with o large number of
empty beds in the hospltal a large nume-
ber of sick men were still 1¥ing on the
ground, Of course, the medical officers
sild she was a hysterical female, as Wis
paid of a nurse who came up on the
Seneca and told what the conditions on
that ship were,

A Tew days ago fifty typhold-fever pa-
tlents were taken from the Camp Wikorm
hospital to the steamer landing 1o he put
on board the Shinnecock to be brougnt to
New York and Brooklyn hogpitals, ‘I™he
steamer had not arrived, and the nrey
fover patients were lald down on the
sand, in the sunshineg without even o
shade over them, to awalt the arrival of
the Shinnecock eeveral hours Inter. In
the mean time a tug arrived from New-
part with supplies sent by charitable peo-
ple, and the fifty men were taken on
board and kept till the sShinnecock ar-
rived at night, and the worst fifteen cases
were kept on board and carried to New-
port hospitals. Was it no oneg's busIness
to ses that fifty typhold-fever patients
wera not cartied to the landing 1l the
steamer arrived, or that they should not
be dropped on the ground under a blazing
sun instead of being carried back to the
hesoltal?

The letter of Dr. Stimson In the
Herald shows insuflicient hospital ac-
sommodations, insufficlent surgeons and
ansistants, oficers declining assistanco
when three-fourths of their men are untit
for duty, and almost no effort, except that
made by private charity, to supply milk
or other delicate food to the hundreds of
soldiers whose stomachs will not bear the
regular rations,

Perhaps the mnost distrecsing thing ot
all I8 the fact that administration news-
papers are beginuing to show apprehens-
slons of the political effects of the critl-
elsms of the War Department, and have
begun Insinunting that the accounts o
mismanagement are Demoeratie  cam-
palgn material, That the most partisan
newspaper could undertake to belittie
the suffering in the camps lest the truth
should lead to some manifestation of
blind resentment at the polis ls almost
beyond bellef,

The Journal of Commerce 18 corract in
its suspiclon that the administration
newspapers—or most of them—intend to
treat criticlsms of the conduct of the war
as partisan attacks of Democratic poll-
tlelans, But they are too late. Nums
bers of true and tried Republicans are al-
ready on record as declaring that the neg-
lect or Incompetency of the War Offles
bas been astonlshing. What {8 more, the
statisties when gathered will speak for
themselves, and we may trust to ihe
United Bintes Senate to bring them out.

Delewnre Senntor Accepts Peace
Commisslonership.
WASHINGTON, September 9.-The

President to-day mamed Senator George
Gray, of Delaware, as the fifth member
of the Pence Commisslion. This eompletes
the personnel of the commission, which
stanids as follows: Secretary Day, Sena-
tors Davig, Frye, and Gray, and Hon.
Whitelaw Reld.

In selecting Senator Gray the Presl-
dent has glven Democratic representia-
tion on the commission. The appoint-
ment probably will necessitate the retire-
ment of Mr. Gray from the Anglo-Ameri-
can commisglon, which I= conducting Its
sessfols In Canadn, ae thizs commissioh
will resume it# work about the time the
peace commizsioners sall for Parls, The
position was offered to the Senator seve-
ral days ago, but at that time was de-
clined. The President, however, further
urged Mr, Gray to aeccept, and his final
agreement was secured to-day.

Senator Gray is one of the best-known
men in publle Ufe, having been a promi-
nent figure in the Senate for the last
twelve years, He wos born at New Cas-
tle, Del, In 1840, and was graduated at
Princeton. He served as Attorney-Gene-
rill of Delaware, and later was appolnted
to the Senate when Thomas F, Bayard
| entered the first Cieveland Cablnet as
Secretury of State, Mr, Gray has been In
the Senate continuously since then,
sorving with distinction, being one of the
recognized forces in debate and in the
shaping of important legisintion., He Is o
member of the Senate Committes on For-
elgn Relntions, thus making three mems-
bers of that committee—Davls, Frye, and
Gray—on tha Peace Commission. Om Jfor-
¢lgn questions Mr. Gray has generally
been regarded as opposed 1o expansion,
hiz Senate votes having been against the
annexation of Hawall,

Now that the committee is complete, (t
ls expeated that the American case will
be made up and the commission given lte
final Instructions. The commissloners will
meet here about the 16th instant, prior to
salling for Parls, at which time they will
meet the President and be made nware in
a general way of the views of the admin-
{stration.

Harris, suw tho Secretary of War, Har-
ris went to Waszhington, saw the Secrs
tury, and the order was given for the
muster-out of the Second and for the
retention In seérvice for the full period of
its enlistment (awo years) of the Third
(the negro regiment), with the promisa
that it should be sent to Knoxville, Tenn.,
and thence to Cuba, Harrig looked after
all these things, and also after the matter
of getting puy for supplles furnished th:

Fort Macon. He also saw the order for
