The Observatory, known as Mount Con-
taronl, from whence warnings ere lssued
when Vesuvius is about to break forth in
flame, is in danger of being overwhelmed
by the flery rivers that flow from th
belching voleano. Three streams, in wldth
nearly elghty yards, are pouring out of
the erater, and as they find their way
down the side of Vesuviug, they are split
into Innumerable smaller streams whic h
leave behind them a blackened trall where
once was green vegetation.
The receptacle for this flery torrent Is
the valley ealled Vetrani. Already nshes
lie thick all through this valley, and the
villugers are prepared to flee the moment
the red and black bed rises too high for
thelr safety.
Tourists are hers from all over Kurope,
vesuvius is a show, and the sight Is mag-
nificent, especially at night, when the
great crater Is a living mass of fire that
lights up the sky for miles around and
mekes the bay a glistening miss of re-
flected flame, At night the bay s alive
with boats containing gay crowds who
are h to see the spectacle. Only the
poor who see nothing but ruin
before them, unless the flery ogre of the
Mount goes back to his den again, are be-
wailing the outburst. The majority wel-
come it as a fine sight, possible to be seen
only about once in o lifetime,
Of the 30 active voloanoes in the world
Vesuvius is the one that Keeps at the
head for eccéntricity of lemperament,
uneertainty of movement, and violence of
eruptions.

Villages sprung up where blackened

outburst, on December 18, 1811, startled
the whole world. The great eruptions
continued until February, 6L ‘Terre An-
nunziata, Torre del Groc Resina, and

Portin were nearly buried under the awful
fow of lava, and 15,00 lives were lost.

Agiin the flery fiend was qulet for
awhile, but In 179 it burst forth agaln.
Torre del Greco was again destroyed by
lava, which flowed down In a flery stream
nearly a quarter of a mile wide at its
base and fifteen feet thick.

The outbreak, which began in October,
1822, lasted nearly a month, rupturing the
top of the cone and making a crater
three miles in clrcumference and 1.000
feet deep, From that time Vesuvius has
never been wholly quiet,

The unquiet mountaln is elght miles
from Naples, whose bay It _overlooks, at
the eastern extremity of a 'Fhain extend-
ing to the Island of Ischia. It is belleved
that the whole Gulf of Naples was once
an {mmenge crater, the northern end of a
great rent in the earth’s crust, Aetna be-
ing the southern end and Stromboll about
the middie.

At its base Vesuvius is thirty miles In
circumference. Its height varles after
fts but the average is about
4,000 feet. Its great crater (s some 2,000
feet in diameter and about H00 feet deep.
It consiste of two distinct parts. The
