WELL-KNOWN MWERCHANT PASSES
AWAY RATHER SUDDENLY,

HAD BEEN IN ILL-HEALTH POR YEARS,

Bade His Family Farewell and
Breathed His Last Peaccfully=
Sketeh of His Usefnl Career—Archi-
tect of His Own Fortune,

Mr. Edmund Archer Baunders, one of
Richmond's most prominent and progres-
sive business-men, dled suddenly Sunday
afternoon at 3 o'clock, at hls elegant
home, No. 87 west Franklin street.

Mr. Baunders had been in ill health for
about three years and during that time
he had gradually wasted away; still, hie
physicians did not antlcipate dissolution
at so early a date, and the end came
as a great shock to his famlly and to the
community. Deceased had travelled
among the varlous resorts in Virginia
throughout the entire summer #seeking
strength, and he only returned last Fri-
day from the Alleghany Hotel, at Goghen.
Bunday he appeared much bLrighter than
usual and In the morning ate a hearty
breakfast and spent some time in cheor-
ful communion with his loved ones,

Shortly before noon, however, ie was
stricken with what very much resemblad
& congestive chill, and his family, some
of whom were at church, were hastlly
surmoned to his bedside, He lingered,
entirely consclous, untll five minutes ope-
fore 3 o'clock, when, fully realizing his
condition, he bade his family, all of whom
were assembled aropnd his bedside, fare-
well, and quietly and peacefully breathed
his last.

PUBLIC SPIRITED CITIZEN.

Though 67 years of age, Mr, Saunders
was an exceedingly actlve man until his
last illness, He applied himself closely
to his business, and even after his health
falled he visited his place of business
and attempted to perform the duties to
which he had been accustomed for many
years. In fact, his illngss Is thought t
have been largely due to the constant at-
tentlon which he gave his various busi-
ness Interests. Deceased was one of tLhe
most public spirited cltizens in Rich-
mond, and while there was no ostéenta-
tion about hir acts, he never refused aid
to a commendable cause, and he frequent-
Iy assisted struggling young men in their
efforts to hew their way through the
maze of obtacles which present them-
selves on the outset of life's journey.

Being essentlally a self-made man him-
gelf, Mr, SBaunders appreciated to the full-
est extent the efforts of those who were
trying to reach the pinnacle of success
He started In business in this city with
little capital save the pluck and cnergy
and excellent judgment which charae-
terized him through lifs, and graduaily
carved for himself a place of prominence
in the business world, oand at the rame
time amassed a considerable fortune
Not only dld he succzed financially, but
he also made for Lims2lf a name which
will be handed down to postority &s a
synonym for honesty an) straightforward,
legitimate methods in businzis dealing=

HIS CAREER.

Mr. Baunders was a native of James
City county, where he was torn in 15
His father, Mr. Arco:r Saunders, was o
well-known planter of that county, and
it was on his father's farm that the de-
ceased spent his eurifer days, e left ke
farm, however, when tha cvil war broke
out, and enlisted in the commissary de-
partment in Géneral Fitzhugh lee's com-
mand. Alteér the surrender he came to
thig city, and casting about for employ-
ment, drifted in the grocery business, his
duties in the army having peculiarly fitted
him for it. He formed a co-partnership
with Mr., Alexander Walker under the
firm-name of Walker & Baunders, and
the concern located on lower Maia street
just below the Bt. Charles Hotol, which
was then the heart of the busineds fec-
tion of the city, and conducted a large
wholesale grocery business. Subsequently
the firm moved its store to the corner of
Fourteenth and Cary straets, and there
Mr. Saunders was doing business at the
time of his death,

Seventeen years ago Mr. Walker with-
drew from the concern, and tor a time
Mr. Baunders conducted the business in
his own name. Later, however, he ad-
mitted his son, Mr., E. A. Saunders, Jr.,
to an Interest in the business and alter
a short lapse of time another son, Mr.
W. B. Baunders, was admitted. The firm-
name was then changed to E. A, Saun-
ders & Sons, and as such 18 now known
as one of the largest wholesale grocery,
liquor, and tobacco houses in the South.

OTHER BUSBINESS INTERESTS.

Though he devoted much of hlg time
to this establishment, Mr. S8aunders, who
prospered even beyond his own expecta-
tions, did not confine himself to this busi-
ness alone, His progressive ideas led him
to invest In other enterprises, and he was
always ready and willing to lend finan-
el aid to anything which looked to the
upbullding of Richmond,

For quite awhile he was assocjated with
Mr. Walker, his former partner, in a
large milling business, Most of their out-
put was exported to South America, and
large quantities of coffes were imported
in return. He was also a member of the
tobacco manufacturing concern of Hard-
grove, Pollard & Co. This was a well-
known concern, buat has since retired from
business, Mpr. Saunders was &lso a mem-
ber of the firm of E. A. SBaunders & Co.,
of New York, representing the Cord-
Wood and Lumber Assoclation of Vir-
ginia, which at one time controlled the
New York and Brooklyn market.

He was also prominently [dentified with
the establishment of the Mammoth Chem-
fcal-Works, below the city, now controlled
by the Virginia-Carolina Chemical Com-
pany, having been assoclated In thls en-
terprise with Messrs, lsaac Davenport,
James G. Tinsley, and 8, W, Travere. He
also held the presldency of the Richmond
Standard Iron and Spike Company, and
wias one of the promoters of the Union
Brokerage Company, being its first presi-
dent, and at the date of his death a mem-
ber of its directorate.

FARMING A DIVERSION,

Aside from all of these Interests, Mr.
Saunders found much time to devote to
farming. This, with him was a diversion,
and he owned a4 number of the finest
farms in Virginla and kept them in the
very highest state of cultivation. Among
his holdings of farm property were *Bos-
cobel,” “Buckland," and “Wyanoke,” all
noted estates on James river, and seve
ral smaller properties near Gordonsville,
in Orange county. He also owned con-
elderable real estate in this city.

Deceased took at one time an active in-
terest in municlpal affairs, and held mem-
bershlp in the Board of Aldermen, and on
the Board of Pollce Commissioners, 'lo
thesé offices he lent that same excellent
business judgment which assisted him
50 materially In making his success in
the business world, and to the city he
proved most valuable.

Mr. Saunders was for many years a
vestryman in old Bt. John's church, but
after his removal from Church Hill he
identified himself with All-Saints Epis-
copnl church, and he aceepted o position
on the vestry of that church, which is
vacated only by his death.

Decehsed married in early life Miss
Mary Jane Ball, of New Kent, and she,
with four children, survives him. The
children are Messrs. E. A. SBaunders, Jr.,
W. Balley Ssunders, Herbert Sherman
Saunders, and Miss Mary Archer Saun-

Yormer Mananger of Jefferson Baths
shot Himself in New York,
News was received here yesterday of
