tha nelghborhood of Chester, In the ca-
thedrad of which many of his ancestors
are buried, The decepsed was educ arid
at the public school# in his natlve coun-
try, but when about 17 ye of nge vame
across the ocean to vislt an uncle, who
was n large property-owner in the Thou-
sand Islands, While on this slde he de-
termingd to come 1o Virginia to visit an
elder Brother, who had preceded him to
this country., ‘That brother, Major Frank
Potts, had settled In Petersburg, and af-
tep paving Wim 4 visit there Mr. Potts,

the younger, declded to settie In this
State. He came to Richmond and sesured
employmer with Alexander Rives &
o, wholesile merchants. The firm af-
terwards became Rives, Stokes & Co,
and then A. Y. Stokes  Mr, P contin-
ued in the employ of the concern through
all these changes, and by his strict at-

tention to work won the esteem and con-
fidence of his employers.
THE WAR INTERFERED.

The war coming on, the firn was tem-
porarily eclosad out, and Mr. Potts be-
came & clerk in the transportation depart-
ment of the Confederate Government,
oceasionally belng sent out on courer
ervice. After  the  surrender, the
business wins resumed, and Mr, Polts was
taken i ns o partner under the frm
name of Potts, Btokez & Co. Bubsequent-
ly, the firm underwent another change
by the retirement of the Mes Stokes,
and Mp, Potts touk Mr. J. Parker Dashiell
in business with him at the same stand,
the firm uname then becoming Thomas
Potts & Co, which it remanis to-day.

Notwithstanding his businese was ox-
acting, and he was forced to give it his
persvnal attention-from time to time, Mr.
Poits found time to engoage in other pur-
sulte and for much religlous work, in
which he took a deep Intorest, He alzo
travelled a great deal, golng abromd sev-
eral times, and being a ready writer he
wrote o number af most interesting 'et-
ters concerning hiz travels, which were
widely read.

OTHER BUSINEES CONNECTIONS.

Mr. Potte was on the directorntes of the
Virginia Trust Company, Merchants' Na-
tonal Hnnk, Virginia Fire and Marine
Insurance Company, Virginia and Novth
Croling Whesl Company, Virginia Hos-
pital, University College of Medicine, and
Columbizn Bullding and Loan Assocln-
tlon. Of this latter, he also held the
viee-presidgncy and tressurership. He
was president of the Prison Reform As-
soclation, and took an active Interest
{n the reformatory at Laurel, In the es-
tablishment of which he was largely in-
atrumental.

While these varlous Institutions na-
turally took much of his time. it was not
in them thay Mr. Potis received his great-
est enjoymegl, He was at all times a
passionate lover of children, and delight-

Mr. Potts first held membership in old
Bt. John's church, and was honored with
a position on M8 vestry. When he re-
moved from Church HIIl to his late home,
No. 100 enst Grace strest, he changed his
membership from St John's to Monu-
mental ehurch, becoming 1 member of the
vestry thera. He was deeply attached
to the Inte Bishop John B. Newton, and
when the latter resigned the pustorate
or Monumental to enter the bishoprie,
Mr. Potts withdrew from Monumental
as well, and eonnected himself with 5t
Puul's, where he soon becams a member
of the vestry, which membership he hald
unti! his death,

In all of thess churches Mr. Potts took
greaw interest In the Bundag-school work,
and he wns prominently flantiticd with
all eelebrations for the chiidren.

Deceasad at one time took an active
part in municipal affairs, and was elected
to fill an unexpired term In the City
Council, Hpe served the city faithfully
during his Incumbency, but politics was
distasterul to him and he refuged to
stand for re-election.
