Richmond i{s not without a record ns a
ship-bullding city. More than fifty years
ago General Jogeph R JAnderson, of the
Tredegar-Works, bullt a stenm revenus-
cutter for the Federal Government. This
vessel was named the K. Polk,
and was launched from wavs an the orth
slde of the river, mot far from the old
brewery building.

At the outbreak of the civll war a large
vissel was on the ways of a ship-yard on
tha south side of the river, near where
the fertillzer-works now are, It wvis In-
tended, we think, to he one of a flect to
ply between Richmonid and foreign ports,

Some of our older cltizens remember
the curious circumstance that when work

wia digseontinued upon that vessel s
timbers were covered with rock-=alt to
preserve them, Later on, when oalp be-

camao & very scarce and valunhle article

These boats did good service as
long as our forces held Richmonsd, and
were blown up with thundering
gound by thelr crews the morning of
the evacuation. The molise of those ex-
ploglons, together with that of the pow-
der magazines, was heard a distonce of
forty miles from this city.

Some years after the cloge of the civil
war & home company Wwas organized to
build a steamship to run between Jiere
and New York. This vessel, teo, wWis
pamed the Richmond. The ¢hip yvard
which was equipped for that puipise was
Jocated on the north slde of the river a
short distance below the shfp-locks,
