The Interoceanic Canal,
(Baltimore American.)

An interésting turn In the fortunes of
the company formed for bullding a
cann]l by the Nicariguan route has been
reached, The Maritime Canal Company
obtalned from the Nicaraguan Govern-
ment a concéssion for ten years, dating
from October 10, 1868, It alse got from
Costa Rica a somewhat similar conces-
glon, which has three more years to
fun. It was on these concesslons that
the Congress of the United States grant-
ed the charter to the Maritime Canal
Company. As the lmportant concession
expires next year, this charter will, of
course, have to be renéewed. Now there
steps In another concern. The Nicara-
guan Congress, after four days' discuss-
ion, has unapimously approved an
agreement made provislonally by the
Fresident of Nicaragua with two Amerl-
can engineers and  contractors, by
which they are authorizged to construct
an interoceanie canal. The main point
is the clause declaring that the conces-
slon to the Maritime Canal Company,
the present corporation, will expire Oc-
tober 9, 1889. This action, according to
the dispatches, “was received with pro-
longed cheering.” The new syndicate
must opén communication between the
Atlantlc and the Paclfic In three years,
If the whole canal is not cut then, the
connections must be completed by rall-
ways. The concession s for 188 years,

What effect upon tha old company
the new corporation will have remains
to be seen. It may be a friendly compe-
tition, or it may not be. That |5 to be set-
tled. But it will in all probabllity bring
out all the clearer the total Impractica-
bility of the Nicaruguan scheme. The
truth Is coming to light with each stage
of the discussion. It would take many
times three years to dig the canal and
bulld the necessary harbors, and then
It would be questionable if they could
be used. General Abbott, one of the
mogt rellable and distinguished of the
government engineers, who began his
investigations with a disposition in
favor of the Nicaraguan route, after
careful personal labors, comes to the
conclusion that it Is unavallable, if not
impogsible, and that the only feasible
route js that of Panama. He gives
some wonderfully wvaluable Information,
especially showing how the difHculties
of the mountain torrents, that at first
seemed unconquerable, have been satis-
tactorily regulated by skilful engineering.
This route Is less than one-third the
Nicuragua route, and it has good har-
bors at each end, It can be constructed
quickly and with less danger, and at
known cost, General Abbott endorses it
as the best that can be done. This is in
line with the American’'s Insisitent ad-
vies, for to commit the country to the
Nicaraguan folly, or to issue bonds on
such & scheme, would be to throw hun-
dreds of millions of dollars away with-
out result or return.

Sounds Well, But Won't Do,
{Charlotte (N. C.) Observer,)

In an interview published In the Wash-
Ington Post of last Saturday between a
correspondent of that paper and Govern-
or Russell, this possage occurs:

“What is the perventage of the colored
vote in the State?’

“There are seventy white voters for
every thirty colored voters. I only quote
these figures to show how unfounded are
the claims that the State Is In danger of
negro domipation. There seems to be an
impresslon that in North Carolina the
negroes are greater numerically than the
whites, as s the case, for instance, in
some sectlons of Misslssippl. This 1s not
true."”

It looks very well on its face, and ls
very well calculated, as It is intended,
to foonl ovtsiders. It is true that there
are about three white people to one negro
in North Carolina, taking the State over;

of clty editor of the Press, and says the
campulgn s one of the hardest f{ought
recently seen in the Mountain Btate,
where politics gTow hotter than almost
anywhere else.

“The campaign {5 most exciting, and In
many respects pecullar,” sald Mr. John-
son. “Hepublicans and Democrats are
tully aroused, and are dolng some of the
hardest political work you ever saw. Of
course, It is diffcult to predict the re-
sult where both sldes are working so
hard.

SITUATION IN DETAIL,

“The Republicans *now have the con-
gressman in each of the four districts of
the State. They clailm now they will
enrry three districts, conceding the Third
to the Democrats. I think the Demo-
erats will elect Judge Johnson in the
Third, e Is & fine man, and is making
a fine eanvass, but the man helping him
most s his opponent, Willlam Seymour
Hdwards, of Charleston, who has been
making a great many speeches and win-
ning votes for Judge Johnson wherever
he has gone.

“The Democrats will carry the Fourth
Digtriet. The candidate there ls ex-
Mayor George I. Neal, of Huntington,
and he will be elected by a blg majority,
He was the youngest Mayor In the State
when elected, but he made one of the
best. He is still quite young to be a
congressman, but {8 bright as a dollar,
and |s hustling In a manner that is some-
thing of a revelation even to West Yir-
giniw politicians. If you knew as much
about them as 1 de you would understand
what that means,

“] am not sure the Democrats will
carry the Seccond District,” continued Mr,
Johnson. “Hon, John T. McGraw 15 the
Democratic candidate there, and ia
making an aggressive fight against Alston
G. Dayion, who 1s serving his second
term In Congress, having first defeated
Willlam L. Wilson in 1884 ‘There are
sald to be certain Influences at work
agalnst Mr, McGraw which, If It be true,

“In the First District the indlcations
are that the victory Is anybody's, with
probably tha chances slightly In favor of
the Republican.

FIGHT FOR THE SENATORSHIPS.

“It is probable,” resumed Mr. John-
son, “that the Interest in the elaction uf
the members of the Leglslature is greater
than in the Federal election, as this
Legislature Is to elect a Unlted States
Senator to succeed Senator Faulkoer.
The Republican State chairman, Hon,
W. M. O. Dawson, Secretary of State,
concedes the House of Delegates to the
Democrits by a majority of six. With
the eleven Hepublican holdover senators
he claims they will have majority
enough In that body to glve the Republi-
cans i majority of four on joint ballot.
Dawson clalmed that much some days
ago. He s claiming less every day. You
cian see that when he elaims so little the
prospect of hls getting but little is good,
and it is also apparent that if he claims
very little he will get loss.

“It {8 my opinion that the Democrats
will earry the Legislature. Former good
Hepublicans are working for Democratie
success, The negroes are dolng a great
deal to defeat their former allies. There
is no gammon abous thelr desertion of
thelr party, They are sincere, and will
vote the Demoeratie ticket, 1 heard one
of thelr speakers say the other day thuat
the expericnce of the negro was like that
of the farmer who did half the work,
but whose partner got all the crop. This
has been the case for thirty years, and,
as he expressed It, ‘de nlggers am now
gwine to glve em a dose.! These negroes
who are going to vole the Democratic
tirket do not profess to be converted,
and that they are henceforth golng to
vote agalnst the Republican party; they
say they simply want to teach thelr old
allles a lesson. 1 thnk they will do so.
