CHURCHES WELL LOCATED.

Another secret of the success of Rich-
mond Baptists {s the location of their
churches, Searcely more lmportant to
an army are gtrategle points than to o
denomination are suftable loeations for
churches. All things belng equal, an ele-
vated site 18 much (o be preferred. If it
has no other advantage, it makes the
houge conspleuous. The temple wag bullt
upom Mount Morfah, and the people gald:
“Come, let us go up to the house of the
TLord.” ‘The Jewlsh canons devreed that
even synagogues, bulit wherever ten Jews
Nved, should be erccted upon the most
elevated ground In the nelghborhood, il
no house be allowed overtop them.
Falling of a commanding site, a tall pole
rose trom the roof to odvertise It. DBut
the most elegant and commodious house,
with groceful stee thut tickles the
stary, If bodly located, may become as
powerless and mournful as the Cristobul
Colon, With few exceptions, our curches
have ocenpled ellgible positions, Twenty-
five years ago the feven churches of
Rlehmond, lke “the seven churches of
Asia,” seemed to command the whole
field. The old First held the Shockoe ter
ritory porthward, and overlooked the val-
ley eastward benecath, The Second com-
mi I the sauth stde and Gumble's HUI
platean,  Grace-Street, centrally and . ad-
mirably situated in the upper halt of the
elty, renched in all directions, Lelgh-
Street, In the east, wailched over the
broad fstdl of Church HUIL Libby HIill,
and Chimboraze. Ploe-Street stood In o
rowing section, half way betwixt Mon
Park and James river, and hall way
twixt the penitentlary grounds oan
follywood Cemetery, os I L0 keep the
ople out of one and preparve them |
je othey, Fulton, in the lttle town dow:
i the southeazt, and Sidney, in the sout!
hold the outposts amnd extren
limits of the city, Thus every section wi
dven church privileges, and every com-
brought Into edasy reach of th
house of the Lord.

WORK OF NOBLE MEN.

But now, after all thag bas beon sald,
our prosperity ls due, above all, to the
God-glvern men who have tolled in the
field; for, as Goethe says, “It i3 always
the Individual, not the age, that slands
up for the truth.” Since 1%12, fifty-one
white Baptist pastors, Including those
now In charge, have labored In Ttichmond.
All these, with possibly one or two €x-
ceptions, whose terms of service wers
very short, did good and lasting work,
and strengthened the stakes of Zlon.
“There were greut men before Agnmems
non,” but none greater among us than
some who haye labored in the period i9
which we are writing. *“There were giants
in thoge days,” among whom we may
mentlon Dr. J. L. Burrows. As a pulpit
arator he was the peer of Henry Ward
Reecher, whom he strikingly 1 sembled
in physique, and his clarion volce " tad
Mperfor. No man of his day was better
informied as to denominationul work. He
wie a dynamo of energy, and knew how
to bring things to pass. He Wus trank
and open as the sun, and so able In de-
bate and gifted In repartee that none
would willingly provoke his trenchant
blade. He loved Richmond, he loved the
Yaptists, he loved the Master, and he
wits a power for good In the city.

Professor Herbery H. Harris was a fae-
tor in the progress of our denomination
He answered (o Carlyle's definition:
“Cienius i® an immense capacity for tak-
Ing pains.’* Modest and unagsertive, not
often eloquent, bit a profound scholar,
