It waa the habit of Washington and his
folow-planters to carry on thelr agricul-
tural operations in a manner to creata
within their own estates all the resources
wiich it woutld be pecedsary to draw on
from time to time Thoey were careful to
traln from boyhood slaves to act as coop-
ere, HAWYOrE, biacksmiths, tanners,
curriers, shoemnkers, fplnners, weavs
ers, knitters, and distillers, Their
forests suppiled lumber and  char-
coal, thelr cattle skinsg, thelr sheep
wool, thale flelds cotion and fax,
their orchards frult, The cooper and saw-
ver made the hogsheads for the tobacco
and the casks for the cider, bullt and
kept in repair the cabins, barns, stables,
fences, and gates; the blucksmith mend-
od the plows, harrows, chalng, and bolts,
which In genernl were jmported from
England; the spinners and weavers manu-
factured the coarse clothes of the slaves
ani the finer goods worn by the children
of their master’s family; the distillers
e¢nch autumn mads many gailons of ap-
plo and peach brandy. On some of the
pantations there were employed & whita
male wenver to superintend the rlave
weavers, and a white femals spinner to
overlook the slave splnners

Irving, in his charming “Lifa of Wash-
ington,” thus describes the relatlons of
that great man with his glave working-
men: “He treated them with kindness;
attended to their comforis; was partiea-
jarly careful of them In sickness, but
pover tolerated ldieneas, and exocted a
taithful performance of all their alloted
tnsks. He had a quick eye at calculating
cach man's capnbilities. An entry in his
dinry glves a curious instance of this,
Four of his negroes, employed 84 ear-
penters, were hewlng and shaplng tm-
ver, It appearcd to him, in notieing the
amount of work accomplished between
two succeeding mornings, that they lol-
tered at their labor. Sitting down quigt-
Iy, he timed their operations, how long
it took them to get thelr cross-cul saw
and other implements ready, how long
to clenr awhy the branches f(rom the
trunk of a fallen tree, how long to hew
und =aw it, what time Was e#Xpx nded in
considering and ceonsaliing, and, after all,
how much work was effected during thao
time he looked on. From this he male
his computation, how much they could
exvents in the course of a day, working
entirely at thelr ease.

“At unother time weo find him working
for & part of two days with Peter, his
smith, to make & plow on & new Invention
of his own. This, after Lwo or three fall-
ures, he accomplished, ‘hen, with jess
than his usual judgment, he put his two
charlet horses to the plow and ran a
st risk of spoiling them In giving his
ww Invention a trial over ground thickly
swirded,”

Under the terms of his will, Washing-
ton manumitted all the slaves whom he
neld in his own right, Freedom would
have been granted to them In his lfetime
but for their intermixture by marrioge
with the negroes belonging to his wife
He provided amply for all those who
wore to be llberated at his death, who
might be disabled by injuries, infirmities,
or old nge, and he forbade Lhe transpor
witlon out of Virginia of such as should
be in hig possession at that thine.

In & letter to John F. Mercer, dated
175, Washington declared his Intention
never agotn of his own will to buy &
negro. Yl never mean, unless particy.
inr circumstances shall compel me to T,
to possess ancther slave by purchiase, it
being among my first wishes to see soms
plan adopted by which siavery In thils
country iy be abolizhed by law. And
he wrote to Lawrence Lewls, In Augusl
st as follows: “1 wish from my sou]
that the Legisiature of thls Btare (Vir
ginta) would see the wisdom of gradual
abolition of slavery; it might preveni
much future mischivt,”

If the warning of the great Washington
had only been heeded, what i sen of pre
cious blood and treasure would bave been
saved!
