Senator Hanna, particularly, was much
interested in all the arrangements con-
ducted so far by the local committees,
and regarding the convention, said that
those who imagine it will be a cut and
dried affair will be badly fooled.

“Of course, President McKinley will be
renominated, and without doubt he will
receive every vote in the convention; but
when it comes to choosing his running
mate and deciding on the platform there
is likely to be an abundance of excite-
ment.”’

JOLUMBIA, MO., January 13.—Colonel
William Jennings Bryan addressed the
students of the TUniversity of Missouri
here to-night, in the college chapel, before
an audience that taxed the auditorium to

its utmost.

When asked regarding the report that
he had changed his views on the matter
of free-wool importation, and had as-
serted that in hehalf of western dealers
and manufacturers he would, if elected
President, favor a tariff on wool, Dr.
Bryan stated most emphatically that he
had made no statement whatever to the
effect that he had changed his former
views on the question.

When asked regarding the Philippine
problem, he said that the whole situation
reminded him of & looking-glass, in which
the American people could see their own
views reflected.

“In regard to the gold Democratic par-
ty,” said Mr. Bryan, “I will say that 1t
will be of little importance in the presi-
dential election. It will make but an in-
significant showing, and will scarcely be
worthy of consideration. The gold-bugs
who are not true Democrats will vote
the Republican ticket. while the real De-
moerats will support the Democratic plat-
form, including the free silver proposition.

The object of the cession is to
give the General Government a landing-
place for the proposed memorial bridge
to span the Potomaec. and jurisdiction
over several square miles of the surround-
ing country. It is stated that Congress
will hardly build the bridge unless such
cession is made. It is argued by those
who favor it that the improvement of
the surrounding country would result in
the State receiving an increase in income
sufficient to offset the loss of territory.
There is little hope of the passage of
such a bill.

MR. BRYAN ON EXPANSION.

The Yilipinos Should Be Given Inde-
pendence and Protection.

KANSAS CITY, MO., January 13.—Wil-

liam J. Bryan passed through Kansas
City to-day for Columbia, Mo. Asked

about his Minneapolis interview, in which
he was reported as expressing views fa-
vorable to certain forms of expansion,
Mr. Bryan said:

“T have for one year been discussing im-
perialism, and I have tried to distinguish
between such an extension of the nation’s
limits as would not change the character
of the government and an expansion
which converts a homogeneous republic
into a heterogeneous empire. When the
annexation of any given territory is un-
der consideration the question s, first,
whether the people want to come in, and,
second, whether the people are capable of
sharing in the government unffdestiny of
this nation. I believe that all pcople are
capable of governing themselves, and that
the Filipinos should be allowed to govern
themselves, but I do not think that all are
sufficiently advanced to share with us
the government of this nation.

“If the Philippine Islands are annexed
the people there must either become c-ti-
zens or subjects. I am not willing to ad-
mit them as citizens, and do not believe
that a republic_can have subjects. There-
fore, I want this nation to give them in-
dependence and then protect them from
outside interference. The proposed an-
nexation must be considered upon its own
merits, but in considering these merits
the condition of the people should have
more weight than geographical position
or commercial advantage.”
