LECTURE O “JULIUS CAISAR.Y

Dr. Staford's Superh Address—An Im-
mense Crosvd Hears It

The Roof Garden of the Jefferson Ho-
tel was unable to accommodate the mem-
bers and patrons of the Richmond TLyce-
um who sought to hear Rev. Dr. D. ab
Stafford’s lecture on ‘“Julius Caesar” last
night, and many were forced to leave by
reason of the laclk of standing room. The
distinguished speaker’s reputation as a
Shakespearian  scholar, combined with
his celebrity as an orator, in a larze de-
gree accounte for the vast crowd,
though the popularity of his subject like-
wise made the occasion a notable and
attractive one. 3

Dr. Stafford was appropriately- intro-
duced by Bishep Van de Vyver, and after
giving a brief outline of the sources from
which the great poet drew the inspira-
tion of the immortal tragedy, he discuss
ed the play and dramatis personae in an
analytical way. which showed his abso-
lute mastery of the subject.

There were many, d he, who won-
dered why the play was named ‘Julius
Caesar.” when, as a matter of fact, this
great Roman figured rather incenspicu-
ously in it. This apparent inconsistengy
Dr. Stafford admitted to exist, but he ex-
plained that although the physical Caesar
bore but a2 small part in the plot, the
spiritual influence of the great soldier
everywhere pervaded the plot.

With exquisite skill and almost match-
less eloquence the speaker portrayved the
character of Erutus, ‘“the noblest Roman
of them all,” and the hero of the play.
Erutus, he said, was a man of ideals,
and faithfully lived up to these ideals,
though many mistakes marked his ca-
reer. It was unfortunate for him that he
became associated in the conspiracy with
Cassius, and equally unfortunate for the

jius was also brought clearly before
the audience with all his faults and
strong points—the speaker aclknowledged
that he | ome of the latter—and many
of his stirring protests against Caesar’s
growing power were magnificently de-
claimed by Dr. Stafford.

With especial skill and discernment did
the lecturer analyze the complex charac-
ter of Mark Antony, a man who com-
bined beth the good and the bad, but
was at all times actuated by motives of
self interest. His oration over the dead
body of the Roman leader was, said the
lecturer, at the cutset but a pulse-feeler,
to test the real sentiments of the popu-
Jace. Cunningly, cautiously, and artfully
Antony proceeded with his famous ad-
dress until by studying his hearers he
finally saw that he was safe in calling
Brutus, Cassius, and their associates
traitors. To demonstrate his point and
show the motive of the funeral oration,
Dr. Statford recited it, and never has a
Richmond audience heard a more ex-
quisite or finished bit of elogquence. In-
deed, it is no injustice to the celebraed
divine's reputation as a Shakespearian
scholar to say that his oratory was the
chief feature of his address. His voice—
deep, resonant, and sonorousi-filled every
part of the hall, and could be distinctly
heard by those on the rear seats. Added
to this were the sneaker’s pleasing per-
sonalty and his exquisite grace of ges-
tures. But it should be remembered that
such harmony of oratory with the sub-
jeet matter could only proceed from the
speaker’'s thorough understanding of his
theme. That Dr. Stafford’s interpretation
of ‘“Julius Caesar” is in thorough conso-
nance with the poet’s ideas. none who
heard him last night can doubt. For the
nonce, he mades ancient Rome live on@
more, and breathed life into those who
nearly 2,000 vears ago figured in a rilot
which will ever stand forth as one of the
leading events in history.

Nationnl Conveniion, Chicxgo, June

27th—3axis of Representation.

CHICAGO, January 23.—The Tollowing
call for the National Prohibition Conven-
tion was issued to-day:

*The national convention of the Pro-
hiktition party to nominate candidates for
President and Vice-President of the
United States. and te transact such other
business as may possibly come before it,
is hereby called to meet at the Coliseum
in the city of Chicago, I, at 10 o'clock
A. M. on Wednesday, June 27, 1500,

_“The basls of representation has been
fixed by the National Commiitee, as foi-
lows: First. each State is entitled to four
deiega at large: second, each State {s
also entitled to twice as many delegates
as the number of members of the lower
house of Congress to which it is entitied;
third, each ate may send one addi-
tional delegate for every 1.000 votes or
_mzajor ‘fraction thereof cast for Jeshua

Levering for President in 1895; fourth,
eacn Territory is entitled to two dele-
gates; fifth, the District of Columbia is
entitled to two delegates; sixth, each
Stote or Territory is entitled to as many
alternates as'its number of delegates.

“The time and manner of selecting
these delegates and alternates wiil be de-
termined by the Prohibitionists of the
various States and Territories, subject
only to this provision:

“That in every State where the party
has an organized State Committee, the
delegntes must bhe chosen by such con-
gressional or State conventlons as tha
State Central Committés may call for that
purpose, or by the State Commitfes, In
such a manner as it may determine.
