That
as against about 0 peing paid an-
nually in dividends into the State trea-
sury by the Richmond, Fredericksburg
and Potomac, would make the State an
annual loser of $8,360. “Now, to offset
this. the Seaboard en its new line would
have to pay about $32,000 in taxes, which,

The bill offered by Senator Glass last
week, providing for the appointment of
three examiners of accounts to examine
the books of officials who handle public
funds, i: receiving favorable attention at
the hands of senators.

The measure proposed by Mr. Glass
provides that it shall be the duty of the
Auditor of Public Accounts to appoint
three persons, to be known as ixXam-
iners of Accounts,”” each of whom shall
be an expert accountant, who shall, under
authority of the Auditor, at such times
as he shall direct, and without notice,
visit the various counties and cities in
the State, and make a thorough and care-
ful examination of the books and aec-
counts kept and settiements made by the
various State, county, and district offi-
cers charged by law with the collection
and disbursement of public funds, or re-
lating to such funds, and ascertain whe-

ther the same are accurately Kept and
made, and immediately thereafter make
a written report as to the condition of

such books, accounts, and settlements in
detail to the Auditor of Public Accounts,
together with such suggestions as he
m:y deem advisable for the correction of
any errors in or as to the mode of keep-
ing such bocks and accounts or making
such settlements.

The examiners appointed under this act
shall hold office for the term of one year
from the 1st day of January next suc-
ceeding their appointment, except that
the first appointees hereunder shall hold
office from the date of their appointment
until January 1, 1901. i

The said examiners shall receive as
compensation for their services the sum
of $5 per day for all the time actuaily
employed in the discharge of their dutles,
and all sums actually paid for necessary
expenses, to be paid as the clerks in the
office of the Auditor of Public Accounts
are paid; and the Auditor of Public Ac-
counts is hereby directed to apply to
each railway company operating its lines
in Virginia to furnish transportation to
sald examiners of accounts free of charge
to them or to the Commonwealth of Vir-
ginia. e :
